BONUS: For ten points apiece, name these other “grand” items.

BONUS: Tippu Sultan was born on this year, so it's time to party like it's 1749!  Answer these questions on events that occurred 250 years ago, for ten points each.

a. Established by Presbyterians, this university was once known as Augusta Academy and then Liberty Hall Academy before a $50,000 gift from a President enticed this Lexington, Virginia-based school change its name.

ANSWER: Washington and Lee University

b. This colony's first governor Benning Wentworth issued the first land grant.

ANSWER: New Hampshire
5. She is the subject of a series of three paintings by John Waterhouse and portrayed in paintings by John Everett Millais, Dante Rossetti, and Eugene Delacroix.  For ten points, name this Shakespearean character who is told to get herself to a nunnery by Hamlet.

ANSWER: Ophelia
BONUS: On her 1998 Ophelia album, Natalie Merchant's song “Kind and Generous” prominently and annoyingly features the phrase “Thank you.”  For five points each, given a foreign language, say “thank you” in that language.

6. After earning his B.A. in 1819 from Oxford, he moved to London to study law and was admitted to the bar in 1825.  But he really enjoyed his breaks from studying by travelling to Sussex, Paris, and his hometown of Kinnordy, Scotland to study nature.  For ten points, name this scientist best known for his theories he published in his breakthrough Principles of Geology.

ANSWER: Baron/Sir Charles Lyell
BONUS:  Answer these questions related to geology and Lyell's life, for ten points each.

a. Name Lyell's concept-- first introduced by James Hutton-- that all the features of the earth's surface are produced by physical, chemical processes occuring through long periods of geologic time.

ANSWER: Uniformitarianism
b. Reading this 1859 scientific treatise motivated Lyell to do research culminating in his 1863 treatise The Geological Treatise on the Antiquity of Man.

ANSWER: The Origin of Species by Charles Darwin

7. Along with Gnathostomulida and Nemertea, this phylum comprises the acoelomate bilateria.  Containing a flame-cell excretory system and a digestive cavity with a single opening for both mouth and anus, its three classes are Turbellaria, Trematoda, and Cestoda, or the tapeworms.  For ten points, what is this invertebrate phylum which includes planarians and flukes?

ANSWER: Platyhelminthes or Flatworms
BONUS: Answer these questions about the diet of worms, for ten points each.

a. The domesticated silkworm, actually of the order Lepidoptera, can eat the foliage of the Osage orange or lettuce, but is natural food is the leaves of what tree.

ANSWER: mulberry [Specifically, the leaves of the white mulberry, Morus alba, are used.]

b. Many bristle-worms trap food particles with ciliated tentacles near the mouth. This is what form of food procurement, used mostly by smaller invertebrates, but also by flamingos and baleen whales?

ANSWER: filter feeding

8. She is portrayed as a loving mother, and as a scholar of Literature and the lord. In the span of 57 stanzas, John Berryman homages her life from her birth in 1612, her marriage at age 16, her voyage to America on the ship Arabella in 1631 and, of course, her poetry collection The Tenth Muse Lately Sprung Up In America. For ten points, name this poetess of Colonial Massachusetts.

ANSWER: Anne Bradstreet
BONUS: Euterpe was the muse of music. For ten points, name these composers who may have been inspired by Euterpe.

a. This composer changed a classic myth by having the title character decide that his wife is too much of a hassle and leave her in hell in his operetta Orpheus in the Underworld.

ANSWER: Jacques Offenbach
b. Although his 24 opersa include Le Cid and Manon, his most recognizable piece may be the “Meditation” for violin and orchestra, taken from his 1894 opera Thaïs.

ANSWER: Jules-Émile-Frédéric Massenet
9. When this portion starts, the chromosomes are chromatids held together by a centromere. The chromosomes then migrate to the spindles, where the spindles attach to the kinetochore fibers. For ten points, name this phase of mitosis which comes after prophase. 

ANSWER: metaphase
BONUS: Identify these philosophers who dabbled in the metaphysical, for ten points each.

a. He wrote about the natural world in his Physica, and made inquiries about being in his Metaphysica.

ANSWER: Aristotle
b. This philosopher thought that the basic units of reality were organismic unities called ‘actual occasions,” but he is better known for collaborating with Bertrand Russell on the Principia Mathematica.

For ten points, identify these men, the father who served as Secretary of the Interior for 13 years and the son who served as Deputy Chief of Staff for three.

5.Its present location is in Beckenham, Kent, but the original one was founded in Bishopsgate, London.  Built as a priory in 1247, it received its first mental patients in 1400. In 1547, it was declared a hospital exclusively for the insane and became infamous for the cruel treatments of its patients. For ten points, name this first British asylum whose name now means any scene of uproar and confusion.

6. It can be stated algebraically as p squared plus 2 p q plus q squared, where p and q are allelic frequencies such that p plus q equals 1, and implies that, unless outside forces are at work, in a large, random-mating population, the proportion of dominant and recessive genes present tends to remain constant from generation to generation.  For ten points, name this statement of genetic equilibrium.

ANSWER: Hardy-Weinberg equilibrium or principle

7. A second generation American of Jewish-German descent, he studied engineering at Berlin Polytechnic. In 1903, he founded his own magazine, Camera Work, that published writing by Gertrude Stein and photos by Edward Steichen. For ten points, name this man who took the 1907 photograph The Steerage and married Georgia O'Keefe before founding the Intimate Gallery.

8. This tragedy deals with Creon, King of Thebes, and with one of those who tries to unseat him. Creon forbids the burial of Polyneices, and the sister who tries to bury Polyneices is ordered shut up alive in a vault.  For ten points, what is this play about the conflict of public and private duty written by Sophocles?

ANSWER: Antigone

AMERICAN HISTORY It was negotiated on the American side by John Tyler's Secretary of State. For fifteen points, name this 1842 treaty, which set the boundary between Maine and New Brunswick.

ANSWER: Webster-Ashburton Treaty

AMERICAN LITERATURE He served in the Air Force in WWII, and depicted soldiers as pitiful ignorant boys plunged into war. For fifteen points, name this poet, best-known for “The Death of the Ball Turret Gunner.”

ANSWER: Randall Jarrell /juh RELL/

MATHEMATICS Garrett plays Trivia: the Role-Playing Game, and needs at least ten avoid the dreaded evil audio bonus. For fifteen points, what is the probability of a total of ten or higher, if he roles a 4-sided die, and an 8-sided die?  You have 30 seconds.

ANSWER: 3/16 or .1875  (there are 6 combinations out of 32 that have sums of 10 or greater)

PHYSICAL SCIENCES For fifteen points, name the pseudoforce that is observed in a rotating reference frame when an object enters it with a different angular velocity and is deflected.

ANSWER: Coriolis force

RELIGION/MYTHOLOGY/PHILOSOPHY Founded in Madrid in 1928, it was the first secular institute to receive full Vatican approval. For fifteen points, name this ascetic, anti-communist, and somewhat secretive fundamentalist Catholic lay movement whose name is the Latin for “Work of God.”

ANSWER: Opus Dei
SOCIAL SCIENCE For fifteen points, give the two-word Latin legal term meaning “by the court,” which describes an opinion of the whole court, not written by any individual judge.

WORLD LITERATURE For fifteen points, identify the man who, after testifying before the House Un-American Activities Committee in 1947, would return to Germany and hold performances of his play Mother Courage and Her Children.

ANSWER: Bertolt Brecht

ANSWER: the War of Austrian Succession  [also accept King George's War]

3. Newland Archer is engaged to May Welland, but becomes attracted to her cousin Ellen Olenska while May is away nursing her ailing father. Eventually convention prevails as Newland and Ellen marry and Ellen returns to Europe. FOR TEN POINTS, what is this novel that won the 1921 Pulitzer Prize for Edith Wharton?

ANSWER: The Age of Innocence
4. The first creature to develop eyesight, this arthropod survived on food particles it sucked in from the bottoms of lakes and streams, before becoming extinct in the Permian period. FOR TEN POINTS, name this easily recognizable creature, extremely popular among fossil collectors, whose proper scientific name refers to the creature's exoskeleton, which consisted of three lobes.

ANSWER: the trilobite
