ANSWER: Alabama
BONUS: Identify these things relating to Alabama, for ten points each.

a. The "Grand Canyon of the South", the deepest gorge east of the Mississippi, is located on the course of this river.

ANSWER: Little River

b. The southern border of present-day Alabama, except for the Mobile area, was fixed along the 31st parallel by this 1975 treaty.

ANSWER: Treaty of San Lorenzo or Pinckney's Treaty

2.)  It anachronistically uses "God Save the Tsar" to wipe away the "Marseillaise" in what its creator deemed a jingoistic display. For ten points, name this composition by Pyotor Ilyitch Tchaikovsky on Russia's resistance to Napoleon, best known for its use of the cannon.

ANSWER: 1812 Overture or the Solemn Overture on the Year 1812
BONUS: Identify these other Tchaikovsky works, for ten points each.

a. This fantasy overture begins with the music of Friar Laurence, before depicting a Verona street fight, and then love.

ANSWER: Romeo and Juliet
b. This symphony was interpreted by some as suicidal, because the composer died weeks after its premiere.

ANSWER: Symphony No. 6 in B minor or "Pathétique"
3.)  Named king of Sicily at the age of 16 in 1468, he later succeeded his father, John II, in the kingdom for which he is better known. As a military leader, he spent ten years conquering the kingdom of Granada. For ten points, name this king, who in 1469, made a political marriage with Isabella of Castille.

ANSWER: Ferdinand II of Aragon or Ferdinand the Fifth of Castille or Ferdinand the Catholic

BONUS: Given a character named Ferdinand, name the Shakespearean play, for ten points each.

a. Ferdinand is the son of Alonso, king of Naples. He woos Miranda.

ANSWER: The Tempest
b. Ferdinand, king of Navarre, vows to spend three years studying, renouncing women for the time period. Of course, he and his three noblemen taking similar vows, promptly meet four ladies.

ANSWER: Love's Labour's Lost
4.)  The future is a common setting for novels, but rarely is something so creative to include the year of our Ford, but characters like Bernard Marx would not have it any other way.  For ten points, what novel, that contains soma and takes its name from Shakespeare's pen, was written by Aldous Huxley?

ANSWER: Brave New World
BONUS: Identify these other worlds, for ten points each.

a. 1/3 the size of the Sun, Amalthea, Io, and Ganymede are some of its moons.

ANSWER: Jupiter
b. With a name sounding like a geologic event, this planet is the home of Star Trek's Mr. Spock.

ANSWER: Vulcan
5.) Arrested in 1985, during his short stint as an espionage agent, he collected only $45,000.  Although he was only paid a relatively small amount he did incredible damage.  For ten points,  name this spy for whom Benjamin Netanyahu tried to hold up the Wye River peace accord.

ANSWER:  Jonathan Pollard
BONUS: Answer these question about fugitives in the news, for ten points each.

a. This teenager was indicted in Montgomery County, Maryland for the mutilation/murder of Alfred Tello Jr.  He fled to Israel and may be tried there for the murder.

ANSWER:  Samuel Sheinbein
b. Convicted of murder in the death of Holly Maddux he fled the country and has been living it up in Europe. Name this man who has been given a new lease on life after the French courts allowed him to remain free until a decision can be made on whether to extradite him or not.

ANSWER:  Ira Einhorn
6.)  The Mulliken scale can be divided by 3.17 to roughly approximate the more widely used Pauling scale, which is based upon bond dissociation energies, with hydrogen set at 2.1. For ten points, name this property, with cesium and fluorine as extremes, which is a quantitative measure of attraction of an atom to electrons in a molecule.

ANSWER: electronegativity
BONUS: In addition to developing a scale for electronegativity, Linus Pauling also studied these things. For ten points each:

a. Pauling studied the magnetic susceptibility during oxygenation of this protein, found in erythrocytes.

ANSWER: hemoglobin
b. Pauling suggesting daily doses of 6 to 18 grams of this substance, which prevents scurvy.

ANSWER: Vitamin C or ascorbic acid

7.)  One of the Intolerable Acts that helped to spark the American Revolution actually did something rather democratic; eliminate the Test Act in what would become Canada. For ten points, name this 1774 act that firmly established the borders of the province for which it is named.

ANSWER: Quebec Act
BONUS: Identify these other aspects of early Canadian history, for ten points each.

a. The Quebec Act of 1774 gave to Quebec land that would later become what organized territory of the United States, later broken up into several states?

ANSWER: Northwest Territory

b. This land was taken from Quebec, and Quebec was divided into two regions, Upper and Lower Canada, by what 1791 act?

ANSWER: Constitution Act

8.)  Bishop of what is now Annaba, Algeria, he taught of man's fallen nature and the need for salvation by divine grace. For ten points, name this theologian who wrote The City of God in the 5th century AD.

ANSWER: Augustine of Hippo

BONUS: From Augustine of Hippo to the hippopotamus. For ten points each:

a. The hippopotamus is sometimes identified as this animal, mentioned in Job, whose "bones are tubes of bronze, his limbs like bars of iron."

ANSWER: Behemoth
b. The animal's name comes from Greek. "Hippos" translates as "horse." What five-letter word does "potamios" best translate as?

9.)  Erasmus Wilson brought it from Alexandria encased in an iron cylinder. It was abandoned during a storm in the Bay of Biscay, recovered, and erected by John Dixon in its current spot in 1879. For ten points, bronze sphinxes lie on either side of what obelisk erected in London

ANSWER: Cleopatra's needle
BONUS: For ten points each, identify these things having to do with the Egyptian Cleopatra.

a. Cleopatra was of Macedonian descent through this general of Alexander the Great.

ANSWER: Ptolemy /TALL uh mee/

b. This playwright wrote Caesar and Cleopatra, first performed in 1901, in which Cleopatra is a spoiled 16-year-old.

ANSWER: George Bernard Shaw
10.) A cambium exterior to the vascular cambium in woody plants produces this tissue. Its cells are dead at maturity and their walls are impregnated with suberin, making them waterproof. It forms the outer layer of tissue of a mature woody stem and in many plants is harvested commercially. For ten points, name this tissue used as a bottle stopper.

ANSWER: cork
BONUS:  Identify these baseball players who corked their bats, for ten points each.

a. This current Baltimore Oriole claims he never corked his bat, although he was suspended for it when he was with the Cleveland Indians.

ANSWER: Albert Belle
b. This Montreal Expo currently playing with his brother Vladimir was suspended for corking his bat when he was with the Los Angeles Dodgers.

ANSWER: Wilton Guerrero (not Wilson)

ANSWER:  steric number
5.)  In Article One of this document, the U.S. and Great Britain agreed to let a commission determine who had legal ownership of two islands in Passamaquoddy Bay.  Named for a city in Belgium, it reaffirmed the boundary between Canada and the U.S. established in the 1783 Treaty of Paris.  For ten points, name this treaty that ended the War of 1812.

Named for the Estonian physicist who first stated it, it describes the direction of electrical current.  For ten points,  name this law which states that the electromotive force induced in a conductor moving perpendicular to a magnetic field tends to oppose that motion.
