1.)  Originally a Prussian law officer until Napoleon's victory saw Prussia dissolved, he followed his love of music to become theatrical music director in Bamberg and Dresden until 1814.  For ten points, name this writer and composer who is also a central character in the Jacques Offenbach opera based on his "Tales."

ANSWER: Ernst Theodore Amadeus Hoffman
BONUS: In honor of Betty Hoffman, the first recipient of the CWRU Trivia Club Martin Dunlap Service Award, name these rather famous Bettys for ten points each.

1. In 1921, "she" sent thousands of flour-sack pin cushions as part of a promotion for Gold Medal flour.

ANSWER: Betty Crocker  (she's a complete fabrication)

2. She co-founded and became the first president of the National Organization for Women.

ANSWER: Betty Friedan
2.)  This peninsula is separated from the mainland by a canal that was begun in 1909 by August Belmont. Towns on it include Provincetown, Chatham, and Hyannis. For ten points, name this hook-shaped peninsula in Massachusetts.

ANSWER: Cape Cod
BONUS: South of Cape Cod are two relatively large islands. For ten points each, name those two islands.

Another version, the penny-farthing, had a front wheel that was five feet tall. For ten points, name this mode of transportation, examples of which include BMX, tandem, and mountain.

BONUS: Answer these questions about bicycles, for ten points each.

What does BMX stand for?

ANSWER: bicycle motorcross
What is the oval track on which cycling competitions are held?

ANSWER: velodrome
4.)  One method of recording this is known as Labanotation. Those who take part in it try to achieve their maximum turnout. For ten points, name this activity with five basic positions, a form of dancing.

ANSWER: ballet
BONUS: Identify these ballet terms.

It is the French term for dancing on toes

ANSWER: en pointe
This is a jump from both feet to one foot.

ANSWER: jeté
5.)  St. Peter's Skiff, Thor's Wagon, the Chariot, Charles Wain, the Bull's Thigh, the Butcher's Cleaver, the Plough, and the Saucepan are, for ten points, names given to what grouping of seven stars in Ursa Major.

ANSWER: the Big Dipper [Do not accept Ursa Major]

BONUS: The Big Dipper is useful in finding other stars. For ten points each:

The ends of the Big Dipper, Dubhe and Merak, are known as the pointers because they point to this star.

ANSWER: Polaris or the North or Pole Star

Following the arc of the handle leads to Arcturus, in this constellation.

ANSWER: Bootes /BOO tess/

6.)  Its law states: "Worship God. Seek Beauty. Give Service. Pursue Knowledge. Be Trustworthy. Hold on to Health. Glorify Work. Be Happy." For ten points, name this organization whose levels are Horizon, Discovery, Adventurers, Blue Birds, and Sparks.

ANSWER: Camp Fire, Inc. [Formerly Camp Fire Girls Inc.]

BONUS: Identify these things having to do with Camp Fire.

This is the Camp Fire slogan. If you listened carefully, it is part of the Camp Fire Law.

ANSWER: Give Service
This is the Camp Fire watchword.

ANSWER: Wohelo [From work, health, and love]

7.)  Methods used to study these include quinacrine /KWIN a crin/ mustard fluorescence and G-staining methods, which produce banding patterns. For ten points, name these things, of which there is a diploid number of 46 in humans.

ANSWER: chromosomes
BONUS: Identify these things dealing with chromosomes, for ten points each.

8.)  Known to the Romans as the Pontus Euxinus, or "friendly sea", to the north, it is bounded by the Kerch Straight. For ten points, the cities of Varna, Yalta, Odessa, and Sevastopol are located on what body of water?

ANSWER: Black Sea

BONUS: Give the body of water separated from the Black Sea by the following straights, for ten points each.

ANSWER: Sea of Marmara
9.)  A more Radical position created five military districts, each commanded by a major general. A earlier plan would have required 10 percent of voters to give loyalty oaths. For ten points, name this period from 1865 to 1877, which ended when Rutherford B. Hayes withdrew the last Federal troops from the South.

ANSWER: Reconstruction
BONUS: Identify these Southern Republicans, for ten points each.

This derogatory term referred to Northerners who moved to the South.

ANSWER: carpetbaggers

This term referred to Southern whites, generally poor, who resented rich plantation owners.

ANSWER: scalawags

10.)  It mentions "every molehill of Mississippi", "the curvaceous slopes of California", "the prodigious hilltops of New Hampshire", and "the heightening Alleghenies of Pennsylvania", saying to "let freedom ring from" these and other places. For ten points, name this famous speech, given at the Lincoln Memorial on August 28, 1963 by Martin Luther King, Jr.

ANSWER: the "I Have a Dream" speech

BONUS: Identify these things having to do with King, for ten points each.

King entered this Atlanta College at the age of 15.

ANSWER: Morehouse College

13 words required. This phrase, the "words of the old Negro spiritual" used by King to conclude his famous speech, are on his tombstone.

ANSWER: "Free at last, free at last, thank God Almighty, I'm free at last."

ANSWER:  Wales (also accept Cymru)

2.)  He was born in Poland and instead of becoming a rabbi, he opted for the life of a writer, immigrating to the U.S. in 1935.  Setting most of his stories in the Poland of the past, he wrote such Yiddish novellas as The Family Moskat.  Identify this 1978 Nobel Prize for Literature winner, the author of The Golem and Lost in America.

Respectful of due process and civil liberties, he is best known for his takeover of some copper companies. For ten points, who shot himself during a 1973 military coup attacking the presidential palace in Santiago, Chile

ANSWER: Salvador Allende Gossens

6.)  In 1250AD, Albertus Magnus is believed to have obtained this element, whose word origin comes from the Persian for "gold", "zerni-zar". Its most common mineral is mispickel. For ten points, name this element associated with poison.

ANSWER: arsenic
7.)  "The mental features discoursed of as the analytical, are, in themselves, but little susceptible to analysis."  So begins a short story in which two women are found murdered, and the murderer is found to be an ourangoutan.  For the points, give the title of this short story by Edgar Allan Poe, the first featuring Auguste Dupin, and perhaps the first so-called detective story.

5.)  Often pitched in E-flat or C, this instrument is also known as the helicon, but obtained its more common American name when a removable bell was attached to it. FOR TEN POINTS, name this marching instrument named after the composer of "El Capitan" and "Stars and Stripes Forever". 

ANSWER: Sousaphone (accept "helicon" early)
