ANSWER: Jack Kemp
b. This economist joined the faculty of Pepperdine in 1984. His "curve" demonstrates his belief that lowering tax rates would increase government revenue.

ANSWER: Arthur Betz Laffer
2. In a sequel, this character falls in love with James More's daughter, Catriona, and comes forward to help James Stewart, who is wrongly accused of murdering Colin Campbell. For ten points, name this character who, in an earlier novel, meets Alan Breck, after being kidnapped at the behest of his uncle, Ebeneezer.

ANSWER: David Balfour [From Robert Louis Stevenson's Kidnapped and Catriona.]

BONUS: For ten points each, answer the questions about the Balfour Declaration.

a. The Balfour Declaration dealt with this territory. The British later held a League of Nations mandate over it, and it was partitioned among three countries in 1948.

ANSWER: Palestine
b. After the 1917 publication of the Balfour Declaration, he joined the British army's Jewish Legion, fighting in Palestine. Name this first prime minister of Israel.

ANSWER: David Ben-Gurion or David Gruen
3. His equation involves the use of a term, n-squared times a, divided by V-squared, which corrects for molecular attractions, as well as the use of a term, n times b, which accounts for the finite volume of molecules. For ten points, what Dutch scientist proposed an equation predicting the behavior of real gases.

ANSWER: Johann Diederik van der Waals
BONUS: Van der Waals forces are intermolecular attractive forces between neutral molecules. For ten points each:

a. In 1930, this German-American scientist proposed that the motion of electrons in an atom or molecule can create an instantaneous dipole moment, explaining how nonpolar gases can be liquefied.

ANSWER: Fritz London
b. This type of bond is a special dipole-dipole attraction. Because fluorine, nitrogen, and oxygen are so electronegative, they are attracted to a partially exposed nucleus.

ANSWER: hydrogen bonding

BONUS: For ten points each, identify some of the Seven Wonders of the Middle Ages. Warning: they were not necessarily built in the Middle Ages.

a. This prehistoric monument is located on Salisbury Plain in Salisbury, England.

ANSWER: Stonehenge
b. It is about 4,000 miles long. One end point is at Po Hai.

ANSWER: Great Wall of China

5. His mother was Pasiphae, who had been punished by Poseidon. This mythological figure was killed with the aid of his half-sister, Ariadne, who helped an Athenian hero. For ten points, name this Cretan monster, slain by Theseus in the labyrinth.

ANSWER: the Minotauros

BONUS: For ten points each, answer these questions about Theseus and/or Ariadne.

a. Theseus abandoned Ariadne on the island of Naxos. She later married this Greek god.

ANSWER: Dionysus or Bacchus
b. In this 1677 play by Racine, Theseus is mistakenly believed dead. The title character declares her love for her stepson Hippolytus.

ANSWER: Phèdre
6. The name also applies to Elk Hills and Buena Vista Hills in California, although the name refers to a place in Wyoming. Edward Denby, secretary of the navy, was cleared of all charges. For ten points, Edward Donehy and Harry Sinclair were acquitted of giving the bribes which Albert Fall was convicted of accepting, in what Warren Harding-era oil reserve scandal.
