ANSWER: potato
BONUS: While potato doesn't end in the letter "e," for ten points, identify these things which end with two "e's."

a. Sidney Lanier wrote a poem about this river, flowing from the Blue Ridge Mountains, and forming part of Georgia's borders with Alabama and Florida.

ANSWER: Chatahoochee River

b. This American dramatist wrote Three Tall Women, A Delicate Balance, and Who's Afraid of Virginia Woolf?

ANSWER: Edward Franklin Albee
2.)  He played the leading role in the 1963 movie "The Girl Hunters" based on his 1962 book of the same name.  For ten points, name this writer best known for writing the role he was born to play: detective Mike Hammer.

ANSWER: Mickey Spillane
BONUS: From Mickey Spillane to Mickey Mouse, identify these animated Disney characters from descriptions for five points per correct answer.

a. Pluto was Mickey's pet dog, but Ellsworth the talking raven was the pet of this friend of Mickey.

ANSWER: Goofy
b. Donald Duck had Huey, Louie, and Dewey as his nephews, but his girlfriend Daisy had three nieces.  For five points each, name all three nieces named after three months of the year.

ANSWER: April, May, June
3.)  This musical ends with the death of one of the title characters as his son declares that no one need grovel to show respect.  For ten points, name this Rodgers and Hammerstein musical featuring songs like "I Have Dreamed" and "I Whistle a Happy Tune" for which an animated version was released on March 19.

ANSWER: The King and I
BONUS: Name these "kings" from clues for ten points each.

a. In the Shakespearean history, the title king appoints the Bastard -- knighted Richard Plantagenet -- as his military commander in battles against France.  (His domineering mother is Eleanor of Aquitaine.)

ANSWER: King John

4.) For ten points, Louis Pasteur developed a vaccine for what disease, which gave its name to a rock group.

ANSWER: anthrax [caused by Bacillus anthracis]

BONUS: The band Anthrax has several songs inspired by Stephen King. For ten points each:

a. "Among the Living" was inspired by Randall Flagg, a character in this book.

ANSWER: The Stand
b. "A Skeleton in the Closet" is based on this novella, now a movie, about a boy who finds that his neighbor is a former Nazi.

ANSWER: Apt Pupil

5.)  It resulted in the capture of James M. Mason and John Slidell in Havana by Charles Wilkes of the U.S.S San Jacinto. For ten points, name this violation of freedom of the seas because the prisoners were taken from a neutral British ship in 1861 during the American Civil War.

ANSWER: Trent Affair
BONUS: Answer these questions about the prisoners taken in the Trent Affair, for ten points each.

a. John Slidell was sent to Mexico 1845 by this President in a failed diplomatic attempt to prevent war.

ANSWER: James K. Polk
b. James M. Mason was a graduate of this university's law school. It was chartered in 1693 to develop clergymen and civil servants for Virginia.

ANSWER: College of William and Mary
6.)  A painted or sculpted portrait of a master of this discipline is called "juzo," while, in general, a commemorative portrait of one is called "chinso." Monks would receive a chinso as a diploma after finishing their studies in, for ten points, what form of Buddhism in Japan?

ANSWER: Zen or Ch'an
BONUS: For ten points each:

a. What group recorded the song "Everything Zen" on their debut album Sixteen Stone?

ANSWER: Bush
b. Now, how many pounds are there in 16 stones, according to British measurement? You have 15 seconds.

ANSWER: 224 [One stone = 14 pounds]

7.)  It is actually the first third of Il Cimento dell-Armonia e dell'Invenzione-- The Test of Harmony and Inventiveness-- a set of 12 violin concertos. For ten points, name this work, consisting of 4 violin concertos, by Antonio Vivaldi.

ANSWER: The Four Seasons or Le Quattro Stagioni
BONUS: From seasons to seasonings. For ten points each:

a. Made from the berry of a tree of the myrtle family, its flavor resembles the combination of cloves, cinnamon, and nutmeg, and is used in mincemeat.

ANSWER: allspice
b. Made from the covering of the nutmeg fruit, its taste is similar to nutmeg. Its name is also that of a medieval weapon.

ANSWER: mace

8.)  Meaning "inventor of joy", he was identified with the constellation Aquarius. This Trojan prince, said to be a lover of Zeus, replaced Hebe as a cupbearer. For ten points, name this boy whose name is also a Jovian moon.

ANSWER: Ganymede
BONUS: For ten points, Ganymede replaced Hebe after Hebe married this Greek figure.

ANSWER: Heracles or Hercules
For another ten points, Ganymede was the son of Laomedon, legendary king of this walled city.

ANSWER: Troy

9.)  The capital of a kingdom established by Razon during the reign of Solomon, it was supposedly founded by Us, grandson of Shem. Ananias, thought to be its first bishop, baptized Saul, who became Paul, there. For ten points, name this one-time capital of the Ommayad caliphs, which is now the capital of Syria

ANSWER: Damascus or Dimisk es-Sham
BONUS: Damascus is noted for several things. For ten points each:

a. In pre-industrial times, Damascus was noted for its production of this material, which was carburized, annealed, and quenched, and which was noted for its watered, streaked appearance.

ANSWER: Damasked steel
b. The Damascus Document, also known as the Zadokite fragments, is linked to this Jewish sect, best known for its community at Qumran /KOOM rahn/.

ANSWER: Essenes

10.)  Its strength increases logarithmically in proportion to its size. It is easy to construct out of cheap materials, but it has rarely been used. Used for the American Pavilion at Expo' 67, for ten points, name this spherical structure.

ANSWER: geodesic dome
BONUS: For ten points each:

a. What professor at Southern Illinois University designed the geodesic dome used at Expo' 67.

ANSWER: R. Buckminster Fuller
b. In what city was Expo' 67 held?

1.)  This term may originate with Alejo Carpentier, but it was first used as a definition by critic Alastair Reid. It has been used to describe to works of Italo Clavino, Mario Vargas Llosa, Milan Kundera, and Salman Rushdie. For ten points, name this literary genre, whose paradigm is One Hundred Years of Solitude, by Gabriel García Márquez.

ANSWER: magical realism or lo real maravilloso

2.)  While Chapel Pond Slabs and Roaring Brook Falls are some of the attractions here, some may be drawn by the 3,126 foot vertical drop of White Face Mountain, the steepest slope east of the Rockies.
