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Tossup One. Warning: Two answers required. Varieties of Religious Experience by William James. Summa Theologica by Thomas Aquinas. Fides et Ratio by Pope John Paul II. All of these works attempt to reconcile two things, which are the English words for fides and ratio. For fifteen points, identify these two epistemological elements. A: Faith and reason [or equivalents]

Tossup Two. Emperor Claudius may have originated these strange dining halls. Roman socialites in attendance ate until they no longer could, then had slaves tickle their throats and returned to the table. For fifteen points, identify the repulsive name of these places, now slang for any foul-smelling locale. A: Vomitorium [accept variations on ending]

Tossup Three. They have not been proven to exist, but an object which likely is one was discovered in October 1995 at a point 18.6 light-years from Earth. More massive than planets and less massive than stars, they radiate some energy but are not hot or energetic enough to be called stars. For fifteen points, identify these objects which are formed in the same manner as stars and may be composed of dark matter. A: Brown dwarfs

Tossup Four. It was founded in 1992 by Li Hongzhi. Railing against science, modern medicine, pop culture, drug use, and homosexuality, this group might seem to be an American conservative organization; however, its chief political enemy is not the Democratic Party but the government of China. Although its members maintain that it is dedicated to moral and physical improvement, China doubts that its mass demonstrations, one of which attracted ten thousand followers in April 1999, could have occurred without central political organization. The group claims one hundred million members, the Chinese government says it has two million, and outside observers place the figure at anywhere from two to seventy million. For fifteen points, identify this organization, outlawed by China in July 1999, with a name meaning “Buddhist Law”. A: Falun Gong [prompt on “Buddhist Law” on early buzz]

Tossup Five. It contains several pieces, each of which represents a painting, bound together by a repeated promenade. The most popular internal work is “Great Gate of Kiev”. For fifteen points, identify this 1887 piano suite by Modest Mussorgsky which was adapted for full orchestra by Maurice Ravel. A: Pictures at an Exhibition

Tossup Six. Both the Canaanites, in the Bible, and the Phoenicians, in history, included this god in their theologies. Human sacrifice and self-mutilation were common practices in the worship of this deity, whose name is now a synonym for anything which is very monstrous or tyrannical. For fifteen points, identify this god, to whom Carthaginian leaders sacrificed one hundred upper-class boys during Scipio’s seige of the city in 204 BCE. A: Moloch
Tossup Seven. It was named for its originator, a German mathemetician of the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries who applied algebra to geometry. It is a three-dimensional figure with one surface which is neither inside nor outside. It can be created by inserting the end of a tube into the side and joining its opening to the other opening of the tube from the inside. For fifteen points, identify this mind-boggling mathematical construct, which is similar to the nature of space as a whole and is a three-dimensional version of the Möbius strip. A: Klein bottle

Tossup Eight. Andalusian Gypsies were the subject of much of his writing, including the play Blood Wedding and the poetry collection First Book of Gypsy Ballads. He gave a famous speech, “A Poet in New York”, in which he criticized America as the hollow result of a Protestant culture. American musician George Crumb set much of this twentieth-century writer’s work to music. For fifteen points, identify this Spanish poet and playwright who was killed by Fascists in 1936, the author of The Butterfly’s Evil Spell and Yerma. A: (Federico García) Lorca

Tossup Nine. Ordinalia, The Life of Saint Meriasek, The Passion of Our Lord, or Mount Calvary, and The Creation of the World were all written in this language, which has Celtic ancestry and originated in the southwest of England. Its name can be found in types of diamond, cat, and game hen. For fifteen points, identify this Brythonic language which fell from regular use during the eighteenth century. A: Cornish

Tossup Ten. The popular nickname for the Third International, organized by Lenin, this organization attempted to promote revolution in other countries using the tactics of the Bolsheviks. It largely failed in that endeavor, and when Lenin died, Joseph Stalin began using it as a force for growth in the power and influnce of the USSR and himself. The Zinoviev Letter, written by its chief, helped to bring down Britain’s Labor government in 1924. The treaties between Axis nations were formally pacts against it. For fifteen points, identify this propaganda and foreign policy body, dissolved in 1943 and replaced by the Cominform in 1947. A: Comintern [do not accept “Communist International”]

King Hussein of Jordan died in 1999, just weeks after transferring the right of succession from his brother Hassan to this man, Hussein’s son. A: Abdullah (II)

The President of Mexico, he has battled corruption and attempted to cope with the end of his party’s total domination of politics. A: (Ernesto) Zedillo

He rose to the prime ministry of Japan in 1998 after his predecessor’s resignation. A: (Keizo) Obuchi

Nelson Mandela’s handpicked successor, he was elected President of South Africa in June 1999. A: (Thabo) Mbeki 

Morocco’s King Hassan II died in 1999, putting this man on the throne. A: Mohamed (VI)

The President of China, he is closer to the actual seat of power than any previous occupant of his office was. A: (Jiang) Zemin

The current Prime Minister of Canada, he is the longest-serving Liberal Party Prime Minister since Pierre Trudeau. A: (Jean) Chrétien

He is the current Prime Minister of Australia. A: (John) Howard

Ireland’s Taoiseach, or Prime Minister, he is the former leader of the Fianna Fail party and a strong opponent of IRA violence. A: (Bertie) Ahern

Tossup Eleven. The grandson of slaves, he was pummeled in a gladiatorial-style fight before giving a speech on humility. A series of bad decisions and circumstances landed him on leave from school, injured, and then fired from his job at a paint factory. He fell in with an advocacy organization called The Brotherhood, becoming a speaker in Harlem. However, gang warfare and the fall from grace of an important Brotherhood leader dissilusioned him, and he abandoned the series of identities which had been thrust upon him throughout his travails, finally understanding himself as an individual. For ten points, identify this Ralph Ellison character. A: (The) Invisible Man [NOTE: The question asks for the character, not the title, so either “Invisible Man” or “The Invisible Man” is correct.]

Bonus

Yes, it’s another conjunction bonus. Here’s an example: the clue is “Lion King sequel and Jane Austen novel”; the answer is “Simba’s Pride and Prejudice”. For ten points each, give each of the following conjoined phrases.

Object on which William Jennings Bryan warned against crucifying mankind and 1964 film starring Sean Connery A: Cross of Goldfinger

Composer of the Brandenburg Concertos and band which recorded the song “You Ain’t Seen Nothing Yet” A: Johann Sebastian Bachmann Turner Overdrive

Anthony Burgess novel which was filmed by Stanley Kubrick and former independent Boer nation now a region in eastern South Africa A: A Clockwork Orange Free State

Tossup Twelve. Charles Osborne of Anthon, Iowa, was afflicted with singultus for a 69-year period beginning in 1922 and ending with his death in 1990. This condition occurs when the diaphragm and larynx involuntarily contract and the glottis closes. For ten points, give the common name for this annoying condition which commonly occurs over much shorter time periods. A: Hiccups

Bonus

It’s Greek to me—Latin, too. Translate these classical phrases, given the phrase and information about it.

Philosophia biou kubernetes, which means this, is the motto of Phi Beta Kappa. A: “Philosophy is the guide to life” [or equivalents]

Non compos mentis, meaning this, might be heard as part of a certain legal defense. A: “Not of sound mind” [or equivalents]
Citius, Altius, Fortius, which is translated as this, is the motto of the Olympic Games. A: “Swifter, Higher, Stronger” [or equivalents]

Tossup Thirteen. He was born and raised in Dallas, although the world heard him refer to Miami as “my town, that created all the bass sound.” He told us that “anything less than the best is a felony” and, in another inspirational statement, declared “if my rhyme was a drug I’d sell it by the gram”. He overdosed on another type of drug in 1994 but survived. For ten points, identify this performer, born Robert Van Winkle, who now pretends to be a hardcore rocker after rising to the top of the charts in 1991 by pretending to be a rapper. A: Vanilla Ice

Each equation will be read twice, and you will have fifteen seconds to confer. [Note: do not reveal each part’s visual aid until you finish reading that part.]

Tossup Fourteen. Britain supports “the establishment in Palestine of a national home for the Jewish people and will use their best endeavours to facilitate the achievement of that object, it being clearly understood that nothing shall be done which may prejudice the civil and religious rights of existing non-Jewish communities in Palestine.” This statement can be found in a November 2, 1917 statement by Britain’s Foreign Minister. It now bears his name. Identify it for ten points. A: Balfour Declaration

Bonus

These authors are not related—or are they? Identify, for fifteen points each, the Vassar-educated female author of A Few Figs from Thistles, Second April, and the Pulitzer Prize-winning The Ballad of the Harp Weaver, and the Yale-educated male author of The Sobbin’ Women, The Devil and Daniel Webster, and the Pulitzer Prize-winning John Brown’s Body. A: (Edna St. Vincent) Milay and (Stephen Vincent) Benet

Tossup Fifteen. Color, color, color. That is, in a nutshell, the credo of this movement. Although rooted in the neoimpressionist desire to portray subjects more accurately by means of color, it moved on to the use of color as metaphor. Art critic Louis Vauxcelles exclaimed “Donatello among the wild beasts!” in French upon seeing a fifteenth-century sculpture beside a collection of this movement’s works. Andre Derain produced a painting called “The Wild Beast” which cemented the group’s name, a form of the French for “wild beast”. Identify this artistic movement led by Henri Matisse which was an important ancestor of expressionism. A: Fauvism

Bonus

Identify the countries in which each of these recent political changes took place for ten points each.

In this nation, General Musharraf overthrew President Nawaz Sharif and established a military government. A: Pakistan
Here, popular favorite Megawarni Sukarnoputri was not named president by Parliament as expected but did receive the vice-presidency. A: Indonesia

Indonesia’s newest neighbor will be this former province, which plans to declare independence in December. A: East Timor
Tossup Sixteen. John Hersey wrote a novel named after one. Joshua brought them down at Jericho. Animals do not have them in their cells, but plants do. Tom Petty sang of how even they fall down, and Pink Floyd described the second person as being another brick in one. The one in China is not visible from space, despite the urban legend to the contrary. For ten points, identify this structural component. A: Wall

Bonus

Identify the following colloids for ten points each.

This is a colloidal dispersion of either a solid or a liquid in a gas. A: Aerosol
This is a colloidal dispersion of a liquid in another liquid. A: Emulsion

In this special type of colloidal dispersion of solid particles in a liquid, or sol, the suspended particles are organized in a loose but definite three-dimensional arrangement, giving some rigidity and elasticity to the mixture. A: Gel
Tossup Seventeen. Britain took possesion of it in 1704, granting crown colony status in 1830. It has suffered disputes over whether control should be vested in Britain, Spain, or the home House of Assembly which already administers in most matters, with most citizens supporting the perpetuation of British rule. Its name is an Anglicization of Jabal Tariq, derived from the name of the Muslim general who conquered it in 711. For ten points, identify this strategic dependency at the tip of the Iberian Peninsula. A: Gibraltar [do not accept “Rock of Gibraltar”]

Bonus

Where would any epic be without solid characters? Identify these figures in Vergil’s Aeneid for ten points each.

He gives Vergil’s credo for Rome to Aeneas: “Roman, remember that you shall rule the nations by your authority; for this is to be your skill: to make peace the custom, to spare the conquered, and to wage war until the haughty are brought low.” A: Anchises

Deiphobe was the actual name of this mystic, who led Aeneas into the underworld. A: (Cumaen) Sibyl

The sister of Dido, she was deceived into preparing Dido’s funeral pyre. A: Anna

Tossup Eighteen. It was damaged in 1999 when Guy Charboneau attempted to throw it off a balcony into a pool but missed the water by a few inches. The original was purchased for the equivalent of forty-eight dollars and sixty-seven cents and was later replaced for fourteen thousand dollars. For ten points, identify this trophy, awarded to the National Hockey League champion every year. A: Stanley Cup

Bonus

Identify the following artists from works for ten points each.

This French artist painted Woman with Crysanthemums, The Dance Hall, and The Ballet Class. A: (Edgar) Degas

This Spanish artist produced a portrait of Ferdinand VII and the paintings Execution of the Citizens of Madrid and The Third of May, 1808. A: (Fransisco Jose de) Goya (y Lucientes)


This Dadaist created a large body of work, including the painting Marquis de Sade, the sculpture The Gift, and the film L’Étoile de Mer. A: Man Ray [accept (Emmanuel) Radiniski]

Tossup Nineteen. In 1999, it re-opened. Originally constructed from 1884 to 1894, it operated until a fire gutted it in 1933. Marinus van der Lubbe was convicted of setting the fire, but, at van der Lubbe’s trial, Georgi Dimitrov accused Hermann Goering of being the actual arsonist. For ten points, identify this building, the home of the German Diet. A: Reichstag
Bonus


Identify these pre-Norman Kings of England for ten points each. You do not need to indicate distinguishing numbers—for example, “Edmund” would correct for “Edmund II”—but those numbers must be correct if given.


A former Carolingian courtesan, from Wessex, he ruled all of England, becoming the first Saxon to do so. A: Egbert

His famous monniker, “the Unready”, was actually the Old English unraed, meaning “bad counsel”, appropriate as he twice lost the kingdom in battle. A: Ethelred (II)

 He was Edward the Confessor’s brother-in-law and the last Saxon king, killed by an arrow in the eye at the Battle of Hastings. A: Harold (II)

Tossup Twenty. In 1950, an assasination attempt was made on President Truman. In 1954, five members of the House of Representatives were wounded by gunfire from the gallery. Both of these incidents have been attributed to members of the nationalist movement from this island. Identify it for ten points. A: Puerto Rico
