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Tossup One. It was established by President Johnson in 1965 and had an original three-year budget of sixty-three million dollars. It came under fire in 1989 when Senator Jesse Helms attacked its funding of works by Robert Mapplethorpe and André Serrano which he viewed as obscene. For fifteen points, identify this federal agency, regularly the source of debate in and out of Congress over how much funding it should receive and whether it should exist at all. A: National Endowment for the Arts (and Humanities) [prompt on “NEA(H)”]

Tossup Two. He wrote satires, operas, poetry, and comedies, as well as a translation of Vergil. Although he was a clerk to Oliver Cromwell’s chamberlain and wrote the Heroic Stanzas in Cromwell’s memory, he flourished during the Restoration. His The Kind Keeper, or Mr. Limberham was banned as indecent. He also wrote Mac Flecknoe; The Indian Queen; All for Love, or The World Well Lost; and Absalom and Achitophel. For fifteen points, identify this “father of English literary criticism”, the first official poet laureate of England. A: (John) Dryden

Tossup Three. In 1347, King Edward III led the English armed forces in a siege of a French port city, sparing the lives of the town’s aldermen at his wife’s request. He took six of them as his handservants. In 1884, the city commissioned Auguste Rodin to memorialize the traumatic event in sculpture. For fifteen points, identify the piece which Rodin produced after eleven years of work. A: The Burghers of Calais  [prompt on “Calais” on early buzz]

Tossup Four. Eight occurred, but only the first, second, third, and sixth are designated as ecumenical. The first declared various sects to be heretical and defined the Holy Spirit as consubstantial and coeternal with the Father and the Son in the divine Trinity. The third condemned Monothelitism. The fifth took a position against icons. The eighth and final branded Barlaam a heretic for his opposition to the Heychast monks. For fifteen points, identify these convocations of church leaders which occurred in present-day Turkey. A: Councils of Constantinople

Tossup Five. Maria Theresa ordered its construction, and it opened in 1778. Salieri’s L’Europa Riconosciuta was the first work produced there. For fifteen points, identify this opera house in Milan, home to a world-class opera and ballet company, with a name which is Italian for “the ladder”. A: La Scala

Tossup Six. They were Alvah Bessie, Herbert Biberman, Lester Cole, Edward Dmytryk, Ring Lardner, Jr., John Howard Lawson, Albert Maltz, Samuel Ornitz, Adrian Scott, and Dalton Trumbo. Out of the three hundred members of the film industry on the original blacklist, they alone refused to tell the House Unamerican Activities Committee whether they were, or had ever been, members of the Communist Party. For fifteen points, give the name by which this group is known. A: Hollywood Ten

Tossup Seven. Its source is on Mount Falterona, and it flows into the Ligurian Sea. Fiesole, Arezzo, Florence, and Pisa sit on its banks. In 1679, engineer Vincenzo Viviani used a system designed by Leonardo in 1495 to control it. It subsided to some degree, but has still flooded the art museums of Florence on several occasions, with disastrous results. For fifteen points, identify this river in Tuscany. A: Arno


Tossup Eight. Note: Do not display the visual until you begin to read the equation. Have your pen and paper ready and prepare for a visual aid. This tossup will be read twice, and fifteen seconds rather than five will be allowed from the conclusion of the second reading. There is no penalty for interrupting the second read with an incorrect answer. Solve for all positive values of x in the inequality |3x2-18| < 9 [the absolute value of quantity 3 x squared minus 18 end quantity is less than 9] Repitition: Solve for all positive values of x in the inequality |3x2-18| < 9 [the absolute value of quantity 3 x squared minus 18 end quantity is less than 9]. A: (√3, 3) [Square root of three to 3] or (√3 < x < 3) [square root of three is less than x is less than 3]

Tossup Nine. They took their name from a legendary destroyer of weaving machines. During 1811 and 1812, and reviving in 1816, they destroyed machinery and burned factories, believing that modern technology was responsible for a decrease in job availability and wages. For fifteen points, identify this group, whose name is now applied to any violently anti-technology organization and is often linked to communism. A: Luddites

Tossup Ten. Over two hundred and fifty Vedic hymns are devoted to this god; no other has as many. In his four arms, he holds a thunderbolt, a spear, arrows, and a net and hook. For fifteen points, identify this Hindu deity, who was prominent in early myths as an agricultural protector but took on a lesser role in later texts as the god of rain and thunder. A: Indra

Your category round choices are Ancient Battles, Russian Derivatives, and Third Parties.
Category Round—Ancient Battles

Identify these battles which took place during the classical period.

Hannibal’s greatest victory occurred at this 216 BCE battle, where his forty-thousand troop army killed fifty thousand Romans and captured ten thousand out of a seventy-thousand man army. A: (Battle of) Cannae
Octavian and Antony defeated Cassius and Brutus here in 42 BCE. A: (Battle of) Phillipi

As a results of this battle in 31 BCE, Octavian established himself as the sole ruler of Rome. A: (Battle of) Actium
At this battle in 312 CE, Constantine defeated Maxentius; on the eve of battle, he claimed to have seen a vision of Christ, which led to his issuance of the Edict of Milan. The Arch of Constantine would later be constructed in honor of his victory. A: (Battle of) Milvian Bridge

In this 202 BCE battle, the Romans defeated Hannibal, effectively ending the Second Punic War. A: (Battle of) Zama
Scipio Africanus and Scipio Asiaticus defeated Antiochus III here in 190 BCE, obtaining his land and tribute, and forcing him to give Hannibal to the Romans, although Hannibal escaped. A: (Battle of) Magnesia

In 48 BCE, Julius Caesar secured sole power by defeating Pompey at this battle. A: (Battle of) Pharsulus

Sparta turned the tide in the Peloponnesian War with this 418 BCE battle, fought at a city which was a member of the opposition Quadruple Alliance. A: (Battle of) Mantinea
Arminius led the Germans to victory over Roman forces led by Varus, who killed himself after this 9 CE battle which established the Rhine as the boundary between Roman and German territory. The Germans would hold the upper hand until their defeat by Drusus seven years later. A: (Battle of) Teutoburger Wald [or (Battle of) Teutoburger Forest]
Miltiades led the Greeks to victory at this 490 BCE battle from which Pheidippides ran with news of victory. A: (Battle of) Marathon
Category Round—Russian Derivatives

Identify the following English words taken or derived from Russian for ten points each.

This word for a woman’s scarf means “grandmother”. A: Babushka
This synonym for a harsh prison camp is a Russian acronym for Glavnoe upravlenie ispravitel'no-trudovykh lagereî, meaning “Chief Administration of Correctional Labor Camps”. A: Gulag
This word derived from the Russian term for “bigger” has come to mean any Communist, although it originally referred to the larger faction of the Russian Social Democratic Workers Party. A: Bolshevik
This word for a Russian monarch is derived from the name of the first Roman emperors. A: Czar
This extinct type of furred elephant was first named by the Russians; their name for it is now the standard term. A: Mammoth
This rolled bread, a popular deli item, is filled with cottage cheese, sautéed or baked, and served with sour cream. A: Blintz
This word is synonymous with “Russian” to many Westerners but actually means “council” or “assembly”. A: Soviet
It can mean either a carriage drawn by three horses or a ruling group composed of three individuals. A: Troika
This word for “outrage” or “havoc” means, in English, an organized campaign of violence and/or persecution against an ethnic group, often Jews. A: Pogrom
It originally referred to any member of the Communist government of the USSR but now is used to mean any political crony or insider to political corruption. A: Apparatchik

A: Sideshow Bob

Identify this body of water, 30-20-10.

30: Its name means “ford of the ox”.

20: It runs from the Black Sea to the Sea of Marmara.

10: An important trade route, this strait separates the European and Asian portions of Turkey. A: Bosporus

Tossup Twelve. Shimon Peres was present at their negotiation as a representative of the internal minority party. They returned the Sinai Peninsula to Egypt and began the “peace process” in the Middle East. For ten points, identify these agreements between Israel and Egypt which were negotiated by Jimmy Carter, Menachem Begin, and Anwar Sadat. A: Camp David Accord(s)

Bonus

Given a state motto in Latin, translate it into English and indicate the state which uses it. You will receive five points for either the correct translation or the correct state and fifteen for both.

Si Quaeris Peninsulam, Amoenam Circumspice A: “If you seek a pleasant peninsula, look about you” [or equivalents], Michigan
Ad Astra per Aspera A: “To the stars through difficulties” [or equivalents], Kansas

Tossup Thirteen. His rule was so bad that he was overthrown and expelled from Rome. The rape of Lucretia by his son was only the last straw in a series of intolerable actions. For ten points, identify this man, the last king of Rome, who was overthrown by his nephew, Lucius Junius Brutus. A: (Lucius) Tarquinius Superbus [accept “Tarquin the Proud”; prompt on “Tarquinius” or “Tarquin”]

Bonus

E, the base of the natural log function, is a very important number. It’s so important that everyone should know its value. For five points for each digit correct, starting with the digit to the left of the decimal, state the first six digits of the value of e. You will be stopped on an incorrect number. A: 2.71828

Tossup Fourteen. James Dale lost a leadership position in 1990. The New Jersey Supreme Court ruled in August 1999 that his rights were violated when he was fired for being a homosexual, but lawyers for the organization which dismissed him vowed to appeal to the United States Supreme Court. The New Jersey justices ruled that the organization which fired him is a “public accommodation”, not a business, and thus subject to anti-discrimination statutes. For ten points, identify that organization, which was founded in 1907 by Robert Baden-Powell. A: Boy Scouts (of America)

Bonus

Let’s play a round of gulf. Identify the following concerning the Persian Gulf War for ten points each.

Lasting from August 7, 1990, to February 23, 1991, this mission’s goal was to protect Saudi Arabia from Iraqi attack. A: (Operation) Desert Shield

Lasting from February 24, 1991, to February 27, 1991, this mission’s goal was to force Iraq to withdraw troops from Kuwait. A: (Operation) Desert Storm
This Joint Chiefs of Staff chairman favored delaying the start of Desert Storm, urging President Bush to continue relying on economic sanctions. A: (Colin) Powell

Tossup Fifteen. During Super Bowl XVIII, a commercial for the new Macintosh aired for the first and only time. It depicted a woman throwing a hammer through a giant screen on which a futuristic man was delivering propaganda. The woman represented the new Mac system, the man and the drones in the audience the supposed conformity of IBM. For ten points, identify the name which Apple gave to this commercial, ranked the most effective of all time by TV Guide, which is also the year in which it aired and the name of the novel by George Orwell which it referenced. A: 1984

The same word begins the title of each book. Give that word, used as Angstrom’s nickname in the novels by author John Updike. A: “Rabbit”

Bonus

For ten points each, identify the speaker of each of the following quotes on civil disobedience as Henry David Thoreau, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., or Dr. Jack Kevorkian.

“When your conscience says a law is immoral, don’t follow it.” A: (Dr. Jack) Kevorkian

“Under a government which imprisons any unjustly, the true place for a just man is also a prison.” A: (Henry David) Thoreau

“One who breaks an unjust law that conscience tells him is unjust, and who willingly accepts the penalty of imprisonment in order to arouse the conscience of the community over its injustice, is in reality expressing the highest respect for law.” A: (Dr. Martin Luther) King (Jr.)

Tossup Seventeen. When he published his 1822 work Natural History of Invertebrate Animals, he became the first to describe several biological classes, including arachnids and crustaceans. For ten points, identify this man, best known for his disproven theory of evolution through acquired characteristics. A: (Jean Baptiste Pierre Antoine de Monet, Chevalier de) Lamarck

Bonus

We’re out of their league. Identify these defunct major professional sports leagues for ten points each.

The last serious competition faced by the American and National Leagues, this third major baseball league operated from 1913 to 1915, engaging in a bidding war with established baseball for top talent. A: Federal League

From 1972 to 1979, this hockey league operated at almost the same level of quality as the NHL, prolonging the career of Gordie Howe and witnessing Wayne Gretsky’s rookie season. A: W(orld) H(ockey) A(ssociation)

A precursor to Major League Soccer, this first attempt at top-quality professional soccer in America folded in 1984 after 16 years of operation, despite having lured Pel( out of retirement with the richest contract in American sports at the time. A: N(orth) A(merican) S(occer) L(eague)

Tossup Eighteen. Ten million people speak this language. Also known as Taal, this tongue is rooted in Dutch but contains vocabulary from English, German, French, and several African languages. For ten points, identify this language, one of the most widely spoken of the eleven official languages of South Africa. A: Afrikaans [accept Taal on prescient early buzz]

Bonus

Solids, liquids, and gasses are for losers. Identify the following regarding unusual states of matter for the stated points.

5: This is the state in which most matter in the universe is in. A: Plasma
10: This is the process by which a gas becomes a plasma. A: Ionization
15: This wavelike form of matter is used in lasers. A: Bose-Einstein condensate

Tossup Nineteen. Its first secretary resigned due to emotional problems and later committed suicide by leaping from a window at Bethesda Naval Hospital. Formerly called the National Military Establishment, it was created in 1947 by merging the Departments of War and Navy. For ten points, identify this Cabinet department, of which William Cohen is the current secretary. A: (Department of) Defense

Bonus

Give the titles of these Giuseppe Verdi operas for ten points each.

Composed as Verdi neared eighty years of age, this final opera of his was named for a comic figure of three Shakespeare plays. A: Falstaff
The khedive of Egypt commissioned this opera to celebrate the opening of the Suez Canal; Maria Callas and Grace Bumbry both became famous for performances in it during the start of their careers. A: Aïda

Verdi wrote the music for this opera in four weeks, based the libretto on the less-than-year-old Alexandre Dumas play La Dame aux Camélias, and watched in horror as it flopped in its original run, although it is now considered a classic. In the opera, Violetta Valery’s father forces her to deny her lover Alfredo Germont; the pair reconcile on Violetta’s deathbed. A: La Traviata

Tossup Twenty. Both sfumato and chiaroscuro are used to their full potential in this work. It shares its name with a song by Jay Livingston and Ray Evans. For ten points, identify this portrait of the wife of Francesco del Giocando, completed in 1506 by Leonardo da Vinci. A: Mona Lisa

Bonus

There were more than two triumvirates. For five points for one, fifteen for two, and thirty for all three, name the three wives of Marc Antony. A: Fulvia, Octavia, and Cleopatra
