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Tossup One. George Cantor invented it, and Yannis Xenakis has based many compositions upon it. The basis for the revolutionary change in elementary mathematics instruction over the past forty years, it involves intersections, unions, and complements, and is visually represented by Venn diagrams. For fifteen points, identify this branch of mathematics which examines groups of elements. A: Set theory [prompt on “set”]

Tossup Two. He served two stints in Napoleon’s army. The writer of the art history text The History of Painting in Italy and the cultural survey Rome, Naples, and Florence in 1817, he was also the author of the treatise On Love. He is most remembered for two novels, The Charterhouse of Parma and The Red and the Black. For fifteen points, identify this French author born Marie-Henri Beyle in 1783. A: Stendhal
Tossup Three. In 1970, a Lithuanian sailor named Kurdika escaped from a Soviet naval vessel and swam to an American Coast Guard cutter. Although he pled desperately for asylum, he was forcibly returned to the Russian ship. This was the most recent exercise of an American program which was never officially ended and was presumably in effect until the end of the Cold War. Under it, almost all Soviet refugees and other expatriates liberated from Nazi camps after World War II were forcibly returned to the USSR. For fifteen points, identify the name of this program, derived from a method of torture in which the subject is dragged under the keel of a ship. A: Operation Keelhaul [prompt on “keelhaul”]
Tossup Four. It began in the 1970s as a reaction to the International Style. By rediscovering and mixing earlier styles such as Renaissance and baroque, adherents hoped to repersonalize art and architecture. Robert Venturi, Charles Moore, and Frank Gehry are some of its practitioners. For fifteen points, identify this artistic movement, most prevalent in architecture but practiced in all forms of art, which shares its name with a philosophical school in which the concepts of morality and fact are rejected. A: Postmodernism
Tossup Five. In 1972, he deported all Asians. He expropriated businesses and killed 300,000 citizens of his country, reportedly cooking and eating his more vocal opponents. Tanzania and rebels within his country overthrew him in 1979, and he has lived in exile in Saudi Arabia since. For fifteen points, identify this former dictator who overthrew Milton Obote in 1971 to become ruler of Uganda. A: (Idi) Amin (Dada)

Tossup Six. An alternate title for this 1972 Newberry Medal winner might be Married Female Flying Disc and the 1996 Chinese New Year Animals of the Common Abbreviation for the Nickel Metal Hydride Battery. For fifteen points, identify this children’s classic by Robert C. O’Brien. A: Mrs. Frisby and the Rats of NIMH

Tossup Seven. The U.S. has a Secretary of the Treasury and most countries have a Minister of Finance, but Britain has this official. He resides on Downing Street and is one of the top officials within the Prime Minister’s cabinet. This position has been occupied by many future Prime Ministers, including David Lloyd George, Winston Churchill, and John Major. For fifteen points, identify this British office which takes its name from the Old French for “chessboard”. A: Chancellor of the Exchequer

Tossup Eight. It is actually three muscles, which are primarily used to move the thigh and knee. Constituting most of the muscle mass of the back of the human upper leg, it is easily strained during athletic activities which require abrupt running starts. For fifteen points, identify this muscle which is often pulled by baseball players. A: Hamstring

Tossup Nine. He is the author of essays which include “Killer Cop City”, “Gulag America”, and “Selective Outrage” and books such as Death Blossoms. The object of a charity concert headlined by the Beastie Boys, he is one of the most controversial and famous figures on death row, having been convicted in 1982 of the murder of a policeman in a trial allegedly riddled with errors of law and fact. For fifteen points, identify this author, activist, and former Minister of Information for the Philadelphia Black Panther Party currently awaiting execution in Pennsylvania. A: (Mumia) Abu-Jamal

Tossup Ten. “My mother is a fish”. That line, which has been interpreted as Christian symbolism, is found in a work in which Addie Bundren’s death and the tribulations involved in transporting her body from Yoknapatawpha County to Jefferson reveal the true shortcomings and inabilities of her family. For fifteen points, identify this novel by William Faulkner. A: As I Lay Dying
Your category round choices are Polar Pioneers, One-Hit Wonders, and Philosophies.

Category Round—Philosophies

Identify the following philosophies and philosophical schools.

Soren Kierkegaard, Albert Camus [ca-moo], and Jean-Paul Sartre advocated this philosophy, which recommends that each individual find his own way to compensate for the powerful indifference of the universe. A: Existentialism
Restraint is a key value in this ancient philosophy, originated by Zeno of Citium, which influenced Christianity and claimed Cicero and Emperor Marcus Aurelius as adherents. A: Stoicism
John Locke did not originate this philosophy, but he popularized it by applying it to the political realm. It holds that knowledge is gained by experience and observation and is not innate. A: Empiricism
Edward Herbert and John Toland propounded this religious philosophy which rejected most of the Judeo-Christian tradition in favor of a more streamlined, rational view of God; disciples included Thomas Jefferson. A: Deism
This philosophy, popular in Russia during the nineteenth century, rejected the concept of morality and led to the artistic movement Dada. A: Nihilism
Ayn Rand gave this name to her philosophy to represent the absolute nature of reality. A: Objectivism
“The greatest good for the greatest number” is the rallying cry of this political philosophy developed by William Paley and Jeremy Bentham. A: Utilitarianism
The belief that physical objects do not exist unless one is concious of them and that all reality is a construction of the mind is the core of this philosophy advocated by Francis Bradley. A: Idealism
Disciples of Hsün-tzu molded this political philosophy which places all power in the state and was practiced during the Chin dynasty. A: Legalism
Hatha, Bhakti, Karma, and Jnana are branches of this philosophy, which claims that contemplation and ritual are the key to enlightenment. A: Yoga
Tossup Eleven. In his autobiography, Naked Pictures of Famous People, he discusses his experiences as host of an MTV talk show. For ten points, identify this television personality who signed a five-year contract to host The Daily Show starting in January 1999. A: (Jon) Stewart

Identify the following figures relating to the Kosovo war for the indicated points.

5: Along with President Clinton, this British Prime Minister was the driving force behind the NATO action. A: (Tony) Blair

10: The British head of the NATO peacekeeping force, he shares his name with an American singer. A: (Lieutenant General Michael) Jackson

15: He was NATO’s Secretary-General during the conflict and released an explanatory statement at its start in coordination with President Clinton’s. He retired from the NATO leadership in October 1999. A: (Javier) Solano
Tossup Twelve. An unusual concentration of red algae changes the appearance of the water. The algae cause the water to be uninabitable; thus, amphibians such as frogs leave the water in search of more livable space. The dead bodies of dessicated frogs attract lice and other vermin. The rise in the insect population leads to a sickness among farm animals; for humans, malnutrition and disease soon follow, manifesting themselves in pockmarks on the skin. The same strange climatic conditions which brought on the algae now cause exceptionally large hail; meanwhile, crops, unattended by sick farmers, have ripened in the field, attracting locusts. The locusts come in such great numbers that they block out the sun in some areas, causing darkness during the day. The locusts and the lack of light they cause decimate the crops; that, added to the loss of the animals, triggers widespread death. This is a scientific explanation of a Biblical event. Name it for ten points. A: (Ten) plagues (of Egypt) [accept any reasonable answer containing the word “plagues”]

Bonus

Most states in the union have always been known by their current names, but some have not. Identify these states from their original names for ten points each.

It was called “Deseret”, meaning “honeybee”, as both a questionably independent nation and in its first applications for recognition as a state; it joined the U.S. in 1896. A: Utah

It was originally organized as the Territory of Colombia but changed by Congress to avoid conflict with the District of Colombia; it became a state in 1889. A: Washington
It was called Frankland in its later years as a territory and in its original petition for statehood; by its admission to the Union in 1796, its name had been changed to this. A: Tennessee
Tossup Thirteen. After languishing in the third string for years, he finally got a chance to prove his worth when he won the backup job and starter Steve Young was hurt. He won several games and kept the 49ers afloat until Young’s return. Like Joe Montana and Steve Bono before him, he moved from the quarterback position of the 49ers to the same of the Kansas City Chiefs, where he was the starting quarterback for a time. For ten points, identify this football player, who is perhaps the best example of the tragic results of parents taking out their creativity on their children. A: (Elvis) Grbac

Bonus

Identify these awards for science fiction writing for ten points each.

The World Science Fiction Society awards the Science Fiction Achievement Award, commonly known as this after a noted author of the nineteenth century who invented the term “science fiction”. A: Hugo (Award)

The Science Fiction and Fantasy Writers of America awards this prize, named for a cloud of interstellar gas of different luminosity than the surrounding space. A: Nebula (Award)

Named for the Titan who archetypically symbolizes human reason and knowledge, this award is given each year to the best work of libertarian science fiction. A: Prometheus (Award)

Tossup Fourteen. There were actually several conflicts with this name, but the most significant one occurred from 490 to 479 BCE. Herodotus distinguished himself by documenting it. For ten points, identify this conflict between a Greek federation led by Themistocles of Athens and an eastern empire led by Xerxes which included the battles of Thermopylae and Salamís. A: Persian War

Bonus

If you want to receive a perfect thirty on this bonus, then you’ll give the following perfect sports scores for the indicated points.

5: This is a perfect score in bowling. A: 300

10: This is a perfect score in figure skating. A: 6

15: If a batter were ever to have a perfect slugging average, it would be this. A: 4.000 [accept “four” or “four thousand”]
Tossup Fifteen. It is one twelfth the size of an audio CD file. The Fraunhofer Institute invented it in 1991. For ten points, identify the popular name of this controversial digital music format, short for Motion Picture Experts Group One Audio Layer Three. A: MP3

Bonus

Identify the following cities, all locations of peace talks, for ten points each.

The landmark 1994 accords between Israel and the PLO were signed here. A: Oslo

In 1995, a peace treaty was negotiated here by representatives of Bosnia, Serbia, and Croatia. A: Dayton

In 1953, after two years of discussion, a peace treaty was signed in this South Korean village. A: Panmunjom

Tossup Sixteen. Although he was born in Allentown, Pennsylvania, he has been known to claim that he emigrated from Italy as a small child and that his first glimpse of America was spotting the Statue of Liberty. The driving force behind the creation of the Ford Mustang, Mercury Cougar, and Lincoln Mark III, he became President of Ford Motor Company in 1970. Fired in 1978, he joined Chrysler, becoming President there and pulling the company out of a financial slump. For ten points, identify this business leader who has appeared in a series of auto safety commercials for several years. A: (Lee) Iacocca

Bonus

Give the proper names for each of the following professions for ten points each.

One who composes fables is called this. A: Fabulist

This newspaper employee evaluates reader complaints of imbalance and innacuracy in coverage. A: Ombudsman
This is a builder and repairer of wagons. A: Wainwright


Tossup Seventeen. A variation on the organ, it is a keyboard attached to steam whistles which is often found at the rear of a parade. For ten points, identify this musical instrument which shares its name with the muse of epic poetry. A: Calliope

Bonus

Now, more fun with formulae. Given a textual reading of a mathematical formula or theorem, name it for fifteen points.

The area of any triangle is equal to the square root of quantity the semiperimeter times the seimperimeter minus the length of one side of the triangle times the semiperimeter minus the length of a second side of the triangle times the semiperimeter minus the length of the third side of the triangle end quantity. A: Heron’s Formula
If the function f of x is continuous on the closed interval a to b, and the first derivative f-prime x exists on the open interval a to b, and f of a equals f of b, then there exists a number x equals c on the open interval a to b such that f-prime of c equals zero. A: Rolle’s Theorem

Tossup Eighteen. The President, the Vice President, the Secretary of State, and the Secretary of Defense are the members of this body, and the CIA Director and Joint Chiefs of Staff chairman are offical advisers. For ten points, identify this body, created by act of Congress in 1947. A: N(ational) S(ecurity) C(ouncil)
Bonus

The suffix on a web domain is either an assigned abbreviation for its geographic location, .int for an international organization, or one of six suffixes which denote the type of content found on the site and are used almost exclusively within the United States. Identify these common web address endings for five points each. A: .com, .org, .net, .gov, .edu, .mil

Tossup Nineteen. Located near Jamaica, it was originally named Las Tortugas by Colombus. There is one bank for every forty-eight people here. For ten points, identify this British dependency, composed of Grand, Little, and Brac islands. A: Cayman Islands [prompt on “Caymans”]

Bonus

Identify the work of literature, 30-20-10.

30: It is a trilogy composed of parts published in 1930, 1932, and 1936 and collected in 1938.

20: Composed of the volumes The Big Money, 1919, and The Forty-Second Parallel, it surveys many aspects of American life. Harsh criticism of materialism is the major theme.

10: It was written by John Dos Passos. A: U.S.A.
Tossup Twenty. Panini wrote its first grammar textbook; the discovery of the language and textbook by western scholars was the impetus for the founding of the field of etymology and allowed for the identification of the Indo-European family of languages. Countless Latin, Greek, and English roots can be traced back to words in it. For ten points, identify this language, written in the Devanagari alphabet and still used in the formal and religious activites of India’s highest castes. A: Sanskrit [do not accept “Vedic”]

Bonus


Identify the following concerning proposed amendments which did not make it into the Constitution for ten points each.


Congress passed this amendment, first proposed by Alice Paul, in 1972 but only 36 states ratified it; two more would have put it into the Constitution. A: E(qual) R(ights) A(mendment)


In 1995, the House passed it, but it was twice killed by the Senate; it would have mandated that the federal government spend no more than it takes in during a fiscal year. A: Balanced Budget Amendment [do not accept “Balanced Budget” by itself]

A major issue during the Republican victories of 1994, an amendment mandating them was introduced in 1995 but failed to pass the House. Supposedly, they limit the influence of “career politicians” and prevent corruption; the Supreme Court has taken a dim view of previous attempts to impose them. A: Term limits
