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These questions have been edited for sale. Notes to moderators, except those which provide guidelines for variant answers, have been removed and errors and misleading information have been corrected and/or clarified. Math questions are underlined and mathematical calculation questions are double underlined.
Tossup One. This region lies between the Missouri and Arkansas rivers. It contains numerous springs and underground streams. It is heavily forested and located at a high elevation. Name this region, much of which is in Arkansas, made famous by the feud between the Hatfields and the McCoys. A: (The) Ozarks (AKA The Ozark Mountains, AKA the Ozark Plateau)

Tossup Two. This breed of dog was recognized as different from the collie in 1914. It averages fifteen pounds and usually has a sable, black, and white colored coat. It was specifically bred to herd sheep in windy, northern regions. Name this breed, named after a group of islands north of Scotland which are also famous for their miniature ponies. A: Shetland sheepdog (both parts of the answer are necessary; ask for a more specific response if the player gives just one)

Tossup Three. The name is the same. First is the adjective a Czech uses for a resident of Poland. The second is a type of music associated with DJ’s such as Val Pawlowski, Jimmy Soldridge, Echoes of Poland, Polish Bill & Deb, and Theo Kanoski. For ten points name this type of music which includes such hits as “The Chicken Dance” and whose inductees to the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame include Frankie Yankovic and Li’l Wally Jagiello. A: Polka

Tossup Four. A growing number of young men are getting this disorder, once found almost exclusively in females. The sufferer feels too fat and is obsessed with counting calories and exercise. Name this disorder which comes from the Latin for “without appetite” and whose main symptom is refusal to eat. A: Anorexia

Tossup Five. Members of the Buendia family love, commit incest, murder, die, catch strange illnesses, watch a rain of butterflies, and foment a revolution in this novel set in the small Colombian village of Macondo. Identify this critically acclaimed work by Nobel Prize winner Gabriel Garcia Marquez. A: One Hundred Years of Solitude (or Cien Anos de Soledad)

Tossup Six. In 1958, by act of Congress, it became Loyalty Day in the United States. Name this traditional Russian holiday which was adopted by communists around the world as a day of protest and demonstration. It takes place on May 1 each year. A: May Day (If the player buzzes in before you read “May 1” and says “May 1”, ask for a more specific answer. If the player buzzes in after you read “May 1” and says “May 1”, he is wrong.)
Tossup Seven. The Vatican recently asked that he be given clemency. This may seem unusual, since he shot and wounded Pope John Paul II in 1981. Name this man, who, if freed from his life sentence in an Italian prison, will have to serve ten years in a Turkish prison for a murder committed there before he is free. A: (Mehmet Ali) Agca


Tossup Eight. A room might be made to look larger than it really is by means of this technique. This style of painting literally “fools the eye” by being so realistic that one cannot perceive whether it is real or not. Identify this technique most often found on large surfaces such as entire walls. A: Trompe L’oiel [Lwal]

Tossup Nine. Giovanni Pierluigi da Palestrina published his Lamentations, a book of sacred music. Abbas I became Shah of Iran. Michel Eyquem seigneur de Montaigne published the fifth and final edition of his Essays. Christian IV began his sixty-year rule of Denmark and Norway. Christoper Marlowe’s “The Tragedy of Doctor Faustus” premiered in London. Thomas Hobbes was born. Admiral William Howard defeated the Spanish Armada. In what year did all of these events occur? A: 1588

Tossup Ten. He was born from a lotus that grew out of the dirt in Vishnu’s navel. According to Hindu mythology, he has only one temple because he acted dishonestly to Shiva. Name this Hindu god, who is married to Saraswati and completes the Hindu trinity along with Shiva and Vishnu. A: Brahma (accept “Gerald Ford” on early buzz)
Your category round choices are Logic, Poland, and Punk Rock.

Category Round—Logic

Answer the following regarding the history and rules of logic for ten points each.

Identify the ancient Greek who, because of his definition of syllogism and codification of the rules of logic, is regarded as the founder of the scientific study of logic. A: Aristotle

Identify the ancient Greek who recorded both rules and examples of mathematical logic in his Elements. A: Euclid
Identify the nineteenth-century Englishman whose forays into symbolic logic are the basis for artificial intelligence. A: (George) Boole


Identify the French philosopher who is regarded as integral to the foundation of both logical positivism and sociology. A: (Auguste) Comte


Identify the twentieth-century novel whose three sections are named for the three driving principles of Aristotelian logic. A: Atlas Shrugged

In Greek, the two parts of a conditional statement are the protasis and the apodosis. Name them in English. A: The antecedent (or implicans) and the consequent (or implicate)


If you prove that a particular mathematical hypothesis is true for any variable k, and that it is also true for k+1, then you have just proven the hypothesis using the “weak” type of what process? A: (Mathematical) induction


A term which is “closed” does not contain what? A: Variables


The set of elements not in a given set is called what in relation to that set? A: Its complement


If there is an effective method for determining whether a given element is a member of a set, then that set is called what? A: Decidable


Category Round—Poland


Identify these people, places, and events related to Poland.


The king of Poland from 1333 until his death in 1370, the last ruler of the Piast Dynasty, who was called “The Great” A: Kazimierz (III)

The powerful European ruler who promised independence to Poland in exchange for service by Poles in his army A: Napoleon (Bonaparte)

The leader of the Polish Socialist Party who established the first totally independent Poland in almost 350 years in 1918 and ruled as a dictator from 1926 until his death in 1935. A: (Józef Klemens) Pilsudski


The 1955 anti-NATO treaty among eight communist nations which was signed in Poland A: (The) Warsaw Pact


The anti-communist union of workers formed in 1980 and banned less than two years later which eventually succeeded in peacefully taking control of the Polish government A: Solidarity

The leader of that union, who was Poland’s President from 1990 to 1995 A: (Lech) Walesa


The current President of Poland A: (Aleksander) Kwasniewski


The Polish scientist who discovered and named vitamins in 1911 and published a detailed work on the effects of vitamin deficiency in 1912 A: (Casimir) Funk

The Polish nobleman who failed in an attempt to overthrow the Russian government of Poland but served well in the Continental Army during the American Revolution until his death in battle in 1779. A: (Casimir) Pulaski


The Polish-born American filmmaker of such movies as Chinatown and Frantic, now an exile in France, whose wife was murdered by Charles Manson A: (Roman) Polanski
Category Round—Punk Rock

Identify these people, bands, songs, and albums related to punk rock.

This band hit the top ten in the U.K. with “God Save the Queen” A: (The) Sex Pistols
 
This band released many critically acclaimed albums such as London Calling and the platinum Combat Rock A: (The) Clash

This American band hails from New York and had hits including “Rock and Roll High School” and “I Wanna Be Sedated” A: (The) Ramones

This band emerged in 1967 as part of Andy Warhol’s Exploding Plastic Inevitable. They were led by Lou Reed, who later went solo and had a top twenty hit with “Walk on the Wild Side” A: (The) Velvet Underground

This was the full stage name of the subject of the film Sid and Nancy, a bassist who once told an interviewer, “I’ve only been in love with a beer bottle and a mirror.” A: Sid Vicious

This band was a forerunner of punk groups and featured crossdressers from New York including future actor and lounge star Buster Poindexter A: (The) New York Dolls

This humorous plea for peace was The Clash’s highest-charting single in the United States A: “Rock the Casbah”
This band mixed pop, reggae, and punk and hit number one with “Every Breath You Take” A: The Police

This band began as a punk act but soon began exploring other forms of music, finding success with such hits as “Burning Down the House” and “Once in a Lifetime” A: The Talking Heads
After the breakup of The Clash, its drummer began driving a taxi in New York. The other members, however formed new bands. Name any one of these three bands. A: Havana 3 AM, The  Pogues, or Big Audio Dynamite
Tossup Eleven. This investment company has never undergone a stock split. One share now costs tens of thousands of dollars. Identify this company which has produced over a billion dollars in profit for its founder, Warren Buffet. A: Berkshire Hathoway

Bonus—Asian Baseball Players


Identify these baseball players, all natives of Asian nations, for ten points each.


He has been criticized by everyone from Seinfeld’s Frank Costanza to Yankees owner George Steinbrenner for being an overweight underperformer since joining the New York Yankees in 1997. A: (Hideki) Irabu

He was released by the Los Angeles Dodgers in 1998 but quickly found a home with the New York Mets. He won the National League’s Rookie of the Year award in 1995. A: (Hideo) Nomo

Stadium announcers have had trouble with his name—not its pronunciation, but the order of its components. He was the first Korean native to play in America’s major leagues and is a national hero in his native land. A: (Chan Ho) Park (just “Chan” is also correct; accept any order of the name as correct as long as it can be arranged into the correct name)
Tossup Twelve. Natural forces give rise to organisms of different types and only the types able to support and propagate themselves survive. The universe is infinite and eternal and consists only of bodies and space. Of the bodies, some are compound and some are indivisible atoms from which the compounds are formed. All sensations are absolutely reliable; error arises only when sensation is improperly interpreted. No afterlife is possible because the soul is composed of fine particles distributed throughout the body. These dissolve along with the body at death. Intellectual pleasures are preferred to sensual ones, which tend to disturb peace of mind. Pleasure is the supreme good and main goal of life. Identify the Greco-Roman philosophical school which holds these tenets. A: Epicureanism

Tossup Thirteen. Its major goal was an end to the expansion of slavery. Salmon P. Chase, John Hale, and Martin van Buren founded it in 1848. Identify this U.S. political party which ran Van Buren as a Presidential candidate in 1848 and was later supplanted by the Republicans. A: (The) Free Soil (Party)
A Battling Bonus

Identify this naval battle, 30-20-10.

30: Felicia Dorothea Hemans wrote a narrative poem about this battle entitled Casablanca.

20: The battle took place in Abukir Bay in 1798.

10: Admiral Nelson defeated the French fleet at this battle, halting Napoleon’s African campaign. A: The Battle of the Nile

Tossup Fourteen. “You had the audacity to go on national television, show the world what you did and dare the legal system to stop you. Well, sir, consider yourself stopped.” These harsh words came from Michigan Judge Jessica Cooper when she sentenced this man to 10 to 25 years in prison for the murder of Thomas Youk. Identify this assisted-suicide advocate. A: (Doctor Jack) Kevorkian

Bonus—The Senate

Identify the following officers of the current United States Senate for the indicated points.

5: The Majority Leader A: (Trent) Lott
10: The Minority Leader A: (Tom) Daschle
15: The Majority Whip A: (Don) Nickles

Tossup Fifteen. William of Occam had one. A person wishing to acquire funds for an organization may be called one. They can be found on the backs of a wild pig native to the Arkansas region. Gillete and Bic make them. Identify this word. A: Razor (raiser, etc)
Bonus—Music

Identify the violin piece, 30-20-10.

30: It debuted as part of Skazka o Tsarye Saltanye or, in English, The Tale of Tsar Saltan.

20: It was written by Nikolai Rimski-Korsakov.

10: It is named for the aeropropulsion of a bombus apidae hymenoptera. A: Flight of the Bumblebee
Tossup Sixteen. Given any three noncollinear points, there exists some fourth point. When line segments are drawn that connect this fourth point to the three other points, the distance connecting all three original points is minimized. The line segments form an angle of 120 degrees with the other line segments. This system of using imaginary points can be used to minimize distance between any number of points. Name this set of imaginary points. A: Steiner Points (or Steiner Trees)

Bonus—First Movies

Identify these famous filmmakers of the present day given the first major-studio feature which they directed for ten points each.

Sugarland Express A: (Steven) Spielberg
THX-1138 A: (George) Lucas
What’s Up, Tiger Lily? A: (Woody) Allen
Tossup Seventeen. Bach, Handel, and Vivaldi composed for this genre whose name means “bizzare”. The sonata, the suite, and the concerto grosso arose within it. Identify this type of music which was developed in the early eighteenth century. A: Baroque
Bonus—Inventors

Given an invention, name its inventor for ten points.

The electric guitar A: (Leo) Fender

The electric pen A: (Thomas) Edison
The electric car A: (J.K.) Starley

Tossup Eighteen. In 1913, Kasimir Malevich began this movement, which did for painting what Constructivism did for sculpture. Identify this artistic school which conveyed flat geometrical shapes as a representative of spiritual value. A: Suprematism
Bonus—Technological Centers

The area near San Francisco where companies such as Sun Microsystems and Apple are headquartered is known as “Silicon Valley.” Virginia, home to fifty percent of the world’s Internet traffic largely thanks to America Online’s presence, is known as the “Silicon Dominion.” Identify these other computer-industry meccas for ten points each.

The area of Cambridge, England, which hosts many of that country’s computer-related companies and almost all of its scientific research centers. A: Silicon Fen

The sarcastic name for Ireland’s technological industry, actually the second-largest in the world, derived in part from a type of wetland associated with that nation. A: Silicon Bog

The high-tech area of Israel, the name of which is derived in part from an Arabic word meaning “dry riverbed”. A: Silicon Wadi
Tossup Nineteen. Edgar Allen Poe said that proficiency in this game “implies capacity for success in all these more important undertakings where mind struggles with mind.” This old card game is a relative of bridge. Four players play on two teams and compete for sets of cards called rubbers. Name this game, whose rules were first codified by Edmond Hoyle. A: Whist
Bonus—Shakespeare’s Friends

“Shakespeare in Love” has brought attention to the Bard and his time. Identify these contemporaries of Shakespeare for the indicated points.

5: This playwright is known for “The Jew of Malta” and “The Tragic History of the Life and Death of Doctor Faustus”. A: (Christopher) Marlowe
10: This man wrote a reply to Christopher Marlowe’s “The Passionate Shephard to his Love”. A: (Sir Walter) Raleigh

15: He wrote “A Spanish Tragedy” and is also credited with “Ur-Hamlet”, which Shakespeare adapted as Hamlet. (A: Thomas) Kyd
Tossup Twenty. It has been South America’s largest newspaper since its second year of publication in 1870. Founded by Ottavio Paz in Buenos Aires, it was ordered closed by Juan Perón in 1951 due to its criticism of his rule. Ironically, this was the beginning of the end for Perón, as the Argentinian populace began to perceive his militaristic and oppressive ways. In Nicaragua, the paper’s opposition to Anastasio Somoza caused the street execution of publisher Pedro Joaquin Chamorro. His widow, Violeta Barrios de Chamorro, continued operation of the newspaper and was elected President of Nicaragua in 1990 despite the lack of any previous political experience. Identify this publication, which still holds great influence over the politics of many Latin American nations. A: La Prensa (The Press)

Given the President, identify the office which he held immediately prior to his election for ten points each. Be specific with regard to states and organizations.
