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These questions have been edited for sale. Notes to moderators, except those which provide guidelines for variant answers, have been removed and errors and misleading information have been corrected and/or clarified. Math questions are underlined and mathematical calculation questions are double underlined.

Tossup One. L’Ecole des Maris (lay-cole day mayr-ies), and Le Bourgeois Gentilhomme (luh boor-jwah jun-teel-om) were written by him. Their titles, in English, are The School for Husbands and The Middle-Class Gentleman, respectively. At birth, his name was Jean-Baptiste Poquelin. Give the name by which this seventeenth-century French playwright is better known. A: Moliere
Tossup Two. Most American companies are incorporated in this state. It was the first to produce its own quarter, which was introduced in 1998 and depicted Caesar Rodney. Identify this state, whose Governor is Thomas R. Carper and whose motto is “The First State”. A: Delaware
Tossup Three. It was named for the nomads who inhabited it. Between the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries, it was under the control of Muslims. Its most famous inhabitants were notorious pirates who raided American ships in the time immediately following the American Revolution. This was the cause of President Jefferson’s Vietnam, as he was criticized for sending a fleet led by Stephen Decatur there without ever declaring war. Identify this area located between Egypt and the Atlantic Ocean. A: (The) Barbary Coast

Tossup Four. He wrote scripts for documentaries during World War II. Some of his other works are Deaths and Entrances and In Country Sleep. Born in Wales, he moved to London, where he wrote poetry combining surrealism and personal fantasy. Later in life, he moved to New York, where he died as a result of alcohol abuse in 1953. Identify this man, who inspired Robert Zimmerman to change his name to Bob Dylan. A: (Dylan) Thomas
Tossup Five. It was the culminating theory of Alfred Marshall’s distinguished career in economics. William Stanley Jevons assisted in its development. It is defined as the worth to a consumer of the last unit in a series of similar units of a good that the consumer believes is worth acquiring. To maximize efficiency, production will stop at precisely this point, because consumers will not desire the product afterwards. Identify this concept which Marshall and Jevons developed in the 1880s. A: Marginal utility
Tossup Six. This city lies on the Manzanares River. The Puerta del Sol lies at its center, and the church of San Fransisco el Grande was built here in the eighteenth century. Name this city, home of the Prado Museum and capital of Spain. A: Madrid

Tossup Seven. If you’ve seen Raiders of the Lost Ark, then you know that many people believe that the remnants of Moses’s tablets are somewhere on Earth. However, according to the Bible, there is another symbol of the covenant with God which almost everyone has seen. What is this meteorological phenomenon which symbolizes God’s covenant with Noah never again to destroy the world? A: Rainbow
Tossup Eight. The first born-again Christian to serve as President of the United States, the designer of the buffalo nickel, the man who confessed to killing Rev. Martin Luther King, Jr., and a famous actor known for both traditional performance and vocal work all share the same first and middle name. Give those two names. A: James Earl(e)
Tossup Nine. He has served in the U.S. Senate since 1979 and was named the Chairman of the Senate Armed Services Committee in early 1999. He was once married to Elizabeth Taylor. Identify this Virginia Republican who defeated Mark Warner in the 1996 Senate race. A: John Warner (if player answers just “Warner”, ask for a more specific response)

Tossup Ten. “There is a tradition of emphasizing those key areas of the face which control likeness, while the skin, neck, hair and background are not considered of primary importance in the reading of a portrait. I wanted to make those areas almost as interesting and important as the more symbolic areas of the face.” This was said by a modern artist who was paralyzed by a stroke in 1988. He now paints from his wheelchair using a special apparatus. Identify this artist known for his extremely large and detailed portraits. A: (Charles or Chuck) Close
Your category round choices are Nautical Hodgepodge, Cathedrals, and Dysfunctional Rulers and Royals.

Category round—Nautical Hodgepodge

Identify these people, places, and terms related to sailing and the sea.

“The Open Boat” was written by him A: (Stephen) Crane

The Half Moon was his flagship A: (Henry) Hudson

This sailor has won the America’s Cup twice in his boat, the America A: (Dennis) Conner

This sailor was the the first to circumnavigate the globe alone, in his boat Spray A: (Joshua) Slocum

This measure of distance is equal to one second of longitude or latitude A: Nautical mile

When sailing close hauled a sail works by producing this force A: Lift

This famous award is given each year to the ocean liner with the fastest Atlantic crossing A: Blue Riband

This famous boat was looking for the breadfruit tree when its crew mutinied A: (The) Bounty


He is the current Chief of Naval Operations A: (Admiral Jay L.) Johnson


It was a fleet of sixteen battleships sent around the world by President Theodore Roosevelt simply to impress other nations A: (The) Great White Fleet

Identify the following related to cathedrals.


A type of support used in cathedrals to transfer weight to the outside of the building and thus make it possible to have more stained glass A: Flying buttress


A person holding this religious office sat in a chair called the cathedra, from which the cathedral gets its name A: Bishop


The strikingly ornate building which was originally a Byzantine cathedral but became a mosque after conquest by the Ottoman Empire A: (The Church/Mosque of the) Hagia Sophia


The proper name for the area of a cathedral between the front doors and the altar A: Nave


The area where relics and other important church items are displayed A: Ambulatory


The London cathedral which Christopher Wren rebuilt A: St. Paul’s (Cathedral)


1935 work by T.S. Eliot which was later made into a film A: Murder in the Cathedral


French cathedral inhabited by Quasimodo A: Notre Dame (Cathedral)


Cathedral in Wessex begun in 1079 which is Jane Austen’s burial site A: Winchester (Cathedral)


One of the best examples of a Gothic cathedral, found in Luebek, Germany A: St. Marien’s (Kirche)
Category Round—Dysfunctional Rulers and Royals

Identify the ruler from clues.

Norwegian who was installed as the puppet leader during WWII A: (Vidkun) Quisling 

Roman emperor who married many of his sisters and made his horse a senator A: Caligula

Ruler who renamed his country Kampuchea and is the subject of the movie The Killing Fields A: Pol Pot

Recently elected Venezuelan ruler who led a failed insurrection in the early 1990s and is currently threatening to dissolve Congress and rule by decree A: (Hugo) Chavez

Filipino leader whose best-known claim to fame came in having a wife who collected shoes. A: (Ferdinand) Marcos

Roman emperor who was so unstable that he reportedly killed his pregnant mistress for nagging him for coming home late and was also known for burning Christians like torches A: Nero

Originally a lawyer who defended French peasants against the aristocracy, he became inescapably connected with the Reign of Terror A: (Maxamillien) Robespierre

Ineffectual Russian czar who lost the Russo-Japanese War in 1904 A: Nicholas II

Spanish princess, known as “the Crazy”, who was locked in a tower after giving birth to Charles V A: Juana (la Loca or the Crazy)

Irish Protestant member of Parliament who was completely discredited after his affair with Kitty O'Shea was revealed A: (Charles Stuart) Parnell

Tossup Eleven. Shirley Bassey, Matt Munro, Louis Armstrong, Gladys Knight, Duran Duran, Paul McCartney, Tina Turner, and Sheryl Crow have all sung for this series of movies in which one only lives twice and has a license to kill. The most recent star of the series is Pierce Brosnan, who played the title role in “Goldeneye”and “Tomorrow Never Dies”. Identify this lucrative franchise. A: James Bond (accept “Bond singers” if the player rings in before you read “this series”; do not accept “Bond girls”)

Bonus—Roman Offices

Identify these offices in the cursus honorem from descriptions for ten points each.

One who held this office was responsible for public works and games and supervised markets, the grain supply, and the water supply A: Aedile

These officers were responsible for finance and administration of the Roman government and military. A: Quaestor(s)
After serving in the highest elected judicial office, a politician might become this type of Roman provincial governor. A: Propraetor
Tossup Twelve. It is light seen from the Earth caused by the reflection of sunlight off of the moon. It faintly illuminates the moon’s surface and is most easily seen when the moon is in the crescent phase. Give this astronomical term. A: Earthshine
Bonus—Literary Languages

Identify the languages in which each of the following works were written for ten points.

The Decameron A: Italian

Rig Veda A: Sanskrit or Vedic (“Hindi” or “Indian” is wrong)

The Gulag Archipelago A: Russian
Tossup Thirteen. It was found in southeastern Europe on the Balkan Peninsula and included parts of what are now Greece, Bulgaria, and Turkey. Natural resources including gold were found here. It was the homeland of Spartacus, Protagoras, Diomedes, Democritus, Rhesus, and Aesop. Identify this ancient region. A: Thrace
Bonus—Statistics

Give the formula used to determine the degrees of freedom under each of these categories in one-way ANOVA for the points each.

Groups A: I minus one

Error A: N minus I

Total A: N minus one
Tossup Fourteen. They specify the person or thing to which one is referring, usually by mean of location relative to the speaker. In Spanish, they are forms of este, ese, and aquel. In Latin, they are forms of hic and ille. In English, they are forms of  “this” and “that”. Identify this class of adjectives. A: Demnonstrative adjectives (if player just says “demonstratives”, ask for a more specific response)
Bonus—Cities


Identify the following phrases, each of which contains the name of a city, for ten points each.


This psychological phenomenon occurs when hostages or kidnap victims begin to identify with their captors. A: Stockholm Syndrome

The 1968 reforms which relaxed communist policies in Czechoslovakia, ended with force by the USSR, were known by this name. A: Prague Spring

This slang term for a very short duration of time contains the name of the city which Ralph Waldo Emerson described as “a sucked orange”. A: A New York minute
Tossup Fifteen. Frank Lizst, Jean Sibelius, Franz Berwald, Hector Berlioz, and Richard [RI-kard] Strauss all wrote this type of classical piece. Usually, it is one movement long and reflects an idea; it may be associated with a particular work of visual art or literature. Extensive harmony throughout the full orchestra was used. Identify this type of work, of which Charles Camille Saint-Saëns’s Danse Macabre is a prime example. A: Symphonic poem (or tone poem)
Bonus—Authors


Identify the author from works, 30-20-10.


30: Catalepton

20: The Georgics and The Eclogues

10: The Aeneid A: (Publius) Vergil(ius Maro)
Tossup Sixteen. It is an acute infectious disease which usually attacks cattle and sheep. Humans can contract it by handling contaminated animal hairs or hides or by coming into contact with wounds or skin abrasions. Identify this disease, whose name also was used by the heavy metal band which recorded the song “Random Acts of Senseless Violence”. A: Anthrax
Bonus—Swords

Name the sword, given a description, for the indicated points.


For 15 points, this sword was used by the title hero in The Song of Roland. A: Durandal

For 10 points, this sword was bestowed upon King Arthur by the Lady of the Lake. A: Excalibur

For 5 points, this sword gave the Thundercats “sight beyond sight”. A: The Sword of Omens

Tossup Seventeen. Communists are obsessed with the political role of the bourgeoisie (BUJH-wa-zee). Linguists are obsessed with the fact that, with minor spelling and pronounciation changes, the word can be a noun meaning the middle class which so upset Marx, a noun meaning any member of that class, a noun meaning a female member of that class, an adjective meaning banal or tired, or an adjective meaning costly and attractive. Spell “bourgeoisie” when it refers to the supposed economic class. A: B-o-u-r-g-e-o-i-s-i-e (do not allow for a pause of more than half a second or so between letters; wait until the player finishes spelling to indicate correctness of the answer)

Bonus—Awesome Armies

Name the nations with the five largest armed forces in the world by gross number of troops for five points each, with a five point bonus for getting all five in descending order. NOTE: Cut the captain off if he continues to name nations after the fifth answer and disregard anything further. A: China, US, Russia (“USSR” or variants are not correct), India, North Korea (if captain says “Korea”, ask for  a more specific answer)
Tossup Eighteen. In 1837, the Paris Opéra-Comique hired him as a cellist. His first opera, Pepito, played there.  He collaborated with Ludovic Halévy on many operettas. He himself wrote works such as Orpheus in the Underworld, The Grand Duchess of Gerolstein, La Périchole, and The Tales of Hoffmann. Identify this musician who also managed the Bouffes-Parisiens [boof-parizieh] Theater and the Théâtre de la Gaîté [guy-it-ay]. A: (Jacques)  Offenbach

Bonus—Changing Presidential Fortunes

Grover Cleveland was the only President to serve nonconsecutive terms, but he was not the only man to bounce back from a loss in a Presidential election by later winning one. Name these other candidates who did so for ten points each.

He lost a Presidential election, then lost a race for governor, then quit politics altogether in an emotional, if barely coherent, speech in which he lashed out at the media, then changed his mind and was finally elected President. A: (Richard) Nixon
He finished second in a pre-Twelfth Amendment election for President and thus became Vice-President, although he rarely left his home state in the latter years of that vice-presidential term due to political differences with the President. He won the next Presidential election. A: (Thomas) Jefferson
After all candidates in the election failed to win a majority of electoral votes, he lost the subsequent House vote on the Presidency in what he called the “corrupt bargain”. He won the next Presidential election. A: (Andrew) Jackson
Tossup Nineteen. NOTE: Read this question VERY SLOWLY. Pencil and paper ready…a circle passes through point (-5, 0) and point (7, 0). Its center lies on the x-axis. Point A, on the circle, has a y-coordinate of 4. Point B, not necessarily on the circle, lies on the x-axis. The line segment AB is parallel to the y-axis. What is the distance between point B and the center of the circle? A: 2 times the square root of 5

Bonus—Elemental Theory

Aristotle believed that all worldly matter was composed of four elements. Name them for five points each. A: Earth, air (wind), fire, water

For five points, when these four elements were combined with “heart” in an early-90s cartoon, what superhero was formed? A: Captain Planet

Aristotle also believed that a fifth element existed only in the heavens. Name it for five points. A: Aither

Tossup Twenty. He published A Zen Way of Baseball in 1984, detailing his use of aikido and kendo for the purpose of improving batting. His martial arts approach to baseball obviously worked, as he holds the world professional record for home runs in a career, at 868, all hit for the Yomiuri Giants of the Japanese Central League. Identify this star, who also holds Japan’s single-season home run record with 55, accomplished in 1964. A: (Oh) Sadaharu (or (Sadaharu) Oh)

Bonus—People on Money

Identify the following historical figures from a description of the United States currency on which they appear or formerly appeared for ten points each.

Until they were removed from circulation in 1986, he appeared on the 500 million dollar treasury note. He also appeared on the discontinued 500 dollar bill. A: (William) McKinley
This Swiss financier and Secretary of the Treasury appeared on the 100 thousand dollar treasury bill. A: (Albert) Gallatin
One if by land, two if by the five thousand dollar savings bond on which this horseman still appears A: (Paul) Revere
