SECTION I

TOSS-UPS
1.  The mission of this attacking force was both political and religious.  But this grand idea nearly bankrupted the country financing it.  For ten points, name this Spanish force of 130 ships, transporting 30,000 men that attempted to attack England in 1588, but met with defeat from not only the British, but from  Mother Nature as well.

2.  Its presence is the sustaining force of the universe.  Yet, it is threatened by a giant serpent gnawing at its roots, animals eating the branches, and insects boring into its bark.  For ten points, what is this sacred object in Norse mythology, also known as the World Tree, that if destroyed, will be the end of all things?

3.  His first novel, The Tin Drum was a great success and was later made into an Academy Award winning film.  His fiction is an unconventional blend of realism, the macabre, fantasy, and symbolism. For ten points, who is this German writer, a political activist, who recently won the 1999 Nobel Prize for Literature?


Gunter Grass
4.  An illustrator from New York, he lived between the years of 1894 and 1978.  His works were popular and were realistically drawn.  For ten points, name this artist who will be featured in an exhibit at the High Museum in November and whose trademark was creating anecdotal scenes of small-town America, especially for the covers of the Saturday Evening Post.


NORMAN ROCKWELL

5.  In 1281, the Mongols attacked Japan with a force of 140,000 men.  This was the largest 

naval operation before modern times, but the attackers were only able to cling to the 

beachhead for two months.  An enormous typhoon or "divine wind" destroyed most of 

the Mongol fleet.  For ten points, what word is used to describe this wind and  later, the suicidal Japanese pilots in the Pacific War?


Kamikaze
6.  Once considered a contemporary of Hammurabi, king of Babylonia, this man probably lived in the period between 2000 and 1500 BC .   He was born in the city of Ur of the Chaldees, where he married his half sister.  Receiving a promise that God would make him a "great nation," he moved on to Canaan, where he lived as a nomad.  For ten points, who is this Biblical patriarch?


ABRAHAM or ABRAM


7.  The 87 members of this group left Sangamon County, Ill., in 1846.  After considerable difficulty crossing the Great Salt Lake in Utah, they were trapped by heavy snows in the Sierra Nevada and forced to camp for the winter.  For ten points, name this famous party that suffered enormous hardships, and resorted to cannibalism in order to survive. 


Donner
8.  They resided on Mt. Helicon, a mountain in Boeotia, and were the daughters of Zeus and Mnemosyne.  For ten points, name these nine sisters that included Calliope, Erato, and Thalia. 

  
 MUSES

9.  He was born in Glasgow, Scotland, in 1819 and came to the U. S. in 1842.  In 1850, he organized a national detective agency and was appointed the first city detective in Chicago.  In 1861, he discovered a plot to assassinate Lincoln.  For ten points, name this man, who founded the secret service of the U. S. Army during the Civil War.


Allan Pinkerton
10. In the 19th century he conceived a number of machines, such as the Difference Engine, that were designed to handle complicated mathematical problems.  For ten points, identify the British mathematician and inventor who is considered by many historians to be the true inventor of the modern digital computer.


Charles Babbage
11.  In his early life he was a seaman, a derelict, a prospector , and a reporter.  Yet, this man, who was born October 16, 1888, would become one of  America’s greatest playwrights.  He would win three Pulitzer Prizes for his work and would be awarded the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1936.  For ten points, name the author of Anna Christie, Strange Interlude, Long Day’s Journey into Night, and The Iceman Cometh.


Eugene O’Neill

12.  Born in Pennsylvania in 1845, this painter spent a large portion of her life in Paris and was allied with the impressionists.  Best known for paintings of women with children, for ten points, name this painter of The Bath and The Boating Party.


MARY CASSATT
13.  This country has both the highest marriage rate in the world and the highest divorce rate in the world. It is the second most densely populated islands country in the world and is also the overall lowest country in the world. The highest point on any of the islands in the entire country is only ten feet above sea level. For 10 points- name this nation, a group of islands in the Indian Ocean whose capital is Male.


Maldives
14.  They appear in genetically predisposed individuals following exposure to sunlight or any other ultraviolent light source. Light stimulates the proliferation of melanocytes and the melanocytes grow faster.   For ten points, what are these flat, round, brown spots on the skin that contain an excess of melanin, the human skin pigment?


Freckles
15.  A father is awakened in the middle of the night by two men who inform him that his daughter is in another man's house.  The father at first does not believe them, but what they say is actually true.   For ten points, what is this play about jealousy written by Shakespeare that features the characters Cassio, Roderigo, Iago, and Desdemona?


Othello
TIEBREAKERS:

He created more than 20,000 works and used his mother's maiden name to sign his pictures. 

His art encompassed several phases such as a Blue Period, a Rose Period, and Cubism.  For ten points, identify this man, the creator of Guernica, who is generally considered the greatest artist of the 20th century.


Pablo Picasso
It is 1,296 feet below sea level.  For ten points, name this lowest place on Earth, that is 50 miles long and has a maximum width of 11 miles,  and it is actually a lake located on the border of Israel and Jordan.

Toss-Ups
1.  This U.S. cape is home to the nation’s tallest lighthouse. Due to beach erosion the lighthouse, which shares its name with the cape, was moved farther away from the ocean. This cape which is frequented by Atlantic tropical storms and hurricanes is bordered on the west by Pamlico Sound. For 10 points- name this cape, North Carolina’s easternmost point.


Cape Hatteras

2.  It is generally about 7.5 centimeters long and 2.5 centimeters in diameter at its thickest part.  Structurally, it consists of an outer peritoneal coat; a middle coat of fibrous tissue and unstriped muscle; and an inner mucous membrane coat.  For ten points, name this muscular organ found in most vertebrates, including humans, of which the main function is to store the liver’s secretion of bile. 


GALLBLADDER
3.  Born in Columbus, Georgia, in 1917, she published her first novel in 1940.  A great deal of her work focuses on misfits and outcasts.  Her 1971 work The Mortgaged Heart included stories, articles, and verse.  For ten points, identify this author whose works include The Member of the Wedding and The Ballad of the Sad Café.


Carson Smith McCullers
4.  Although the Allies swept through Europe following the D-Day invasion at Normandy, they became stalled along the German border.  Taking advantage of weather conditions that had grounded Allied aircraft, the Germans launched their last counteroffensive in December of 1944.  For ten points, name the battle that ensued.


Battle of the Bulge
5.  This river originates in the Katanga Plateau of Africa. It is Africa’s fourth longest river and serves as a border between Zambia and Zimbabwe. It empties into the Indian Ocean in Mozambique. For 10 points- name this African river which contains Victoria Falls.

SECTION III

CATEGORY BONUSES

Horsing Around
1.  This Celtic goddess was adopted by the Romans and can be found on Roman altars beside other Roman deities.  She is mainly believed to have been the protectress of horses, animals, and stables.  For 10 points, name the Celtic goddess of horses who was also the most popular Celtic goddess.


Epona
2.  In mythology, this creature was tamed by Bellerephon.  It was the son of Poseidon and Medusa because a drop of blood from the slain Gorgon's neck fell into the sea.  For ten points, name this winged horse.


PEGASUS
The Big Guys

1.  In Norse mythology, this god is always aloof.  He has two wolves that sit by his side and two ravens which perch on his shoulders.  For 10 points, name this Norse god known as the sky-father.


Odin

2.  This Roman god's temple in Rome was where official offerings were made, treaties were signed and wars were declared.  He was the brother of Neptune and the husband of Juno.  For 10 points, name the supreme god in Roman mythology.


Jupiter
The Land Down Under
1.  This Australian Province contains a large portion of the Australian Alps. The Murray River flows across its northern border. The Bass Strait separates this province from Tasmania. For 10 points- name the Australian province whose capital and largest city is Melbourne.


Victoria
2.  Found in southeastern Australia, this city is Australia's largest inland city with a population of about 280,000.  For 10 points, name this city which is the capital city of Australia.

1.  This novel, Juneteenth, appeared this summer, at least fifteen years after the death of its author, who also wrote Invisible Man.

2.  It is most appropriate that this novel, The Last Tycoon, is the last book written and published by that darling of the Jazz Age and author of The Great Gatsby.

2.  For  ten points, name a simple, stereotyped movement elicited directly by sensory stimulation.
