1. This government official came to fell that "the nations of the West must recover their lost sense of spiritual purpose." The full support of the Nationalist Chinese against the Communist Chinese, and of the South Vietnamese against the North Vietnamese were largely the result of his commitment in leading the American assault against Communism.  FTP, name this Secretary of State under Eisenhower who developed the concept of "brinksmanship". 

Answer: John Foster Dulles
2. This anonymously-published 1729 work ends with the author professing that he is solely motivated by the public good, since his youngest child is nine years old and his wife is past childbearing age. For ten points, name this satirical solution to the suffering of the Irish under British rule, written by Jonathan Swift.

Answer: A Modest Proposal For Preventing the Children of Poor People in Ireland from Being a Burden to Their Parents or Country, and for Making Them Beneficial to the Public

3. In 1848, he received 291,000 votes, including 120,000 in New York, thus taking the state and the election from Lewis Cass and swinging it to Zachary Taylor.  FTP, name his former president who lost badly as a Free Soil candidate in 1848, lost the nomination to dark horse James Knox Polk in 1844, lost as the Democratic candidate to Harrison in 1840, but won the 1836 election, succeeding Jackson, whom he served as Vice President.

Answer: Martin Van Buren
4. Through the use of a protein known as gp120, it binds to a molecule called CD4 on the surface of helper T cells.  Its own RNA is scribed into the helper T cell's DNA, at which points it rapidly replicates itself with a significant amount of RNA mutations.  Protease (PRO-tee-aze) inhibitors block the final processing of some of its proteins. FTP, what is this virus that slowly attacks and destroys the body's immune system, where the last stage of infection is known as AIDS?

Answer: HIV
5. One of this religion’s major texts is the Record of Ancient Matters. With a name meaning “way of the gods”, it emphasizes the worship of extraordinary deities and heroes called kami, including the creator gods Izanagi and Izanami, the mischievous Susa-no-o, and the sun goddess Amaterasu. FTP, name this pantheistic religion of Japan.

Answer: Shinto
6. Born in 1743 in Paris, he debunked the phlogiston theory of combustion, replacing it with one recognizing the role of oxygen, as he renamed Priestley’s “dephlogisticated air”.  He also initiated quantitative analysis in chemistry, spreading his doctrines most effectively in his great work, Traité elementaire de la chimie.  Unfortunately for him, however, his work as a tax farmer led to his ultimate execution during the Reign of Terror.  FTP, name this man, known as the father of chemistry.

Answer: Antoine-Laurent Lavoisier
7. This artist of Triptych of the Raising of the Cross mentored Diego Valezquez, and many of his paintings, like the series depicting Marie de Medicis, were inspired by his diplomatic travels. As court painter for Austrian Archduke Albert in Brussels he received so many commissions that he established an enormous workshop of painters who completed his initial sketches. FTP, name this Flemish painter of The Judgment of Paris and Daniel in the Lion's Den.

Answer: Peter Paul Rubens
8. Well, at least he's giving it back.  First, he donated money for eight new academic scholarships per year to Duke, his wife's alma mater.  Then, he decided to give $50 million per year for 20 years to students of minority origin.  For ten points, name this philanthropic man, currently in trouble with the Justice Department, which claims that the company he heads is a monopoly in the computer software industry.

Answer: Bill Gates
9. She sang a heart-stopping rendition of "Have Yourself a Merry Little Christmas" in 1944's "Meet Me in St. Louis".  She starred in the simple Manhattan romance "The Clock," directed by her soon-to-be-husband Vincente Minnelli.  FTP, who is this actress, born with the name Frances Gumm, who starred as Dorothy in 1939's "The Wizard of Oz"? 

Answer:  Judy Garland
10. This novel won its author one of his two Pulitzers.  Jack Burden follows the career of a fast-talking, populist, rabble-rousing southern governor.  Along the way Jack loses his idealism and his innocence, then to his horror sees Gov. Stark assassinated by one of his friends.  What is this novel written by Robert Penn Warren? 

Answer:  All the King's Men
11. He came to his country's call in 458 BC, supposedly leaving his plow right there in the field.  In two weeks, he raised an army, routed the enemy, and laid down the supreme power so that he could return to his farm.  Who, FTP, was this Roman patriot and hero whose legacy of "Republicanism"  inspired George Washington, and for whom a famous city in Ohio is named? 

Answer Lucius Quinctius Cincinnatus
12. His first punishment comes when he violates the terms of an agreed-upon moratorium on violence.  After that, he is an outcast trying to fight another culture through more violent and more frequent attacks.  Every time, though, reaction simmers more.  For ten points, name this character whose suicide marks the end of the rebellion, found in Chinua Achebe’s novel Things Fall Apart.

Answer: Okonkwo
13. On the far left are Zeno and Epicurus, while Diogenes is draped on the steps in the center foreground. Pythagoras is making notes in a book, in the right foreground is a group huddled about Euclid, and standing side by side in the center of the title location are Aristotle and Plato, who is represented by a portrait of Leonardo da Vinci. FTP, name this painting whose far right contains a portrait of its artist, Raphael.

Answer: The School of Athens (or Scuola di Atene)

14. Black holes are known to conserve only three quantities: electric charge, mass, and this quantity. It is a vector quantity directed perpendicular to the plane of motion, and is calculated as the product of the mass of a particle, its angular velocity, and the square of its distance from the axis of rotation.  FTP, what is this conserved quantity? 

Answer: Angular Momentum or Spin

15. It is marked by a Herfindahl-Hirschman Index which is well below 10,000 but well above 2000.  Industries that have this structure include tobacco products and disposable diapers.  It was once analyzed using the kinked demand-curve model.  FTP, name this market structure that is now analyzed using game theory, in which a small number of firms must be aware of the impact their own decisions have on the decisions of other firms, whose name means "a few sellers."

Answer: oligopoly
16. The "V" for victory sign originated at this battle.  Its origins come from a taunt by archers showing to the attacking enemy that they still had the two fingers necessary to fire their weapons.  It was these Welsh longbowmen who gave the English the victory over the much larger force of French knights.  For ten points, name this battle of the Hundred Years’ War, fought upon St. Crispin's Day, 1415.

Answer: Battle of Agincourt
17. In 1341, he was crowned with a laurel at Rome, the first to have received the honour since ancient times.  He wrote in both Latin and Italian:  however, his Latin works such as De viris Illustribus are less well known than his poems dedicated to an unknown woman named Laura.  For 10 points – identify this Italian poet, perhaps best known for the style of sonnets named for him.

Answer:  Francesco Petrarca or Petrarch
18. A white stripe on the scenery lets you know you are still there.  The longest of its type in the United States, it spans parts of at least 8 states, but surprisingly is entirely within a single time zone.  For ten points, name this "path", popular with nature lovers, a well-visited landmark in the eastern mountains of America.

Answer: The Appalachian Trail

19. He was the son of Iapetus by the sea nymph Clymene or the Titaness Themis. He tricked the Olympian gods so that they should get the worst parts of any animal sacrificed to them, and human beings the best. Because of his transgressions, Zeus had him chained to a rock in the Caucasus, where he was constantly preyed upon by an eagle, until Hercules freed him. FTP, name this figure from Greek mythology who stole fire from the heavens and gave it to man.

Answer: Prometheus
