Questions by Anthony de Jesus

Related Tossup/Bonus
1. This novel includes a tale of incest shared by Jim Trueblood, a sharecropper who tells his story to Mr. Norton, the college trustee who has the narrator drive him around the black section of a Southern college town. For ten points, name this tale of an anonymous narrator, by Ralph Ellison.

ANSWER: Invisible Man
Sue Storm was the Invisible Woman in the Fantastic Four. Answer the following about storms, for ten points each.

This is the name given to hurricane-type cyclones in the western Pacific Ocean.

ANSWER: typhoon
The strongest tornadoes develop from this type of long-lived rotating thunderstorm. They are 6 to 10 miles in diameter, travel hundreds of miles, and produce several tornadoes.

ANSWER: supercell thunderstorm

2. The son-in-law of Cato the Younger, he supported Pompey the Great in the Roman civil war, but was pardoned by Caesar, and later became governor of Cisalpine Gaul and a praetor of Rome.  For ten points, name this man who later joined in a conspiracy with the general Gaius Cassius Longinus, successfully plotting to kill Julius Caesar.

ANSWER: Marcus Junius Brutus
The title character’s first name is Brutus, and he is shot with a silver bullet by natives of a West Indian island, who do not realize that he has already died of fright. For ten points each:

Name this 1920 play.

ANSWER: The Emperor Jones
Name the playwright of The Emperor Jones.

ANSWER: Eugene O’Neill
3. It started in the margins of a newspaper containing "A Call for Unity", a statement by eight Alabama clergymen to which it was a response. For ten points, name this epistle written after the arrest for marching without a parade permit that incarcerated Martin Luther King, Jr.

ANSWER: Letter from Birmingham Jail

BONUS: Identify these baseball players who spent some time in Birmingham, for ten points each.

In 1994, he signed with the Chicago White Sox, and, assigned to the Birmingham Barons, put on a lackluster display, batting .202 with 3 home runs, 51 RBI’s, and 30 stolen bases.

ANSWER: Michael Jordan
This Negro League great started out with the Birmingham Black Barons in the 1920's. In 1948, when he was over 40 years old, he signed with the Cleveland Indians, and helped them win the pennant and the World Series.

ANSWER: Leroy “Satchel” Paige
4. “....that which we are, we are; / In equal temper of heroic hearts, / Made weak by time and fate, but strong in will / To strive, to seek, to find and not to yield.” For ten points, these lines can be found in what Tennyson poem about the king of Ithaca?

ANSWER: “Ulysses” 

BONUS: Identify these other poems from lines, for ten points each.

"And round the early-laureled head/ Will flock to gaze the strengthless dead,/ And find unwithered on its curls/ The garland briefer than a girl's."

ANSWER: "To an Athlete Dying Young" by A. E. Housman

"The sea is calm to-night./ The tide is full, the moon lies fair/ Upon the straits;-- on the French coast the light/ Gleams and is gone; the cliffs of England stand, Glimmering and vast, out in the tranquil bay."

ANSWER: "Dover Beach" by Matthew Arnold

5. It is about 7 meters long, diminishing in circumference, from the pylorus to the ileocecal junction, and is coiled in the center of the abdominal cavity. For ten points, name this organ divided into the ilium, jejunum, and duodenum.

ANSWER: small intestine
BONUS: Identify these "small" things, for ten points each.

Expand the acronym SCSI, which refers to a standard high-speed parallel interface.

ANSWER: small computer system interface
In May 1999, the World Health Organization postponed until at least 2002 its plans to destroy the remaining stocks of the virus that causes this disease.

ANSWER: smallpox
6. When British foreign minister George Canning proposed a join venture between his country and the United States, Secretary of State John Quincy Adams suggested this policy, in order to safeguard American interests independent of Britain. For ten points, name the resulting foreign policy, asserting that Europe could no longer colonize the Americas.

ANSWER: the Monroe Doctrine
Monrovia, Liberia was named for James Monroe. Name these other world capitals named for people, for ten points each.

The name of this capital of Guyana honors a British king.

ANSWER: Georgetown
This capital of the Republic of the Congo is named after the French explorer who founded it in 1880.

ANSWER: Brazzaville
7. This song mentions Charles Darwin, Moses, Isaac Newton, Elvis Presley, Mott the Hoople, and Freddie Blassie. It also mentions the games 21, Twister, Monopoly, chess, checkers, and Risk. For ten points, name this song which also drops the name of comedian Andy Kaufman, performed by R.E.M.

ANSWER: “Man on the Moon”

BONUS: Identify the following features of the Earth's Moon, for ten points each.

The Moon reflects into space about seven percent of the light that falls on it, meaning that, for this property of reflectivity, the Moon has a value of 0.07.

ANSWER: albedo
Of the so-called "seas" on the Moon, it was the touchdown area of the Apollo 11 mission
ANSWER: Mare Tranquilitatis or Sea of Tranquility
8. The phenomenon of superfluidity was first observed when this substance was cooled below 2.17 Kelvin. It is impossible to solidify at atmospheric pressure, and is the most difficult gas to liquefy. The second most abundant element in the universe, for ten points, name this lightest of the noble gases.

ANSWER: helium
BONUS: Identify the following relating to gases, for ten points each.

This type of colloid is a suspension of liquid or solid particles in a gas, usually air. Examples include smoke and fog.

ANSWER: aerosol
This law holds that, if a gas is held at constant pressure, the volume is directly proportional to the absolute temperature.

ANSWER: Charles' Law or Gay-Lussac's law

1. There's nothing in the house by a loaf-end of rye, and a certain object with a woman's head. A boy cries himself to sleep on Christmas eve, and his mother sets about creating a cloak, mittens, breeches and other items of clothing, before being found with her hands in the strings, frozen dead. For ten points, name this poem by Edna St. Vincent Millay.

ANSWER: "The Ballad of the Harp-Weaver"

2. He ordered his troops to cross the Halys River because, hen he consulted with the oracle at Delphi in the sixth century BC, he was told that he would cross a river and destroy a kingdom. His own kingdom in Asia Minor, and not Persia, ended up as the one which was destroyed. For ten points, name this king of Lydia, known for his proverbial wealth.

ANSWER: Croesus
3. This work was written after the composer was invited by the Duke of Devonshire to direct a work for charity in Dublin. Using a script prepared by Charles Jennens from the Bible, this work’s 1743 London premiere is noted for a story about George II standing during a certain section. For ten points, name this work by George Frideric Handel, an oratorio known for its “Hallelujah Chorus.”

ANSWER: Messiah oratorio

4. It was first reported in 1888 when botanist Frederick Reinitzer was studying cholesteryl benzoate, as the substance melted at 145 degrees Celsius and went from milky to clear at 179 degrees. For ten points, name this type of substance with a dual-phase nature, which is used in laptop computers, calculators, and digital watches in the displays.

ANSWER: liquid crystal
5. An example of one of these is Gullah, used in the Southeastern United States, especially in the Sea Islands off the coast of South Carolina. They generally lack possession, plurals, or suffixes marking tense. For ten points, name these languages which began as a pidgin, but which has become the native language of a community.

ANSWER: creole
6. He is murdered by Wilson, who believed that this man was responsible for the hit-and-run death of his wife, Myrtle. This bootlegger held extravagant parties in his mansion in West Egg, Long Island. For ten points, name this man who takes as his confidant his next-door neighbor, Nick Carraway, the title character of an F. Scott Fitzgerald novel.

ANSWER: Jay Gatsby or Jimmy Gatz [From The Great Gatsby]

American History: Presidential Philanderers For fifteen points, name the American president whose administration saw the following events occur: the passage of the Pendleton Act, the march on Washington by Coxey's Army, and the President's own White House wedding to Frances Folsom.

ANSWER: Grover Cleveland
American Literature: Heavy Dramatic Symbolism For fifteen points, name the play whose narrator is described as "poet with a job in a warehouse," Tom Wingfield, who is the daughter of Amanda and the brother of Laura.

ANSWER: The Glass Menagerie
Fine Arts – Mwah This artist used Gustav Mahler as his model for a knight being prayed to by a naked man and woman on the first wall of his Beethoven Frieze. For fifteen points, name this co-founder and first president of the Vienna Secession known for The Kiss.

ANSWER: Gustav Klimt
Math – Pascal’s Wedgie Consider the expression (x+y) to the 8th power. For fifteen points, what is the coefficient of the third term in the binomial expansion? You have thirty seconds.

ANSWER: 28
Religion/Mythology – But Did He Make Housecalls? The son of Coronis and father of Hygieia, serpents and cocks were sacred to this god struck down by a thunderbolt. For fifteen points, name this son of Apollo who raised the dead.

ANSWER: Asclepius
Social Science – Shame, shame, shame For fifteen points, name the Austrian psychologist, who believed that the motivation behind human behavior was a set of feelings which he termed the "inferiority complex."
ANSWER: Alfred Adler
World History – Retroactive Historians His seventh book was uncompleted, and it seemed he planned to add an 11th and 12th to the 10 books which he intended for each to contain 100 quatrains. For fifteen points, whose Centuries contain chronologically ordered predictions?

ANSWER: Nostradamus or Michel de Nostradame

World Literature – Authors For All Seasons This author moved from Germany to the United States because of Nazi oppression, but later left America for Switzerland due to the Communist witchhunt of Joseph McCarthy. For fifteen points, name the author whose works include Buddenbrooks and The Magic Mountain.

ANSWER: Thomas Mann
Category Quiz
1. He wrote the play L’Aiglon specifically for the actress Sarah Bernhardt. Other of his plays include Les romanesques, which was adapted into the musical The Fantasticks,although, he is better known for a verse play, based on a real-life French soldier and writer. For ten points, name this French playwright who wrote about a long-nosed fellow in the play Cyrano de Bergerac.

ANSWER: Edmond Rostand
2. She was described as “a woman who has the uncanny knack for taking her clothes off” by Julie Foudy. She may be remembered for posing in Gear magazine with only a strategically placed ball, and for taking her shirt off to reveal a black sports bra in the Rose Bowl. For ten points, name this woman who took off her shirt to celebrate kicking the winning penalty kick at the finals of the 1999 Women’s World Cup.

ANSWER: Brandi Chastain
3. Developed by Raytheon after an accidental discovery by Percy L. Spenser, it uses a frequency of around 2.4 times ten to the ninth hertz in order to cause water and organic molecules to vibrate frequently, generating heat very rapidly. For ten points, name this device, originally called a radar range, which uses electromagnetic energy to cook food.

ANSWER: microwave oven

4. Major General William H. Tunner took charge of it from General Curtis LeMay as Tunner was experienced, having been in charge of transports across the “Hump” in the Himalayas. For ten points, name this operation resulting in over 2 million tons of supplies flown into a German city.

ANSWER: the Berlin airlift
5. He would bring his mistresses known as the “Elephant and the Maypole” whenever he would visit his new kingdom, whose crown he gained because of the Act of Settlement of 1701. For ten points, name this Elector of Hanover, who became king of England because he was the closest Protestant relative of Queen Anne.

ANSWER: George I
6. It is made using a grease crayon, applied to a limestone surface. Water adheres to the ungreased areas. A layer of damp paper is pressed together with the surface and the image is transferred. For ten points, this is what print technique, whose name means “stone drawing”?

ANSWER: lithography
7. He was attacked by his contemporary monk, Gaunilo, in "on behalf of the fool", which pointed out that this man's argument could be used to prove the existence of almost anything in a parody proof of the existence of the "the greatest possible island". For ten points, name this father of medieval scholasticism, an archbishop of Canterbury known for his ontological argument.

ANSWER: St. Anselm
8. At the end of this novel, Harriet decides to marry Robert Martin, after considering, or being considered for marriage by such suitors as Mr. Elton, Frank Churchill, and Mr. Knightley. For ten points, name this novel concerning Miss Woodhouse, a would-be matchmaker, written Jane Austin.

2. A water strider appears to walk on a pond. A razor blade floats in a glass of water. For ten points each:

Name the phenomenon which allows these things to occur.

ANSWER: surface tension
Surface tension is the result of this, the holding together of molecules of the same substance.

ANSWER: cohesion (Do not accept “adhesion”)

The only liquid with a surface tension greater than water is this metal.

ANSWER: mercury
3. Identify the authors of the following short stories, for ten points each.

4. Answer the following about an economic concept, for ten points each.

This is a statement of a firm’s financial position as of a given date. It generally has two columns, the second of which includes net worth.

ANSWER: balance sheet or statement of condition or statement of financial position
The first column of the balance sheet includes this quantity, which can be divided into current- such as cash and inventory- and fixed- which can include equipment and buildings.

ANSWER: assets

The second column includes this quantity, the money or obligations owed by the firm.

ANSWER: liabilities
5. Given a European monarch, name the royal house he came from, for ten points each.

Henry IV of England

ANSWER: Lancaster
Henry IV of France

ANSWER: Bourbon
Frederick the Great of Prussia

ANSWER: Hohenzollern
6. Identify these mechanisms of evolution, for ten points each.

a. This is a random change in the gene pool of the population, giving rise to new alleles through a change in the nature of DNA.

ANSWER: mutation
b. This occurs when a small group forms a new population in a geographically isolated region, evolving into one different from the original population.

ANSWER: genetic drift
c. The fittest survive and pass their genes on to their offspring, so that a population is better adapted to the environment.

ANSWER: natural selection

7. Romans had at least three names. For ten points each:

This first name was used to distinguish a person from other family members and is often abbreviated when used with a person’s full name.

ANSWER: praenomena

This name, originally a nickname, usually describing a physical attribute such as hairiness, later became inherited.

ANSWER: cognomena [Note: Caesar means hairy]

This name, to be distinguished from the cognomen, was unique to an individual and might commemorate a great deed.

ANSWER: agnomena
