1. He fired Defense Minister Krishna Menon in 1962 after attacks by China, filling the post himself. He had opposed the creation of Pakistan and later became one of the leaders, along with Tito and Kwame Nkrumah, of the nonaligned nations. For 10 points, name this man, the first Prime Minister of India.

ANSWER: Jawaharlal Nehru
2. Cobalt-60 serves this role in the production of bromoethane. Iron does it in the Haber Process, and carbon-12 is this type of substance in the astronomical carbon cycle.  For 10 points, identify these substances which increase the speed of a reaction without being consumed.

ANSWER: catalysts [accept catalysis]

3. Although this city’s Silver Palace and Wat Ounalum may interest tourists, many of its  landmarks are somewhat morbid, such as the Tuol Seng Genocide Memorial Museum and the Choeung Ek execution field. For 10 points, name this capital and most populous city of Cambodia.

ANSWER: Phnom Penh
4. Two answers required. They can usually be found “passing the time in a place without any visible character.” When they debate the nature of death with The Player, they may be subconsciously aware that their treachery will be exposed on the way to England. For 10 points, name these characters who are dead in a play by Tom Stoppard. 

ANSWER: Rosencrantz and Guildenstern
5. It develops during childhood largely in conformity with social standards and ideas presented by authority figures. Its constituents are the ideal and the conscience, and its function is to apply ingrained morality. For 10 points, name this part of the Freudian psyche which restrains the id and ego.

ANSWER: superego
6. His posture is an homage to the Doryphorus of Polykleitos. His face is rendered as Apollo’s, and Cupid tugs at his right leg. Scenes of a victory over the Parthians are on his breastplate. For 10 points, name this subject of a statue found at the “first gate” near Rome, commissioned by Tiberius in honor of the first Roman Emperor.

ANSWER: Prima Porta Augustus [do not accept “Octavian”]

7. Their name is misleading, as they can be full-blown programs. They are stored in a “binaries” directory for remote access, and common uses include forms and image maps. For 10 points, identify these programs or scripts, often written in PERL, which go beyond the capabilities of HTML in web documents.

ANSWER: Common Gateway Interface

8. It is believed to have kept the same shape and composition since the formation of the solar system. About a thousand kilometers in diameter, it belongs to the C class of its kind of object because it is a carbonaceous chondrite. For 10 points, name this asteroid, the first to be discovered and still the largest known.

ANSWER: Ceres
9. Thinking that the Japanese game of this title would not sell in America, designers hastily reworked an obscure game called Doki Doki Panic and created a “dream sequence” backstory to explain the strange continuity. This title ended up revolutionizing gaming by being the first major game to assign different strengths to different characters. For 10 points, name this 1988 Nintendo sequel starring Toad, Princess, Luigi, and Mario.

ANSWER: Super Mario Brothers 2 [do not accept or prompt on “Super Mario Brothers”]

10. Septa walls separate hypae tubes, which can form a mycelium or tough sclerotia in this type of organism. Based on their method of reproduction, they are classified into four phyla—ospores, zygospores, ascospores, or basidiospores. For 10 points, name this kingdom which includes aspergillus, penicillium, and mushrooms.

ANSWER: fungus [or fungi]

11. It was created in its current form in 1903, when Marie Cowan combined a traditional Scottish tune with lyrics by Banjo Paterson, beginning by describing “a swagman camped in the billabong, under the shade of a coolibah tree.” For 10 points, name this Australian song whose title refers to the act of seeking out a job while carrying tools.

ANSWER: “Waltzing Matilda”

12. When Robert Anderson refused the entreaty of Johnston Pettigrew to move the command here back to Fort Moultrie, state troops seized Moultrie and Castle Pinckney. Isolated, Anderson could only watch as a resupply ship was fired upon by G.T. Beauregard. For 10 points, name this Charleston, South Carolina site at which the American Civil War began.

ANSWER: Fort Sumter
13. It was originally titled “The Gentleman Caller,” referring to Jim O’Connor. While Jim is visiting Laura, part of the title collection is broken, symbolizing Laura’s temporary emergence from shyness. When Jim leaves, Laura, Amanda, and Tom Wingfield return to a dysfunctional life. For 10 points, name this play by Tennessee Williams.

ANSWER: “The Glass Menagerie”
14. Christian sources say there are seven, but even counting the mention of Uriel in the Apocrypha, only three others, Raphael, Michael, and Gabriel, are named. In Islam, four of them guard the throne of Allah. For 10 points, name this group of celestial beings who rank next to last in the Christian hierarchy of angels.

ANSWER: archangels

15. The Grampian Mountains are in its Highlands, and Lomond, its largest lake, is to the west. In the south are the Lowther Hills, out of which the River Clyde flows; while many of this territory’s one hundred and eighty six islands belong the Hebrides, Orkneys, or Shetlands. For 10 points, name this United Kingdom member once known as Caledonia.

ANSWER: Scotland
16. It is tied to monetarism because it believes that recessions are self-correcting. It presupposes that information flows as quickly to individuals as to government, and that harmful randomness is the only monetary policy that can have an effect. For 10 points, name this school of economic thought which says that government intervention is pointless because the private sector will adjust before any new policy takes effect.

ANSWER: rational expectations theory [or rational expectations school, etc.]

17. He kills Lausus, a renegade priest of Apollo, and Mezentius, a cruel king. His most noted killing is often interpreted as disobedience to his father’s instructions, but in fact is pious because he made a vow to Evander to avenge the death of Pallas. For 10 points, name this character who slays Turnus in Book Twelve of his namesake epic.

ANSWER: Aeneas
18. On Election Day 2000, George W. Bush claimed this state’s eleven electoral votes and Democrat Bob Holden won a close gubernatorial race over Jim Talent, but the nation’s eyes were on interim Governor Roger Wilson, who will choose a Senator from this state in January. For 10 points, name this state in which Republican incumbent John Ashcroft lost the race for Senate to the late Mel Carnahan.

ANSWER: Missouri
19. A Frank Brangwyn piece replaced this artist’s Man at the Crossroads at Rockefeller Center, which drew fire for depicting Vladimir Lenin. He died before he could complete his true masterpiece, the frescoes of Mexican history at the National Palace in Mexico City. For 10 points, name this muralist and onetime husband of Frida Kahlo.

ANSWER: Diego Rivera
20. It includes five melodramas and sections titled “You Spotted Snakes,” “Fairy March,” and “Bergomask Dance.” The most well known melody is part nine, the “Wedding March.” For 10 points, name this Felix Mendelssohn overture for a Shakespeare play.

ANSWER: A Midsummer Night’s Dream 
21. Founded by Aimar in the ninth century CE, it rose to power in Italy in 1806 behind Ferdinand III [Ferdinand the Third] and controlled most non-Savoy areas. In Spain, its rule lasted from 1700 to the end of monarchy in 1931. For 10 points, name this royal house which, in France, lasted from the 1589 ascension of Henry IV [Henry the Fourth] to the 1830 deposition of Charles X [Charles the Tenth].

ANSWER: House of Bourbon

22. It ends with an appeal for Italy to unify against the northern barbarians. Throughout, the value of virtú over fortuna is emphasized, and several examples reinforce the value of refraining from cruelty and explore the relative merits of being loved and feared. For 10 points, name this work presented to the Borgias in 1513 by Nicoló Machiavelli.

ANSWER: The Prince [or Il Principe]

1. For 10 points each, identify these novels by Thomas Mann from a plot summary.

•A prominent German family declines from Johann, a Consul, to Hanno, an aimless, unfulfilled youth who dies at fifteen.

ANSWER: Buddenbrooks

•Set at the Hauf Berghof tuberculosis quarantine center, the title represents detached art. Such characters at Settembrini and Hans Castorp represent detailed archetypes of German culture.

ANSWER: The Magic Mountain
•Gustav von Aschenbach becomes a homosexual, then dies of cholera. 

ANSWER: Death in Venice
2. Given a prime minister, name his party for 10 points each.

•Atal Bihari Vajpayee of India

ANSWER: Bharatiya Janata Party

•Lionel Jospin of France

ANSWER: Socialist Party

•Canada’s Jean Chrétien

ANSWER: Liberal Party

3. For 10 points apiece, identify these canyons.

•The Colorado River runs through this mile-deep canyon in Arizona.

ANSWER: Grand Canyon

•This California canyon near the Sierra Nevadas has the U.S.’s highest canyon wall.

ANSWER: King’s Canyon

•This national park in Utah contains several horseshoe-shaped canyons known for their coloring.

ANSWER: Bryce Canyon National Park

4. Name these zoologically inclined musical compositions for 10 points each.

•This Sergei Prokofiev work uses strings and a French horn to represent the two title characters, plus a flute for a bird and an oboe for a duck.

ANSWER: Peter and the Wolf [or Petya i Volk]

•Rothbart turns Odette into a bird in this ballet by Tchaikovsky.

ANSWER: Swan Lake [or Lebedinoe ozero]

•Performance of this work was forbidden by the composer until after the composer’s death. That composer, Camille Saint-Saëns, is now renowned for this work, especially the Swan movement.

ANSWER: The Carnival of the Animals [or Les Carnaval des Animaux]

5. Name these people and objects involved in the Franco-Prussian War for 10 points apiece.

•This document from Prussian Kaiser Wilhelm I [Wilhelm the First] to the French emperor was supposed to calm passions but was rewritten by the Prussian chancellor to incite a war.

ANSWER: Ems Telegram
•Name the Prussian chancellor who engineered the war.

ANSWER: Prince Otto Eduard Leopold von Bismarck
•This emperor of France was defeated at the Battle of Sedan, ending his reign and the Franco-Prussian War.

ANSWER: Charles Louis Napoleon Bonaparte III [Napoleon the Third; prompt on Louis Napoleon]

6. Given a pseudonym, name the television character of past or present known to use it for 10 points each.

•Art Vandelay

ANSWER: George Costanza [prompt on Costanza]

•Rusty Shackleford

ANSWER: Dale Gribble [prompt on Gribble]

•Max Power

ANSWER: Homer Simpson [prompt on Simpson]

7. Name these laws of chemistry for 10 points each.

•This law states that each gas in a mixture of gasses contributes the same pressure to the mixture as the gas would exert on its own.

ANSWER: John Dalton’s law of partial pressures

•It lays down several precepts about the boiling point of substances in a mixture, including the idea that the boiling point of an equal combination of two substances will be midway between the boiling points of two substances.

ANSWER: François Marie Raoult’s Law

•This law holds that gasses combine in simple volumetric ratios.

ANSWER: Joseph Louis Gay-Lussac’s Law

8. Identify these authors, 15-10.

•15: A Dance of the Forests and A Play of Giants are among his works which incorporate Nigerian folklore.

10: This author of The Lion and the Jewel became, in 1986, the first African winner of the Nobel Prize for Literature.

ANSWER: Akinwande Oluwole Soyinka
•15: His poetry volumes include Christmas in Biafra and Other Poems and Beware Soul Brother.

10: He described the Okonkwo family in Things Fall Apart and No Longer at Ease.

ANSWER: Chinua Achebe
9. Given a mythological deity, name the deity’s spouse for 10 points.

•Shiva

ANSWER: Kali
•Aphrodite

ANSWER: Hephaestus [do not accept “Vulcan”]

•Osiris

ANSWER: Isis
11. Extending one’s right hand so that the palm faces the direction of a magnetic force acting on a positive charge yields several pieces of information about other properties. For 15 points each, name the property whose direction is indicated by these parts of the hand.

•The thumb indicates the direction of this quantity of the charge.

ANSWER: velocity [do not accept “speed”]
•The fingers indicate the direction of this.

ANSWER: the magnetic field [prompt on field]

12. Name these Aaron Copland ballets for 10 points apiece.

•Agnes de Mille choreographed this ballet, subtitled “The Courting of Burnt Ranch.” Its “Hoedown” passage is ubiquitous in current depictions of the west in American media. 

ANSWER: Rodeo
•Copland’s first venture into Western material, it was choreographed by Eugene Loring. It contains the “Old Paint” melody and a musical interpretation of a shootout.

ANSWER: Billy the Kid
•Martha Graham commissioned and choreographed this 1944 ballet, which premiered at the Library of Congress. The setting is nineteenth-century Pennsylvania, where a young couple is marrying.

ANSWER: Appalachian Spring
13. When John White arrived in 1590, he found only the word “Croatoan” carved into a tree. For 10 points each, answer the following about this mystery.

•Name the North Carolina island from which an English colony disappeared.

ANSWER: Roanoke Island

•Identify the English courtier who funded the Roanoke expeditions.

ANSWER: Sir Walter Raleigh
•In 1587, she became the first English child born in the present-day United States, but she disappeared with the rest of Roanoke soon after.

ANSWER: Virginia Dare
14. Name these alphabets for 10 points each.

•It uses orientations of flags to represent letters.

ANSWER: semaphore

•Recognizing such factors as place and manner of articulation and state of voice, it has a symbol for every sound found in human language.

ANSWER: International Phonetic Alphabet

•This is the alphabet adapted from Chinese which is used to write Korean.

ANSWER: hangul
15. For 10 points apiece, identify these marches from world history.

•In 1930, Ghandi led this march from Gujarat to Dandi to protest a tax on the namesake item.

ANSWER: Salt March

•Sixteen thousand of seventy thousand prisoners of war died marching across this Philippine peninsula in 1942.

ANSWER: Bataan Death March

•One hundred thousand Chinese communists left Jiangxi on this march in October 1934; eight thousand reach Yanan a year later.

ANSWER: Long March

16. Name these Mark Twain characters for 10 points apiece.

•He runs away from his father and takes a raft down the Mississippi with the escaped slave Jim.

ANSWER: Huckleberry Finn [prompt on Finn]

•This title character is also called “The Stranger.” He sends letters promising forty thousand dollars in gold to twenty leaders of an innocent town.

ANSWER: The Man That Corrupted Hadleyburg [do not accept “The Man Who Corrupted Hadleyburg”]

•She and her boyfriend Tom Sawyer have an adventure in a cave with the murderous Injun Joe.

ANSWER: Becky Thatcher [or Rebecca Thatcher]

17. Identify these parts of a flower for 10 points apiece.

•The “female” reproductive organ, it includes the ovary and stigma.

ANSWER: pistil
•This is the “male” organ; its numbers are used to classify flowers.

ANSWER: stamen
•This specific part of the stamen produces pollen.

ANSWER: anther
18. Answer the following about Chinese philosophy for 10 points each.

•Lao Tzu is regarded as the founder of this mystical philosophy, which seeks union with The Way.

ANSWER: Daoism

•It recognizes the Five Classics and the Five Relationships.

ANSWER: Confucianism
•From the Greek for “to unite,” this general term for an attempt to meld various philosophies is specifically applied to the Chinese practice of subscribing to more than one philosophy or religion.

ANSWER: syncretism
19. For 10 points each, identify the statistical test which one would use for the following analyses.

•Comparison of the means of continuous data in two groups

ANSWER: t-test 

•Comparison of the means of continuous data in three or more groups

ANSWER: Analysis of Variance

•Finding the fit between the theoretical and actual frequency distribution of a categorical variable among several classes using a contingency table.

ANSWER: chi-square [accept Fisher’s test]

20. Name these foreign legislatures for 10 points apiece.

•This unicameral, party-proportional body is the legislature of Israel.

ANSWER: Knesset

•Sharing its name with a people’s assembly granted in the last days of the czardom, this is the lower house of the Russian parliament.

ANSWER: Duma
•This parliament of Iceland is the oldest functioning legislature in the world.

ANSWER: Althing
21. Given a country, name the largest city by population in that country for 10 points.

•Morocco

ANSWER: Casablanca
•Angola

ANSWER: Luanda
•Botswana

ANSWER: Francistown
22. Name these dinosaur species for 10 points apiece.

•This species, which appeared during the Jurassic, was distinguished by a double row of plates jutting out of its back.

ANSWER: stegosaurus

•Predating the Tyrannosaurus, these carnivores were the largest of the Jurassic Period.

ANSWER: allosaurus

•The name of this immense Jurassic plant eater was extended to the brontosaurus when scientists realized the two dinsosaurs were the same species.

ANSWER: apatosaurus
