1. Tossups
2. First performed in 1938, its three acts are named “Daily Life,” “Love and Marriage,” and “Death.” It focuses on neighbors George Gibbs and Emily Webb and how their relationship changes through time.  George and Emily eventually get married, but Emily dies soon after in childbirth.  FTP name this Pulitzer Prize winning play by Thornton Wilder set in Grover’s Corners New Hampshire.

Answer:  Our Town

3. It is denoted by the symbol pi.  It can be demonstrated when a solution and a pure solvent are separated by a semipermeable membrane, which allows solvent but not solute molecules to pass through.  The solvent will slowly diffuse into the solution.  Eventually the liquid levels stop changing and the system has reached equilibrium.  Because the liquid levels are different at this point there is greater hydrostatic pressure on the solution than on the pure solvent.  FTP what is this excess pressure called, also a colligative property?

Answer: Osmotic Pressure

4. The defendant was accused by a voter of failing to reapportion the voting districts and as a result the voter’s opinion was diluted.  Lower federal courts originally dismissed the case believing that the judiciary could not decide a political question. The Supreme court heard it however and set the precedent for courts to hear issues of legislative appointment. For 10 points, name this 1962 Supreme Court case which established the principle of "one man, one vote."

Answer: Baker vs Carr

5. The first version was completed in 1869 and the second in 1870.  The Rimsky-Korsakov version was the first performed outside of Russia.  It provides an important role for a bass as the title character.  Based on novels by Pushkin and Karamazin it has nationalistic Russian themes.  FTP name this opera by Mussorgsky about the regent of Fyodor I of Russia.

Answer: Boris Godunov

6. As children they are quick to adapt to their environment and have minimal fear of objects around them.  They trust what is received from the outside world and are not inclined to examine personal motivations.  Extreme ones act wholly as reactions to their environment.  FTP name this personality type first described by Jung the opposite of an introvert.

Answer: Extravert(s)

7. It was originally supposed to have a Doric rotunda surrounding it but that idea was not executed.  More than 550 feet high, it was designed by Robert Mills.  Construction started in 1848 but it was not completed until 1884 due to lack of funds.  Approximately 155 feet high there is a noticeable difference in the shade of the marble.  FTP name this obelisk located in the capital of the United States.

Answer: Washington Monument

8. In the infant type, spores grow in the intestine and release a toxin.  In adults the bacteria are absorbed through the intestine and attaches to nerves causing symptoms including weakness and eventually paralysis.  It is commonly caused by contaminated home canned foods particularly low acid vegetables.  FTP name this form of food poisoning caused by Clostridium botulinum and commonly found in honey.
Answer:  Botulism

9. He has a crush on Julie Houlerman but that relationship ended when Julie slid head first into the garbage of his household.  When the school finds out he has a high IQ he gets moved to the Krelborne class.  There he befriends the wheelchair bound Stevie.  He misses his older brother Frances who was sent to military school in Alabama.  FTP name this title character of a sitcom on FOX about a dysfunctional family portrayed by Frankie Muniz.

Answer: Malcolm (in the middle)

10. After the sack of Rome, they migrated westwards by way of Genoa and Marseilles. They were bought off by the Western Emperors, and employed as clients against a variety of Rome's barbarian enemies, such as the Suebi. FTP name this germanic tribe most remembered for defeating the Roman army at Adrianople.

Answer: Visigoths

11. It looks to its left because of the medieval tradition that evil comes from the left or sinister side.  Originally supposed to be placed high on a roof of a cathedral, when it was completed it was deemed too beautiful to be so far away and was placed in the Palazzo Vecchio.  FTP identify this statue by Michaelangelo of the slayer of Goliath.

Answer: David (the Giant)

12. The aim of life was pleasure; the highest pleasure was absence of pain; pleasure of the mind was preferable to that of the body and thus ataraxia or peace of mind would be achieved.  FTP this describes the belief of what philosophical school the opposite of stoicism.

Answer: Epicureanism

13. Found in cold medicines such as Dimetapp, Alka-Seltzer Plus, Comtrex, Contac, Coricidin, Tavist-D and Triaminic and in weight-loss drugs, such as Dexatrim and Acutrim.  It is used as a nasal decongestant and an appetite suppressant.  FTP name this drug that the FDA is asking to be removed from stores and is seeking to ban soon because of studies indicating it can cause stroke.

Answer: PPA or Phenylpropanolamine

14. The poet said of her “'Twas Thirteen hundred twenty sev'n, the year, / April the sixth, this Nymph did first appear, / And tied me so, I ne'er shall Freedom get.”  She is believed to be an ideal creation of the poet destined to stimulate the poet’s muse; a personification of virtue, science, or philosophies; or a pseudonym for the Virgin Mary.  FTP name this woman, the love of Petrarch.

Answer: Laura

15. He once said, "I would like to put out an album with absolutely no notes. Just the titles of the songs and the personnel. By this point I don't know what can be said in words about what I'm doing. Let the music speak for itself." He reintroduced the use of the soprano sax into jazz with his album My Favorite Things.  FTP name this jazz artist known for the album A Love Supreme.

Answer: John Coltrane

16. Article IV (four) called for two commissioners to resolve claims of islands in the Bay of Passamaquoddy.  Article VII (seven) had the same two commissioners set the border at between Lake Huron and Lake Superior, to the most northwestern point of the Lake of the Woods.  FTP name this treaty that also ended the War of 1812.

Answer: Treaty of Ghent

17. If an object is placed in water the buoyant force of the water will cause the weight to decrease. The greater the volume of the object then the more the weight would decrease.  The density could be found from the weight and its weight loss in water.  FTP this describes what physical principle named after its discoverer who screamed “eureka” upon realizing it.

Answer: Archimedes Principle

18. “Birth and sex and death are the natural, inevitable structure of existence, of an existence in which they expect their youngest children to share.”  It describes the difference between adolescence in America and in the titular country.  FTP, name this book by Margaret Mead.

Answer: Coming of Age in Samoa

19. The same coin made of gold or silver would still be legally worth its stated.  If the material that the coin is made of is worth more than its legal tender people would keep the more valuable coin, and the people would use the coin made of lesser value.  FTP this describes what law first summarized as “bad money drives out good money.”

Answer. Gresham’s Law

20. New cellular phones are being designed to handle it.  80% of those online between the ages of 13 and 18 use it. There has been much talk of making all of the current systems compatible but dissension still remains between AOL who has 90% of the market share and others such as Yahoo! and Microsoft.  FTP, identify this communication medium whose logo in AOL is a running yellow man.

Answer: Instant message, messaging, or messenger (prompt on IM) accept an (AOL…)

21. First observed in 1965 when the then Fairchild Semiconductor's R&D director, reluctantly predicted the expected increase in the power of integrated circuits over 10 years. Its observer now predicts that the rate the law states will decrease within about 10 years, because of limits in optical lithography.  FTP what is this law that states the processing power of a computer will double every 18 months?

Answer: Moore’s Law

22. The Angel Gibreel, Mahound, Ellowen Deeowen, Ayesha, A City Visible but Unseen, Return to Jahilia, The Angel Azraeel, The parting of the Arabaian Sea, and The Wonderful Lamp are all chapters from this book.  It tells the story of two Indian, Gibreel and Saladin, that survive a jet crash and undergo metamorphoses.  FTP identify this infamous book by Salman Rushdie.

Answer: The Satanic Verses

23. It is 205 miles south of the equator.  It is divided into five distinct climate zones.  It is made of three volcanoes: Kibo, Mawenzi, and Shira.  Hemingway wrote that part of it is called “Maasai Ngaje Nagae” which translates as “The house of god.”  FTP identify this highest mountain in Africa.

Answer:  Mt. Kilimanjaro

TB: Humuyan and Jahangir were its second and fourth rulers respectively.  It had a capital at Din Panah.  It was established in 1526, when Lodi was defeated at Panipat by Babar.  After 1707 it was broken up into many “successor states.”  FTP name this empire ruled by Akbar and had its main capital at Delhi.
