10: An army officer known as “Old Fuss and Feathers,” he held the rank of general during the War of 1812, the Mexican-American War, and the American Civil War.

Answer: Winfield Scott
2) Identify the following characters from Macbeth, 10 points each. 

1. The man whose descendants will rule Scotland as prophesized by the witches; he is killed by Macbeth. 

Answer: Banquo

2. King of Scotland also killed by Macbeth. His death allows Macbeth to take the throne. 

Answer: Duncan

3. The eldest son of Duncan, he and Macduff bring 10,000 soldiers to attack Macbeth.  In the end, he is crowned as the rightful king.

Answer: Malcolm

3) Answer the following concerning the first battery FTPE.

1. Italian physicist whose 1800 invention of the electric battery provided the first source of continuous current.

Answer: Alessandro Volta
2. The term for either of the two terminals of a battery, which conduct current into and out of the medium.

Answer: Electrode  (do not accept: anode or cathode)

3. The SI unit of electromotive force was named the volt, in honor of Volta. The volt is defined as the ratio of two other units both named after people.  Name them, for five points each. 

Answer: Joule and Coulomb
