 1. Located at the lower center, a small dog in this 1434 Jan Van Eyck work represents fidelity and domestic peace. 
Answer: The Arnolfini Wedding
2. A dog is located amongst the men of Captain Cocq's Company in this 1642 Rembrandt work that has recently undergone a thorough cleaning.
Answer: Night Watch or The Sortie of Captain Frans Banning Cocq's Company of the Civic Guard
(Note: As a result of the cleaning, the painting seems not to deserve its best known name)

3) Identify the following about the day John F. Kennedy was assassinated, for ten points each.

1. Give the month, day, and year of the assassination.

Answer: November 22, 1963

2. Name the author of Brave New World who died the same day.

Answer: Aldous Huxley
3. The author of The Screwtape Letters and A Grief Observed also passed away that day.  Name him.

Answer: C.S. Lewis
4) 30-20-10: Name the man.

30: He was a writer for the New York Tribune and held various European diplomatic posts including British ambassador under William McKinley.

20: He took part in the Paris Peace negotiations in 1898 and was instrumental in gaining control of the Philippines and the Panama Canal Zone. 

10: As Secretary of State under McKinley, he became famous for instituting the Open Door Policy with China

Answer: John Hay
5) FTPE, identify which of the fundamental force in physics that is described by each of the following.

1. It holds the nucleus of atoms together, overcoming the repulsive forces of multiple positive charges over small distances

Answer:  strong nuclear force  (prompt on "nuclear force")

2. It is the weakest of the four fundamental forces but can act over extremely long distances

Answer:  gravity  (accept equivalents)  

3. It is exchanged through W and Z boson particles and is responsible for radioactive beta decay

Answer:  weak nuclear force (prompt on "nuclear force", accept: weak force or electro-weak force)

Answer: Age of Johnson
9) The Intel Corporation is unique in that it is one of two companies to be included in both the Dow and Nasdaq averages.  FTPE:

1. Intel had a stock split earlier this summer.  If you owned 100 shares before the split, how many would you own afterward?

Answer: 200 (Moderator’s note: it was a 2 for 1 split) 

2. On September 21, Intel warned it would miss its earning estimates for the quarter prompting a major drop in the stock price.  Within 5%, what was the percentage drop of Intel's share price from closing on September 21 to opening on September 22?

Answer: 24% (accept 19% to 29%)

3. The sell off was spawned not only by the earnings warning, but also on fears that it was losing market share to what competitor, based in Sunnyvale, California.

Answer: AMD or Advanced Micro Devices

10) Given a city's former name and a clue, identify it, FTPE. 

1. Formerly known as Fort Pontchartrain, it is located juxtaposed to the Canadian city of Windsor

Answer: Detroit 

2. Formerly known as Fort Prudhomme, it is located across the Mississippi River from its western namesake in Arkansas.

Answer: Memphis

3. Formerly known as Fort Orange, It is located in the heart of a metropolitan area that includes Troy and Schenectady.

Answer: Albany
