1. Buddha's birthday in Japan, Napoleon's first abdication, Franklin D. Roosevelt's death, the signing of the Edict of Nantes (*), Abraham Lincoln's assassination and General Lee's surrender to General Grant all occurred in, FTP, what month whose first day is called Fool's Day? 

Answer:  April
2. At 6'2", she was the tallest woman ever to win at Wimbledon.  Following a victory in the US Open, she earned the number one ranking in October (*) 1998, ending Martina Hingis's streak at 80 weeks at the top.  FTP, name this winner of the 1999 Wimbledon Championships and Atlanta gold-medallist, the first American since Chris Evert to hold the number one ranking. 

Answer:  Lindsay Davenport

3. Pencil and paper ready.  Farmer Brown wishes to enclose his garden with fencing in the shape of a right triangle.  Two legs of the triangle will require 12 feet and 5 feet. (*)  How many total feet of fencing material does Farmer Brown need?  You have ten seconds.


Answer: 30 feet  (Sides are 5, 12, and 13 feet)
4. It was founded in 1932 when Godtfred Kirk Christiansen began selling stepladders and ironing boards. In Latin, its name means "I study" or (*) "I put together," while in Danish, its name means "play well."  For ten points, name this Danish corporation whose product lines include Technic and Duplo. 

Answer:  Lego 

5. Some of the earliest recorded information in this field is found in the works of Georgius Agricola.  Nicolaus Steno was its leading figure in the 16th century, and the 18th century saw the controversy between the Neptunists and the (*) Plutonists.  FTP, identify this science that also involves the concepts of uniformitarianism, stratigraphy, and plate tectonics. 

Answer:  geology
6. She has been outsold only by the Bible and Shakespeare and has sold over 2 billion books worldwide. She also holds claim to being the author of the longest running play in history (*), "The Mousetrap".  Name,  FTP, this creator of Jane Marple and Hercule Poirot. 

Answer:  Dame Agatha Christie
7. The court watchmaker for Rudolph II calculated the first tables of these for integers.  Developed by (*) Napier, the concept allows for the transformation of multiplication into addition or subtraction.  FTP identify this mathematical operation which, given a resultant and base, returns an exponent. 

Answer:  logarithm
8. Located on the Pegnitz River, it is the second largest city in the state of Bavaria. In the 1930s the city became a center of the Nazi Party and in 1935 (*) gave its name to a series of anti-Semitic decrees.  FTP identify this German city, the site of the War Crimes Tribunal, convened following World War II.

Answer:  Nuremburg
9. Breaking the English tradition of marrying foreign royalty, the second son of King George V married her and later became king upon the abdication of Edward VIII. (*) Mother of princess Margaret and Queen Elizabeth II, FTP identify the admired royal who celebrated her 100th birthday in August. 

Answer: Queen Mother (ACCEPT: Queen Mum  PROMPT: Elizabeth Windsor)

10. Written in two parts in 1678 and 1684, the author claimed to have been inspired by a dream of the main character weeping and wondering how to avoid destruction.  The action centers on a journey to the (*) Celestial City and involves characters such as Evangelist, Prudences, Charity, Hopeful, and Christian.  FTP identify this allegory by John Bunyan. 

Answer:  Pilgrim's Progress
11. Raised in the country by his mother, he slew three famous bandits on his way to meet his father in Athens.  (*) With his best friend Piritheus, he was captured by Hades but rescued by his cousin Hercules.  FTP, name this important mythological figure, husband of Antiope and Phaedra, son of King Aegeus, slayer of the Minotaur, and king of Athens. 

Answer:  Theseus
12.  Its second largest city is Porto while its autonomous regions include Madeira and Macao. Its former colonies include Mozambique (*), Angola, and Brazil. This is, FTP, which Iberian Peninsula nation whose largest city and capital is Lisbon?

Answer:  Portugal

13. Choosing Nashville to launch his acting career, his break came with a role in the variety series "Johnny Cash and Friends." Most well known for portraying a (*) dimwitted southerner, he went on to star in 12 Disney features. FTP identify this actor who passed away in 2000 and portrayed Earnest P. Worrell. 

Answer:  Jim Varney
14. In this election year the Republican party was split into two factions, the Stalwarts and the Half-Breeds. The popular vote was virtually even and the Democratic candidate fell one electoral vote short of the White House (*). The deadlock was finally settled by an agreement to give the election to the Republican candidate and to end Reconstruction.  FTP identify this year which saw Samuel J Tilden lose to Rutherford B Hayes. 

Answer:  1876
15. He became a member of the Academy at 17, and later founded a group called the Peripetics at the Lyceum.  He also served as tutor to the prince of (*) Macedonia.  FTP identify this student of Plato and teacher of Alexander the Great. 

Answer:  Aristotle
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16. He was appointed Andrew Jackson's second attorney general, but when Jackson later attempted to make him secretary of the treasury, he became the first cabinet nominee to be rejected by the Senate. Three years later, despite the opposition of Henry Clay and Daniel Webster, he was accepted as (*) John Marshall's successor on the Supreme Court.  FTP, name this controversial chief justice who wrote the majority opinion in the  Dred Scott decision.

Answer:  Roger Taney (pronounced: Taw-ney)
17. Captain Kidd and his crew landed on Sullivan's Island.  Kidd, accompanied by one of his crewmen, decided to bury his treasure there.  After completing the task, Kidd killed his crewman and hung his skull from a tree branch directly above the treasure.  Some years later, the treasure was rediscovered by William (*) Legrand, his aged black servant Jupiter, and a nameless narrator.  FTP, identify this 1843 short story by Edgar Allan Poe.

Answer:  The Gold Bug

18. The only probe to explore this planet was a fly-by of Mariner 10 in 1974.  The most impressive feature seen by Mariner was the Caloris basin, a large impact crater surrounded by a ring of mountains. Having an iron core and no atmosphere, the planet's period of revolution (*) -- only 88 Earth days -- is the shortest among the planets. FTP identify this innermost planet of the solar system.  

Answer:  Mercury
19. Herodotus called him Min and reported that he reigned for sixty-two years before being killed by a hippopotamus. Another historian claims he was called Narmer, a fact supported by the portrayal in art  of Narmer in Slate wearing two crowns (*).  FTP identify this ancient king of Egypt, credited with the founding of Memphis and the unification of Upper and Lower Egypt.  

Answer:  Menes

20.  Carbohydrates with one take the -yne ending, as in ethyne, while they also are present in both carbon monoxide and molecular (*) nitrogen.  It forms a 180 degree bonding angle and consists of one sigma bond and two pi bonds.  FTP identify this type of covalent bond in which six electrons are shared.  

Answer:  triple bond (prompt on early covalent bond)
21.  His lesser-known name also identifies a 20th century American politician. This bandleader began studying piano from age seven and was influenced by ragtime pianists.  At 18 he devoted himself to (*) jazz, and was one of the founders of big-band jazz, and one of the forerunners of swing.  With larger works such as Black, Brown, and Beige and songs such as "Take the 'A' Train" this is, FTP, what "Duke" of Jazz?  

Answer:  Edward Kennedy "Duke" Ellington
22. Bigger Thomas lived in its slums.  Jurgis Rudkus worked in its stockyards.  Augie March lived in one of its lower-class Jewish neighborhoods (*).  FTP, identify this city, which has served as a major setting for numerous American literary works, including The Adventures of Augie March, Native Son, and The Jungle. 

Answer:  Chicago
23. The red cross on the artist's breast, a symbol of the royal order of Santiago, was painted after the artist's death, by order of the king.  Along with the artist, the painting depicts a conversation, a sleepy dog, a court official, a mirrored view of the king and queen and 5 year old Princess (*) Margarita and her attendants. FTP identify this 1651 work by Diego Velazquez. 

Answer:  Maids of Honor (Accept: Las Meninas)

24. Pencil and paper ready.  Given that there are eight bits in a byte and that there are 1024 bytes in each kilobyte, find the number of bits in 10 kilobytes. (*) You have 10 seconds.

Answer: 81,920 bits

(10 KB * 1024 bytes/KB = 10240 bytes * 8 bits/byte = 81920 bits
25. Though icebound for four months each year, it is deep enough for commercial navigation.  Approximately 435 square miles in area, it is drained by the Richelieu River. (*)  FTP, name this leisure center on the border between New York and Vermont, which was once, considered the sixth Great Lake. 

Answer:  Lake Champlain
OT She was the only true virgin on Olympus, and when Priapus tried to chase her, the braying of a donkey alerted her in time to get away safely.  The eldest child of Cronus and Rhea, she invented the art of (*) house building, and solemn oaths and prayers before dinner were made in her name.  FTP, name this goddess of domesticity and the hearth. 

Answer:  Hestia (or Vesta)
