Round I: 
1. It began in 1950 and has been in more than 2,600 newspapers in 75 countries. Originally called (*) "Lil Folks," the strip featured an array of characters including Rerun, Franklin, and Woodstock.  FTP name this comic strip, retired this past year due to the illness and death of its creator, Charles Schultz. 

Answer:  Peanuts
2. A member the genus Helianthus, one of its species, the Jerusalem artichoke, is cultivated for its edible underground tubers.  Native primarily to North and South America, its leaves are used as fodder, its seeds contain (*) oil used for food, and its flowers yield a yellow dye.  FTP identify this popular flower, the state flower of Kansas. 

Answer:  sunflower
3. A member of the bast group, it was used for original copies of the Constitution and the Declaration of Independence and George Washington said that the fiber should be grown everywhere (*). Now illegal in most jurisdictions, FTP, identify this plant sometimes grown to harvest marijuana. 

Answer:  hemp

4. From 1863 to 1870 J.D. Rockefeller organized a series of partnerships (*) in Cleveland and New Jersey, and eventually Rockefeller controlled 90% of the oil refining capacity in America. Using the Sherman Anti-trust Act, in 1911 the Supreme Court split the company into 33 pieces.  FTP identify this Trust which was later renamed Exxon.

Answer:  Standard Oil
5. Written in 1831 and set in medieval times, its main characters include Captain Phoebus and Claude Frollo.  Frollo is an evil archdeacon who loves the heroine, but the heroine loves Phoebus and is denounced as a witch. Set in a (*) Paris cathedral and featuring Esmerelda the gypsy girl, FTP, identify this Victor Hugo classic, which was made into a Disney movie.

Answer:  Hunchback of Notre Dame
6. Playing in the Arena Football League, he led the Iowa Barnstormers to two straight Arena Bowl appearances. (*) Playing in 1998 for the Amsterdam Admirals in NFL Europe, he joined the NFL the next year and became a starter when Trent Green suffered a season-ending injury.  FTP name this quarterback who led the St. Louis Rams to victory in Super Bowl Thirty-Four. 

Answer:  Kurt Warner
7. They are prokaryotic and accordingly lack a definite nucleus and membrane-bound organelles.  Reproducing principally by transverse binary fission, the kingdom includes two phylums: Schizomycetes and Cyanophyta (*). FTP identify this taxonomic kingdom into which bacteria and blue-green algae are classified. 

Answer:  Monera
8. One of the great organ masters of the generation before Bach, he held posts as organist in Vienna, Stuttgart, and other cities. His most important work is probably his (*) Choral Preludes, while his most popular was written for three violins and continuo.  FTP identify this composer of Canon in D Major. 

Answer:  Johann Pachelbel 
9. It can be divided into two regions: the Western Plateau and the Northern Plains. It includes three mountain ranges --the Macdonnell, Musgrave, and Petermann -- and two of its major economic activities are the mining of opals and oil.  (*)  Including four major deserts -- the Tanami, Gibson, Great Victoria, and Great Sandy. FTP identify this arid inland area of the Australian continent. 

Answer:  Outback (prompt: Australia) 

10. Pencil and paper ready.  What is the sum, in base ten, of the binary numbers 110 (read: one-one-zero) and 11 (read: one-one)? (*)  You have ten seconds.


Answer: 9
(1102 + 112 = 10012 , = 1*23 + 1*20 = 8+1 = 9)
11. First appearing in Hulk #181, he was a veteran of World War II before joining the CIA and unwillingly becoming a part of the experimental Weapons X program. Leaving this program at the invitation of Charles Xavier, (*) he joined the X-men.  FTP identify this comic book hero, also known as Logan, who shares his name with the mascot of the University of Michigan. 

Answer:  Wolverine
12. Its zenith is surrounded by smaller peaks called Big Lizard, Sugar Bowl, Dog's Head, Ape Glacier, and Shoestring Glacier.  Located in the Cascade Range, it was last (*) active in 1860, and was therefore thought to be dormant until 1980.  FTP, name this volcano in southwest Washington that erupted on May 18, 1980 killing more than 60 people and devastating the surrounding wilderness. 

Answer:  Mount Saint Helens
13. An organic compound, they are considered derivatives of water in which an alkyl group has replaced one of the hydrogen atoms.  They are characterized by one or more (*) hydroxyl groups attached to a hydrocarbon chain.  FTP identify this class of compounds whose members include methanol and ethanol. 

Answer:  alcohol

14. This nation is stricken with an AIDS epidemic, 20% of its adult population, 12% of the world's total cases, has the disease. The host of the 13th annual AIDS conference, its president (*) Thabo Mbeki opened the conference maintaining that AIDS is not caused by HIV. FTP identify this sub-Saharan country whose life expectancy will drop to 35 by 2010 if nothing is done to curtail of the epidemic. 

Answer: South Africa
15. An 1842 short story, its main character is condemned to death by torture.  After falling into one of the two objects mentioned in the title (*), he escapes from the other, which is suspended above him, by enticing a rat to gnaw through the rope holding it.  FTP, identify this work about a victim of the Spanish Inquisition, written by Edgar Allan Poe.  

Answer:  "The Pit and the Pendulum"

Round III: 

16. Written chiefly in the form of diaries and journals kept by Jonathan Harker, (*) Mina Harker,  Dr. Seward, and Lucy Westenra, its title character may have been based on the 15th century Wallachian prince named "Tepes" or "Impaler." The 1897 masterpiece of an (*) Irish drama critic, FTP, identify this novel centering on a Transylvanian vampire.  

Answer:  Dracula

17. Pencil and paper ready.  Find, in terms of pi, the volume of a right circular cone with a radius of 15 centimeters and a height of 30 centimeters. (*)  You have 10 seconds.

Answer: 2250*pi cubic centimeters

18. According to monetarists, it can be calculated by multiplying the money supply and its velocity.  It can also be calculated as the sum of all (*) consumer spending, government spending, net foreign spending, and business capital investment minus depreciation.  It is numerically equal to aggregate demand. FTP, name this measure of economic production, most often defined as the market value of all final goods and services produced in a nation in a given year.

Answer:  Gross Domestic Product   (prompt: aggregate demand)

19. Attainable by a proper cut of the Klein bottle, this topological figure is of interest for its unique properties, such as having only one side and remaining in one piece when split down the middle (*). FTP identify this figure that can be constructed by affixing the ends of a rectangular strip after first giving one of the ends a half twist. 

Answer:  Möbius strip  (prompt on just Möbius)  

20. According to this book, a group of Hebrews led by the prophet Lehi migrated to America.  They split into two groups.  One, the Lamanites, forgot their beliefs, became heathens, and were the ancestors of the (*) American Indians.  The other, the Nephites, were taught by Jesus and developed culturally but were eventually destroyed by the Lamanites.  FTP identify the religious scripture, said to have been given by the Angel Moroni on gold plates to Joseph Smith.  

Answer:  Book of Mormon
21. Claggart makes a false accusation against the title character, who then accidentally kills the satantic master-at-arms.  Faced with the possibility of mutiny (*), Captain Vere reluctantly sentences him to hang.  FTP, name this novel, the last written by Herman Melville.  

Answer:  Billy Budd, Foretopman
22. Created as a tribute to his benefactors, the painting depicts three generations of the Medici.  The theme was in fact a favorite of the Florentine family as its members routinely participated in pageants commemorating the feast of the (*) Epiphany.  FTP identify this work of Sandro Botticelli which depicts three kings visiting the newborn Christ. 

Answer:  Adoration of the Magi
23. In 1994 the Hubble Space Telescope provided conclusive evidence (*) of one's existence at the center of the M87 galaxy.  Details of their structure can be calculated from the general theory of relativity. Its center is called a singularity and its surface the event horizon.  FTP identify this cosmic body formed from the death of a star, from which nothing, not even light, can escape.  

Answer:  Black Hole
24. Although no traces of it have been found, a German archaeologist has uncovered a series of vaults in Babylon that were possibly used in its construction.  Most likely laid out on a series of ziggurat terraces and (*) irrigated by the Euphrates, it was built either by Queen Samu-ramat or King Nebuchadnezzar II. FTP identify this Ancient Wonder of the World.  

Answer:  Hanging Gardens of Babylon
25. The Paris International Exposition was opened by President Loubet.  King Humbert was assassinated.  Queen Victoria visited Ireland.  The Earl of Hopetown was appointed the first governor-general of Australia, which was to become independent January 1 of the following year (*).  FTP, identify this year, in which, in a rematch of the presidential election four years earlier, William Jennings Bryan was again defeated by William McKinley.

Answer:  1900
OT The men of John Neville, a Pennsylvania tax collector, killed one of the locals, and the next day one of Neville's men was shot, and a national crisis resulted. Eventually quashed by (*) George Washington, the primary cause of the incident was Alexander Hamilton's excise tax. FTP identify this 1794 liquor revolt, the young nation's first opportunity to establish federal authority by military means within state boundaries.

Answer:  Whiskey Rebellion
