Round I: 
1. First organized as a group by George Ripley, its members included Branson Alcott and Margaret Fuller (*). A summary of its beliefs is found in an essay entitled "Nature" and can be stated, "Man's world is a microcosm of the universe." FTP, identify this 19th Century New England reaction against Rationalism whose members included Henry David Thoreau and Ralph Waldo Emerson.  

Answer: Transcendentalism
2. Its translated opening is "like the moon.... you are changeable, ever waxing and waning." Taken from a 13th-century German manuscript of religious, political, moral, and erotic poetry, it was written as a cantata (*) but did not use the manuscripts melodies. Premiering in Frankfurt in 1937, this work in three sections with prologue and finale is --FTP-- which popular opera including the section “O Fortuna!” and composed by Carl Orff. 

Answer: Carmina Burana
3. Officially created in 1970 by the RICO statute, it was placed under the direction of the US Marshals. Unofficially it was first used in a 1962 case in which mob hit (*) man Joe Valanchi provided US Attorney’s their first in-depth description of organized crime. FTP identify this federal program which provides high profile witnesses new identities and locations. 


Answer: Witness Protection Program
4. In December 1999, the New York Times ran an obituary for this man, but he is certainly not dead. He can no longer be seen on television (*), however, after he walked off his Fox News Channel show in November 1999 because editors would not let him show a picture of a fetus. FTP, name this Internet "citizen-reporter" famous for braking the Monica Lewinski scandal. 

Answer:  Matt Drudge
5. The lake's principal tributaries rivers are the Detroit, Huron, Raisin, and Cuyuga while its major ports include Cleveland, Toledo, and (*) Buffalo. It was the site of a pivotal War of 1812 battle also known as Put-in-Bay.  FTP, name this fourth-largest and famously polluted Great Lake. 

Answer: Lake Erie
6. Based on classical legend and written in 1913, its most popular version became a musical in 1956.  Featuring a phonetics teacher named Henry (*) Higgins as protagonist; it also features his student, Eliza Doolittle, who is transformed into an eloquent woman and falls in love with Higgins. FTP, identify this George Bernard Shaw drama, successfully made into the musical My Fair Lady.  

Answer: Pygmalion
7. Pencil and paper ready.  How many different ways are there to select one 4-member quiz bowl team from 6 total (*) students? You have 10 seconds. 

 

Answer:  15     

(Combinations: 6 choose 4 = 6! / (4!* 2!) = (6*5)/2 = 15)
8. Located across the street from its predecessor, this baseball stadium is set to open in 2001, one year later (*) than its projected completion date, due to a fatal construction accident. The replacement of County Stadium, this is -FTP – which stadium, the future home of the Milwaukee Brewers, named for a brand of a popular Milwaukee product. 

Answer: Miller Park

9. Consisting of an anterior and posterior lobe, the anterior lobe consists of five unique types of cells, each of which secretes a different (*) hormone, while the posterior lobe is a storage site only. Responsible for the production of: PRL, LH, TSH, ACTH, and GH, FTP identify this regulatory gland of the human body located at the base of the brain. 

Answer: Pituitary Gland
10. Born in a log cabin, he helped win constitutional ratification in Virginia as a member of the state convention. Appointed ambassador to France, he refused to take part in the XYZ affair. (*) 

Later appointed to the Supreme Court, he helped establish the doctrines of Implied Power and Judicial Review. FTP, identify this Supreme Court justice, the 4th and longest serving Chief Justice. 

Answer: John Marshall
11. In 1986, Berkeley's Kenneth Ribet showed that it followed directly from the Taniyama-Shimura Conjecture.  In 1993, Princeton's Andrew (*) Wiles outlined a proof of the conjecture, setting the stage for the theorem’s proof.  FTP, give the common name of the theorem that states:  For no positive integers, x, y, z, and n greater than 2 does x to the n plus y to the n equal z to the n (xn + yn = zn).

Answer: Fermat's Last Theorem

12. First established as a standing committee in 1816, its current members include Democrats Christopher Dodd and Joseph Biden and Republicans Richard Lugar and (*) Jesse Helms. Its six sub-committees include European affairs and international operations. FTP, identify this Senate committee that has been recently debating trade relations with China. 

Answer: Foreign Relations 

13. According to one story, he died on the orders of Caligula. Another says that he and his wife Procla became converts to Christianity, both of them becoming saints in the Ethiopian Orthodox Church. (*) FTP, name this governor of Judea at the time of the crucifixion of Christ. 

Answer:  Pontius Pilate
14. He is the only noble character in Shakespeare's Troilus and Cressida while in most classical works he is not presented so highly. Perhaps most famously portrayed as the hero Leopold (*) Bloom in a James Joyce novel which shares a form of his name, this is --FTP-- which famous king of Ithaca and hero of Greek mythology.  

Answer: Odysseus (accept: Ulysses)

15. Next year's most hotly anticipated sequel, its screenplay was written by dramatist David Mamet and Ridley Scott will direct it. Set in Florence, Mason Verger, left disfigured and confined to life-support by the title (*) character, seeks revenge through Clarice Starling. FTP, identify this movie based on a Thomas Harris novel, the sequel to Silence of the Lambs. 

Answer: Hannibal
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16. The statement originated out of a suggestion by George Canning, foreign secretary of Great Britain, that Britain and the U.S. issue a joint warning to the Quadruple Alliance.  Secretary of State John Quincy Adams (*) did not like the idea but penned the statement anyway. FTP, name this 1823 work that declared that the U.S. would not let Europe politically interfere in the Western Hemisphere.

Answer:  Monroe Doctrine
17. Discovered by Michael Faraday in 1825, it received its name twenty years later. Chiefly obtained from coke-oven gas, it is highly toxic (*) and long exposure may cause leukemia. FTP, identify this fundamental aromatic hydrocarbon with formula C6H6.

Answer: Benzene
18. It had Bohemian, Palatinate, Danish, Swedish, and French phases, and broke the power of the Hapsburg Holy Roman Empire. (*)  It saw the deaths of Tilly at the Battle of Lech and of Gustavus Adolphus at Lützen as well as the assassination of Wallenstein in 1634. FTP, identify this war which began after the Defenestration of Prague in 1618 and ended with the Treaty of Westphalia in 1648.  

Answer: Thirty Years' War

19. Founded in 1875, this university's Marriott Business School and J. Reuben Clark Law School are ranked in the top 50 nationwide - but its coffeehouses are sadly lacking.  The Honor Code (*) Office punishes substance abuse, alcohol consumption, and other misdeeds - as The Real World's Julie Stoffer learned the hard way.  FTP, identify this school located in Provo, Utah. 

Answer: Brigham Young University (accept: BYU)

20. An example of its author's mastery of  "analytic exposition," characters in this 1879 drama include Helene, Nils Krogstad, and Doctor Rank, but the action centers on Torvald (*) Helmer and his "little lark" of a wife. FTP, name this Henrik Ibsen play, which ends with Nora casting off her husband's condescension by slamming a door. 

Answer: A Doll's House
21. Pencil and paper ready. Faucet 1 fills up a container of volume 60 gallons in 15 minutes, while faucet 2 fills the same container in 10 minutes. If both faucets operate together, (*) FTP, how long will the container take to fill?  You have ten seconds.


Answer:  6 minutes (prompt for units) 

(Faucet 1 fills at 4 gal/min, Faucet 2 at 6 gal/min, so together they fill 10 gal/min, so it takes 6 minutes to fill 60 gallons)
22. A metal isolated by Sir Humphrey Davy in 1808, it is an ingredient in red (*) signal flares and is the principal health hazard in radioactive fallout. Resembling barium and calcium, it does not occur freely in nature and must be stored in kerosene. FTP, identify this malleable and ductile metal, an alkaline-earth metals with atomic number 38 and symbol Sr.  

Answer: Strontium
23. Early in his career, he wrote his first successful book, Indian Currency and Finance, in 1913.  In opposition to the Treaty of Versailles, he wrote The Economic Consequences (*) of the Peace. In 1936, he created his most famous work, The General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money.  FTP, name this economist, whose deficit spending theories supported FDR's New Deal programs.

Answer:  John Maynard Keynes
24. Formed by expansion from a fluid-filled cavity, the initial deposit forms from a silica gel (*) that isolates the salt solution. If the surrounding water becomes less saline, osmosis brings the salinity into equilibrium, and the internal pressure increases allowing dehydration and crystallization of the silica gel. Found in limestone, this is 
- FTP - what type of hollow mineral bodies often containing crystallized quartz. 

Answer: Geode
25. His name was derived from his elder brother Giovanni, who was called "The Little Barrel." He schooled under Fra Lippo Lippi, whose Gothic delicacy he retained in rendering narrative (*) texts. FTP, name this Florentine painter, best known for his works "Primavera" and "The Birth of Venus." 

Answer: Sandro Botticelli
OT. In 1802, he became the governor of Indiana Territory, and he attempted to carry out Jefferson's policy of Indian removal.  The angry Shawnees retaliated in 1811 at the Battle (*) of Tippecanoe.  At this battle, he defeated Tecumseh's forces, and he capitalized on the victory in his 1840 election slogan, "Tippecanoe and Tyler too."  FTP, name this 9th US President. 

Answer:  William Henry Harrison
