Round I: 
1. The Oregon, Sacramento, San Juan, Black, and Sangre de Cristo Mountain Ranges, and Wheeler and Sierra Blanca Peaks are located in this state. Its national monuments include El Malpais (*), Gila Cliff Dwellings, Bandelier, Petroglyph, and White Sands.  FTP, name this western state, which is cut roughly in half by the Rio Grande. 

Answer:  New Mexico
2. He was a good friend of Nikolay Rimsky-Korsakov, who revised much of his music after his death.  His most revered work is an opera based on Aleksander Pushkin's play Boris (*) Godunov, but he is also well known for his Night on Bald Mountain and the Ravel-orchestrated Pictures at an Exhibition.  FTP, name this 19th century Russian composer.

Answer:  Modest Mussorgsky
3. Since its introduction in late 1996, it has included works by Sue Miller, Wally Lamb, Bill Cosby, Maeve Binchy, Isabel Allende, Toni Morrison, (*) and Maya Angelou. FTP, name this nearly monthly-updated collection of literary works recommended by the founder of the for-women-by-women O Magazine and host of an influential afternoon talk show. 

Answer: Oprah’s Book Club
4. Unlike Euclidean dimension this geometry applies non-integral dimensionality. Principally applied to physical systems with random features, perhaps its most distinguishing characteristic is self (*)-similarity. FTP, name this geometry first introduced in 1975 by IBM researcher Benoit Mandelbrot. 

Answer: Fractal Geometry

5. It was issued by the British Foreign Secretary in 1917 and led to the British mandate in (*) Palestine in 1922.  Although it did not advocate an independent Jewish state, it led to the recognition of Israel's independence in 1948.  FTP, identify this statement of support for a Jewish homeland in Palestine. 

Answer:  Balfour Declaration
6. The daughters of the group include Lena St. Clair, Waverly Jong, Rose Hsu Jordan, and Jing-Mei Woo.  When their mothers Ying-Ying (*), Lindo, An-mei, and Su Yuan join the girls to play mah-jongg and discuss growing up in China and life in general --FTP-- what title group, featured in an Amy Tan novel, is formed? 

Answer: The Joy Luck Club
7. It was patterned after the area around the author's hometown, and he used it as a microcosm to study moral, social, and economic life in that area. With its seat at Jefferson, (*) this is - FTP - which fictional Mississippi county featured in the works of William Faulkner.

Answer: Yoknapatawpha County

8. Dora was hysterical over an absurd marriage proposition by a neighbor.  Anne O. was falsely convinced that she was pregnant.  Rat Man was obsessed with suggestions of torture, while Wolf (*) Man could not overcome a childhood dream.  Most famously, Little Hans would not go outside because he was afraid a horse would bite him.  FTP, all of these people are examples of extreme cases treated by which Austrian psychoanalyst?

Answer:  Sigmund Freud
9. Invented in 1943 by Richard James, the prototype was blue-black Swedish steel and was sold for $1, but had little sales success. Discouraged, Richard left for Bolivia and joined a cult. Eventually the toy would become a classic, earning it a supporting role as a dog (*) in Toy Story. FTP, identify this toy now sold in silvery American metal and plastic, and often used for physics demonstrations.  

Answer: Slinky
10. Partially based on English chemist Sir Humphrey Davy, the novel in which he is the titular character was originally known as "The Modern (*) Prometheus," after one of the works of author's husband. The first Gothic novel -- FTP-- identify this protagonist of a Mary Shelley book.

Answer: Frankenstein
11. Pencil and paper ready.  Jack Billingham of Cincinnati holds the record for lowest career earned run average in the World Series. (*) If you do not remember what that ERA is, calculate it from the following information:  Billingham pitched 25 innings and allowed only one earned run.  Give your answer to the nearest hundredth.  You have ten seconds.


Answer:  0.36  

(1*9/25 = 0.36)
12. Named Sports Illustrated "Sportsman of the Year" in 1978, the magazine also named him Athlete of the Decade for the 1970's.  They had good reason.  He has almost 100 career victories (*) and was “player of the year” five times.  He shot a 51 over 9 holes at age 10 and went on to win 20 major championships. FTP, name this golfer known as the "Golden Bear." 

Answer:  Jack Nicklaus
13. Part of the Spanish viceroyalty of La Plata from 1776 until it gained independence in 1811, most of the population today is a mixture of Spanish and the native Guarani people.  Under Francisco Solano Lopez, the nation was laid to waste during the War of the Triple (*) Alliance, and half the population was killed.  FTP, name this South American nation, home to the Chaco Boreal and the cities of Encarnacion and Asuncion. 

Answer: Paraguay 
14. It is sometimes known by the abbreviation PTFE and is resistant to attack by almost all chemicals. Its physical properties also remain constant over a range of temperatures (*), which make it well suited for use in gaskets and bearings. FTP, give the commercial name of Poly-tetra-fluoro-ethylene, which is also used in non-stick cookware. 

Answer:  Teflon
15. Beginning approximately 360 million years ago, this fifth interval of the Paleozoic Era is divided into “upper” and “lower” subdivisions. Due to the creation of such mountain systems as the Rockies and the Urals, strata of the era (*) are well exposed.  It saw the creation of the majority of the earth's coal, and its name reflects this.  FTP, name this geologic era, named for the primary elemental constituent of this coal.  

Answer: Carboniferous
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16. Written as 3200 lines of alliterative verse, it was named for the nephew of King Hygelac of the Geats. (*) Hrothgar celebrates the protagonist along with 14 warriors at a mead hall feast on the day prior to a battle. FTP, identify this Middle English epic, in which the hero mames and kills the evil monster Grendel.  

Answer: Beowulf
17. The name's the same: The first was one of the signers of the Declaration of Independence, a speaker of the House of Burgesses, and a 3 term governor of Virginia. The second was the president who created the first "billion-dollar (*) Congress," and was the senior running mate of Levi P. Morton, although he is probably best known for signing the Sherman Antitrust Act.  FTP, give the common first and last names of these two relatives who share a surname with the president known as “Tippecanoe”.

Answer: Benjamin Harrison
18. This family of compounds is responsible for many fragrances.  Examples include methyl salicylate in wintergreen and ethyl butyrate in pineapples.  Other compounds can be polymerized to make such materials as Dacron, Mylar, (*) and Plexiglas.  FTP, name this common class of organic compounds, of the general form 
R-C-O-O-R' (read: R C O O R-prime), whose polymers were used to make a fabric popular in the 1970's.

Answer:  Esters (prompt on "polyester")

19. The Mayan's Chichen Itza resembles the architecture of this group whose capital was situated on a city called Tula or the "Place of the Reeds" and was located 60 miles north of Mexico City. The ruins of Tula, including a pyramid to the Aztec (*) god, Quetzalcaotl, suggesting that it is possible that Mexican tribes left it to found the Aztec culture. FTP, identify this Meso-American culture, the precursor of the Aztecs and the successors of the Olmecs.  

Answer: Toltecs
20. Two of its three largest American synods are named for the states in which they are headquartered.  The third, and largest, has recently signed the Joint Declaration on the (*) Doctrine of Justification with the Roman Catholic Church, and has entered into full communion with the Episcopal Church.  FTP, identify this protestant denomination, whose synods include the Wisconsin, Missouri, and the ELCA, and is named for a leading figure of the Reformation. 

Answer:  Lutheranism

21. Created on January 1, 1984 this group of seven companies was born as a result of a deal struck to settle a governmental anti-trust (*) suit against the seven's parent. Under the deal, Western Electric and Bell Labs remained a part of AT&T while Nynex, Ameritech, US West, and their 4 sisters became independent regional operations. FTP, identify the informal collective name of the group, legally relinquished by AT&T.  

Answer: Baby Bells (Prompt: on any form of “bell” not including “baby”; Do NOT prompt: on any form not including “bell”)

22. Henry V, after a successful but time-consuming siege of Harfleur, was returning to England through the French countryside towards Calais. On October 25, 1415 (*), French forces blocked the path of Henry and challenged him to battle.  Although outnumbering the enemy 4 to 1, the French lost 5000 men and --FTP-- which decisive battle of the Hundred Years' War? 

Answer: Battle of Agincourt
23. Pencil and paper ready.  The product of two integers is 120, their sum is 23, and their difference (*) is 7.  Determine the values of both numbers.  You have 10 seconds!

Answer: 8 and 15
(x+y = 23 and x-y = 7, so x = 7+y, 7+y+y = 23, y = 8, x = 7+8 = 15.  Not all the given information is needed to solve.)

24. Found at numerous locations, including its artist’s namesake museums in Philadelphia and Paris, this bronze work was originally intended as the upper centerpiece of a larger work entitled, The (*) Gates of Hell, which was never finished. However, various pieces were completed, including this one depicting a seated Dante, FTP identify this 1880 August Rodin work, referred to in French as "Le Penseur." 

Answer: The Thinker (accept: Le Penseur before given) 

25. First isolated in 1921 by Frederick G. Banting and Charles H. Best, it is a simple protein of two polypeptide chains of amino acids joined by disulfide linkages. Its action is opposed by epinephrine (*) and glucagon, and it is produced by pancreatic beta cells on the Islets of Langerhans. FTP, identify this hormone that regulates blood’s glucose, the lack of which is symptomatic of diabetes.  

Answer: Insulin
OT. Detected in the spectrum of a star in Andromeda, this element is the only rare earth element never detected on earth in its natural state.  Synthesized by neutron bombardment of neodymium-146, it is a member of the lanthanide (*) series with atomic number 61. FTP, identify this element whose name is derived from the mythological figure who stole fire from the heavens. 

Answer: Promethium
