Questions from numerous Penn Bowl contributors with help from Stephen Taylor

1. Comparing himself to Polonius, he says he too is an attendant lord, deferential, full of high sentence, but a bit obtuse, almost ridiculous.  He wears a rich and modest necktie asserted by a simple pin, but his arms and legs are thin.  He is no prophet, but he has seen his head brought in upon a platter and the moment of his greatness flicker.  FTP, name this literary lover who wonders, "Do I dare disturb the universe?"

Answer: J. Alfred Prufrock
2. During the French Revolution, it was used to conceal a wagonload of ammunition.  A lawyer then took it home and stored it in his attic for thirty years—a bit of a comedown for an item that used to be prominently displayed on feast days.  FTP, name this medieval work of art that tells the story of Harold Godwinson and was partly made to justify William the Conquerer's invasion of England.

Answer: Bayeux Tapestry
3.   This man may have traveled to India as an adolescent, going by the name Issa, to study Buddhism in a prominent monastery.  He has been likened to Socrates, as both preached a message deemed dangerous by the ruling class and whose works and philosophies survive thanks to a few devoted followers.  FTP identify this man, raised in Nazareth but born in Bethlehem, who George W. Bush recently identified as his favorite philosopher.

Answer: Jesus of Nazareth  (also accept Christ or Jesus Christ)

4.  It is used diagnostically in patients with gastric disturbances, because it stimulates the flow of gastric juices.  Found in minute qualities of ergot and putrefied meat products, it is synthesized in the basophil. It causes dilation of blood vessels, which explains why over 25 allergy drugs have been developed to combat it. For ten points, identify this compound which leads to swelling, inflammation, and extra production of mucus.

Answer:  Histamine
5. As a mathematician, he wrote about algebra and geometry.  As an astronomer, he worked to reform the calendar and helped bring about the Jalalian era.  And as a poet, he wrote a collection of quatrains that was translated in 1859 by Edward Fitzgerald.  FTP, name this author of the Rubaiyat.

Answer: Omar Khayyam
6. All cats have paws. Felix is a cat. Therefore, Felix has paws. This set of statements, moving from a major premise (All cats have paws) to a minor premise (Felix is a cat) and deriving a conclusion from the two (Felix has paws) is, FTP, called by what general term?

ANS: Syllogism
7. In what was perhaps the worst editing of a film ever, a movie theatre manager, in Seoul, South Korea, decided that the running time of this film was too long. He shortened it by cutting out all the songs, even “My Favorite Things” and “Do Re Mi”. FTP, name this 1965 Academy-Award Best Picture winner starring Julie Andrews as Maria, governess of the von Trapp family.

Answer: The Sound of Music
8. Her baby brother, Tommie, dies as a result of abusive, drunkard parents. Her brother, Jimmie, is a truck driver, while she works in a collar-and-cuff factory. Seduced by a bartender named Pete, she is disowned by her family and becomes a prostitute, before drowning herself. For ten points, name this “Girl of the Streets” in a Stephen Crane novel.

ANSWER: Maggie Johnson

9. Its main emphasis was on the employee’s right not to strike or join unions, with another focus on the rights of the employer to complain to the National Labor Relations Board. Naturally, the unions hated these provisions, which helps explain why Truman vetoed the act. FTP, name this 1947 law that Congress passed despite Truman’s veto.

Answer: Taft-Hartley Act

10. It consists of two types of conducting cells: smaller companion cells, which control the process, and larger sieve-tube elements, which are perforated by numerous pores through which dissolved materials can pass.  For ten points, identify the vascular tissue in plants that conducts sugars and other synthesized food materials from regions of manufacture to those of consumption and storage.

Answer:  Phloem

11. In maybe the most bizarre example ever of home-field advantage, Pima County made it unlawful for any visiting football team or player to transport or propel the football into, or otherwise score points in, this team’s end zone.  This fits the reputation of this PAC-10 school for its stingy defense in football -- a better rep than its basketball team’s penchant for early exits from the NCAA tournament, such as this year’s 2nd round loss to Wisconsin.  FTP name this university, home of the Wildcats.

Answer: University of Arizona (Do not accept Arizona State)

12.  The title character fears that her husband is untrue to her, and attempts to catch him in the act. However, she not only unwittingly discovers that the woman she had thought to be a harlot was in fact her own mother, but also nearly gets caught in the apartment of another man. FTP, identify this Oscar Wilde play in which the title character’s prize possession is almost her undoing.

Answer: Lady Windermere’s Fan
13.  This man recently composed a 58 page, handwritten, brief asking the 9th Circuit Federal Appeals Court to allow him to withdraw his earlier guilty verdict and stand trial.  Quite a gamble, as a trial could result in a trip to death row.  FTP, identify this Harvard-trained mathematician, universally known as the Unabomber.

Answer: Theodore Kaczynski  (prompt on an early Unabomber buzz)

14.  It probably would not have succeeded had Gerd von Rundstadt not decided to save his tanks for the next phase of his attack. That allowed the destroyers and a large percentage of all the privately owned small craft in Britain to race across the Channel. FTP, name the small French town from which almost 350,000 Allied troops were “miraculously” evacuated in late May of 1940.

ANSWER: Dunkerque or Dunkirk
15. Samar, Panay, Bohol, Negros, Mindoro, Leyte (lay-tee), Corregidor (core-reh-GUH-door), and Palawan are among over 7,100 islands that make up this country of about 65 million people, the second largest archipelago in the world. FTP, name this country presently helmed by Joseph Estrada, who predecessor was Fidel Ramos.

ANSWER: The Philippines
16. Based on a story by Jean Nicolas Bouilly, it underwent several revisions, including one by Von Bruening, before it finally reached the state that we know today.  It tells of Leonore, who, although her husband Florestan has been imprisoned and supposedly killed, is convinced that he is still alive.  She disguises herself and manages to make her way into the dungeon, expose a treasonous plot, and save her husband’s life.  FTP, name this opera, named both for the disguise and the faithfulness of Leonore, the only opera composed by Beethoven.

Answer:  _Fidelio_

17. Doped with three atoms of potassium it displays superconductive properties, and derivatives of it can be used to attack cancer.  Its molecules are large enough to contain one atom of every known element, and they are made by passing an electric arc between two carbon electrodes in a helium atmosphere.  FTP, identify this allotrope of carbon-60 named after the architect that designed the geodesic dome.

Answer: buckyball or buckminsterfullerene
18.  Chapter titles include "The Chapter of the Four Torches" and “The Chapter of Not Dying A Second Time in Khert-Neter.”   Also known as the Papyrus of Ani, it was written around 1240 B.C. and much of it is spoken by Osiris.  FTP, name this sacred Egyptian book, a collection of prayers and beliefs about the afterlife.

Answer: Book of the Dead
19. He served as the conservator of physics in the German Academy of Science from 1823 until his death three years later.  This optician instituted many improvements in the manufacture of optical glass and lens grinding.  He invented the spectroscope and developed the science of spectroscopy.  FTP, identify this German physicist whose name is better associated with the dark lines due to absorption in the solar spectrum.

Answer: Joseph von Fraunhofer
20.
After being repulsed at Quebec in 1775, this American general moved slowly back to Lake Champlain, where he created a small fleet. He then used this to deny the British access to the lake, keeping General Burgoyne’s men from penetrating south to Fort Ticonderoga. FTP, identify this American, best known for a deal he made with Major Andre about West Point.

Answer: Benedict Arnold
21.
This powder can be used as a fabric dye, as well as a spice in both savory and succulent dishes. Although legend has it that this powder costs more than its weight in gold, it can be purchased for about thirty dollars an ounce these days. FTP, name this powder created by grinding up the stigmas of crocuses.

ANSWER:  Saffron  

22. He made a name for himself with writings on electoral reform and government administration before being elected to the Chamber of Deputies in 1897.  From 1903-05 he served as minister of education and from 1907-09 as minister of justice, resuming that portfolio in 1914.  FTP, name this man who became Prime Minister in October of 1917 and represented Italy at the Versailles Peace Conference.

Answer:  Vittorio Orlando 
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1. FTPE, give the name of the common plastic based on its abbreviation and clues.

A. A clear, rigid plastic, it is brittle and can crack easily.  It has good chemical resistance, but none to oxygen or moisture.  Its abbreviation is PS.

Answer: Polystyrene
B. An easily molded plastic, it has decent chemical and moisture resistance.  Usually clear, it can be made in many colors.  Its abbreviation is PP.

Answer: Polypropylene
C. This plastic is used for strength, impact resistance, clarity, and resistance to oxygen, moisture, and many chemicals.  It is most often seen in carbonated beverage bottles.  Its abbreviation is PETE.

Answer: Polyethylene Terephthalate

Answer:  Whittaker Chambers
c. For 5 pts., name the ambitious member of Congress and future President who made his reputation by pressing the case against Hiss.

Answer: Richard M. Nixon
3. Identify these athletes, all of whom went to Miami University of Ohio, 5-10-15

A. [5] This 6' 7" small forward from Cold Spring Harbor, NY was drafted sixth overall by the Minnesota Timberwolves in the 1999 NBA Draft.

Answer: Wally Szczerbiak (Sir-bee-ack) (or rough equivalents)

B. [15] This 6' 6" guard and 1986 Miami grad's career has gone from the Cavs, to the Clips, to the Bulls, and now the Lakers.

Answer: Ron Harper
C. [10] One of many grads of Miami of Ohio who went on to coach in the NFL was this longtime head coach of the Dolphins, whom many forget also coached the Colts when they were upset by the Jets in Super Bowl III.

Answer: Don Shula
4.  30-20-10 name the author

A. [30] Her final work, Les Blancs, a play about African Liberation, was published in 1972, seven years after her death.

B. [20] Her second play, The Sign in Sidney Brustein's Window, closed the night she died at age 34 from cancer.

C. [10] Her first play, A Raisin in the Sun, is based on her childhood experiences of desegregating a white neighborhood.

Answer:  Lorraine Hansberry
5. 30-20-10, name the warrior

A. [30] In Greek Mythology, he was the leader of the Salaminians during the Trojan War.

B. [20] Nicknamed "the wall" by Homer, this son of Telemon was the first to stand his ground against Hector in the war.

C. [10] Angered because he was not awarded the armor of Achilles, he plotted to kill Agamemnon and Menelaus, but was driven insane by the goddess Athena and committed suicide instead.

Answer: (Telemonian) Ajax (accept Aias)

6.  FTPE, identify the following instruments that can be used to measure certain quantities in electrical circuits. 

A. Used in the construction of ammeters and voltmeters, it uses the torque acting on a coil of wire in a magnetic field to help measure currents or potential differences. 

Answer: galvanometer
B. To make a galvanometer act as an ammeter, it can be placed in parallel with this type of resistor, which must have a very small resistance relative to the galvanometer.

Answer: shunt resistor
C. This type of circuit can be used to measure an unknown resistance, where the unknown resistor is placed in a particular arrangement with three known resistors and a galvanometer, and one of the known resistors is varied until the galvanometer reads zero.

Answer: Wheatstone bridge

a.  For 5 points each, in Jabberwocky, the hero is warned to avoid these two other types of creatures in addition to the title monster.

ANSWER: Jub-jub Bird and Bandersnatch
b.  FTP, this poem begins with the Bellman declaring three times over that this area looks like the perfect place to look for the title creature.

ANSWER: The Hunting of the Snark
c.   FTP, the title characters in this work reputedly represent the aristocracy and working class, respectively.

ANSWER: The Walrus and the Carpenter
9. FTPE, identify the following people who played important roles in the 1949 peace negotiations following Israel's War of Independence:

A. The UN mediator in the Israel-Egypt talks was this African American, who won the Nobel Peace Prize in 1950.

Answer: Ralph Bunche 
B. Moshe Sharett was Israel's Foreign Minister after the war, and he eventually became Israel's second Prime Minister when he succeeded this man in 1954.

Answer: David Ben Gurion

C. This Jordanian king took part in a few productive peace negotiations before his February 1951 assassination.

Answer: Abdullah I

A. This product of the Lockheed Skunk Works was used to intercept and shoot down Admiral Yamamoto and was known as the "Fork-Tailed Devil."  

Answer: P-38 or Lightning
B. The heaviest single-engine, single place piston fighter ever developed was this Republic-designed aircraft, known as the "Jug" to its pilots.

Answer: P-47 or Thunderbolt
C. The full potential of this North American Aircraft design was not realized until after its original Allison engine was replaced by the Rolls Royce Merlin.  

Answer: P-51 or Mustang
11. Answer the following regarding endocrinology FTPE:

A.  This hormone increases the permeability of the nephron's collecting duct to water, thus increasing blood volume.

Answer: antidiuretic hormone or ADH

14. Name the following syndromes, which may or may not be related, FTPE:

A. Daumier started his professional career with pieces created with this process, in which a design on a metal plate is treated and inked so that image areas of the design retain the ink and non-image areas repel the ink.  The design is then pressed to paper.

Answer: Lithography
B. A scathing lithograph of this French king done for the magazine “La Caricature” landed Daumier in prison for six months.

Answer: Louis-Philippe
C. Daumier switched to oil painting in his forties, and produced over one hundred works by this method.  His leftist slant is evident in this work, a study of riders in a railroad passenger car.

Answer: The Third-Class Carriage 
20. Answer these questions about digital logic FTSNOP.  (Hint: this is not a binary bonus)

A. Logic circuits are generally classified into two types, one whose outputs depend only on the current inputs, and one whose outputs depend on both current inputs and the state of the circuit.  FTPE, name these two types.

Answer:  Combinational and Sequential
B. The state changes of most sequential circuits occur at times specified by the change an independent input signal.  FTP, name this signal, which has a period and a frequency, and is produced by a quartz-crystal oscillator in many digital systems.

Answer: Clock

a.  [5] Similar to Jupiter’s Great Red Spot, Neptune has one of these.

Answer: Great Dark Spot
b. [10]  Neptune breaks the pattern for this empirical rule which gives approximate distances from the sun.

Answer: Bode’s Law  (accept Titius-Bode Law)

c. [15]  5 for one, 15 for both, name the two moons of Neptune known before Voyager 2 visited in 1989.

Answer: Triton  and Nereid
