FOR TEN POINTS, name this battle fought in between Orange and Fredericksburg, Virginia, whose Confederate victory was soured by the mortal wounding of “Stonewall” Jackson.

For the stated number of points, identify the following generals from the American Civil War.

For five points: Dubbed “Unconditional Surrender”, he was the General in Chief of the Union Army from February 1864 until the end of the war.

Tossup #1-26 (Josh, L)

The titles of the three acts in this play are Daily Life, Love and Marriage and Death.  Depicting the lives of “ordinary people” and the joys of ordinary life among the Webb and Gibbs families—FOR TEN POINTS—name this Thornton Wilder whose characters include the Stage Manager, that is set in the quiet New Hampshire town of Grover’s Corners.

Tossup #1-27 (Josh, NS)

The L type of it was prescribed to help people deal with Tourette’s Syndrome, although the FDA has restricted its medical use.  The 5-Hydroxy type of this substance is prescribed to up levels of serotonin in the body in order to combat depression, insomnia, and other medical problems.  FOR TEN POINTS, name this amino acid known for inducing sleep in humans.

ANSWER: Tryptophan

For ten points each identify the following amino acids.

A. Comprising up to a third of the collagen in the human body, this amino acid is required for the synthesis of the porphyrin core of hemoglobin.  It is also the simplest amino acid.

FOR TEN POINTS, name this poem of an elegy to John Keats by Percy Bysshe Shelley.

Name these characters of The Canterbury Tales for ten points each.

a. This lean and gaunt character spent most of his money on books rather than on clothes or food, and his rare words are full of moral virtue.

c. Clothed in green, this traveling companion of the Knight carries a bow, a sword, a dagger, and a horn.
