Written as the final poem for the Lyrical Ballads, it opens after a gap of five years when the speaker returns to the title location as a changed man and reflects on the serenity and wild beauty of nature. For ten points, identify this poem which Wordsworth composed while walking among ruins in the Welsh countryside.

The Institute for Electrical and Electronic Engineers’ standard 802.3 defines the rules for configuring and specifying elements that are part of this type of computer network.  For ten points, name this popular type of local area network that allows at least 10 Megabits can be transmitted per second.

For carbon dioxide, it occurs at 5.1 atmospheres and negative 56.6 Celsius, while for water it exists at 4.588 torr and 0.0098 Celsius.  For ten points, name this state for which (at a given pressure and temperature) solid, liquid, and gas phases coexist.

His total of 363 major-league victories established a record for left-handed pitchers. His feat of winning 20 or more games in each of 13 seasons also was a record for left-handers. He set still another mark by striking out at least 100 batters each year for 17 consecutive seasons. For ten points, identify this mainstay of the Boston and later Milwaukee Braves starting rotation, who pitched two no-hit games at ages 39 and 40.

He was killed in the crash of an airplane that was en route to Nicaragua with relief supplies he had collected for earthquake survivors.

Tossup #10-6 (ETC, L)

Ganelon is chosen to tell Marsilla of an acceptance of a peace, but Ganelon instead tells the Saracens how to attack the Frankish army’s rear guard, which is led by his stepson whom he envies.  For ten points, this act of betrayal is central to what French epic poem?

ANSWER: Song of Roland (Chanson de Roland)

A. For ten points, what title character in a play spoke: “What, hath not Creon destined our brothers, the one to honoured burial, the other to unburied shame?”

Tossup #10-7 (Jeff, RMP)

According to legend, this saint was swallowed by a dragon, but the cross she always carried irritated the dragon’s throat, causing him to disgorge her.  When she refused to marry a Roman official (Olybrius), he ordered her executed. For ten points, name this virgin martyr who survived fire and boiling water, but not a beheading.

Tossup #10-8 (ETC, H)

Hugh Montgomery, a British soldier, took offense with a boy who was apparently insulting him by striking the boy in the head.  Hearing the cries of the young boy, a group of citizens began to throw ice and snow at Montgomery and some of his other colleagues, advancing towards the soldiers.  For ten points, this incident precipitated what event that resulted in the deaths of Samuel Grey and Crispus Attucks and precipitated the American Revolutionary War?

Tossup #10-9 (ETC, NS)

Studied most extensively in avians – most notably by Konrad Lorenz – this process is genetically predetermined and lasts a few hours.  For ten points, name this psychobiological process that causes ducklings to immediately identify who their mother is and follow her.

Name these famous printmakers for ten points each.

a. He is known for his various posters of life in Parisian clubs such as the Moulin Rouge.

Rising as the Krokodil River in the mountainous Witwatersrand region of northern South Africa, it flows northwest until it joins the Marco River at the Botswana border.  It then continues northeast along the border between Botswana and South Africa, then east along the border between Zimbabwe and South Africa.  For ten points, name this river in Southern Africa that empties into the Delagoa Bay after flowing through Mozambique.

Tossup #10-11 (ETC, H)

Connected to the cities of London and Dover through Casing (later Watling) Street, its city wall was built by the Romans around AD 200.  It served as the capital of King Aethelbert I of Kent, who welcomed St. Augustine.  For ten points, name this British city, the home site of a famous cathedral that was the location of the murder of archbishop St. Thomas a Becket.

ANSWER: Canterbury, England
Tossup #10-12 (Brandon, SS)

The son of a saddler and born in Konigsburg, he summarized his philosophy with the line, "Act only on that maxim which you can at the same time will to be a universal law". For ten points, identify this philosopher who introduced the categorical imperative through his transcendental philosophy and published the Critique of Pure Reason.

Tossup #10-13 (ETC, FA)

Designed by Antonio Contino and erected in the year 1600, this structure connects the inquisitor’s office in the Doge’s palace to the prisons, though in contrast to a legend popularized by Lord Byron, the prisoners were not on their way to their executions.  For ten points, name this famous Venetian landmark, considered one of the most romantic bridges in the world.

ANSWER: (Bridge of) Sighs or Ponte de Sospiri
Tossup #10-14 (Jas Sn, L)

This play’s title character, mistress of a country estate, dances on Midsummer’s Eve with the servants.  She prods her father’s valet, Jean, to dance with her, drink with her, and eventually make love to her.  Jean’s fiancée Christine is devastated by his actions, and the title character’s love for Jean turns to hate when he kills her pet finch.  For ten points, name this Strindberg play that ends with the title character walking out of the kitchen with Jean’s razor in hand as her father returns from a trip.

Tossup #10-15 (ETC Pb, NS)

Injections of Liver Stage Antigen-3 into chimpanzees have recently been shown to elicit an immune response to sporozoites [spore-oh-ZOH-aits] generated during the disease’s five-day asymptomatic period.  These results offer hope that scientists can create a vaccine – for ten points – to what disease caused by the parasite Plasmodium falciparum that kills over a million children in Africa yearly through mosquito bites?

ANSWER: Malaria  
Tossup #10-16 (ETC, PC)

Originally created in June 1985 on an Electronica 60, this game was eventually converted by Hungarians to run on Apple II’s and Commodore 64’s.  Those versions attracted Robert Stein of Andromeda Software to acquire the rights even though he had not finalized negotiations with Pazhitnov or the Moscow Academy of Science.  For ten points, name this game that simply consisted of tessellating various four-square polyominoes as they fall into place.

ANSWER: Tetris
Tossup #10-17 (Jason, NS)

This man believed that species had remained unchanged since creation, and when confronted with Darwin’s theories, he said, “I now realize I have been looking down the wrong road.”  Darwin actually used his data on fossils to develop his theory of evolution.  FOR TEN POINTS, name this British geologist famous for his theory of uniformitarianism.

Tossup #10-18 (Jason/ETC 2, H)

Led by New York Senator Roscoe Conkling, this group sought jobs and influence for those loyal to the Republican party.  For ten points, name this faction that opposed the civil service reforms of Rutherford B. Hayes.

Answer: Stalwart or Regular Republican

American History: World War II

(Alex) Taking place in May of 1942, this naval battle saw a Japanese invasion fleet headed for Port Moresby repelled by the allies, despite the loss of the carrier Lexington. For fifteen points, name this naval battle not fought directly by the ships, but instead by aircraft. 

ANSWER: Battle of the Coral Sea
American Literature: This Could Be Your Life

Published in 1920 when its author was only 23 years old, this novel centers around the coming of age of the romantic egotist Amory Blaine.  For fifteen points, name this seminal book by F. Scott Fitzgerald.

Answer: This Side of Paradise
Biological Sciences: Animals

This artiodactyl native to Africa south of the Sahara comprises an entire family with subspecies being identified simply by coat pattern as well as the size and number of horns.  For fifteen points, name this animal which feeds primarily on acacia leaves which it can reach with its long neck.

Answer: Giraffe
Fine Arts: Writers and Illustrators

(Jason Sn) This artist collaborated with John Linnell to create paintings and engravings for Linnell’s editions of the Book of Job and Dante’s Divine Comedy.  He also illustrated many of his own poems.  For fifteen points, name this artist and poet who used a mystic and visionary style to create pictures which accompanied poems like The Lamb and The Tiger.

ANSWER: William Blake
Mathematics: The Power of Mathematics (again)

(ETC) The binomial x minus ½ is raised to the tenth power.  For fifteen points, what is the numerical coefficient of the term preceding x to the seventh power?  You have 45 seconds.

Answer: negative 15 [= (10 x 9 x 8 x 7!)/(7! x 3 x 2)(-½)3 = -120/8]

Physical Sciences: Hanging by a Thread

Calculation question: A pendulum with a mass of 10 grams of length of 8 feet has a period of three seconds.  What is the period of another 10-gram pendulum of length 2 feet?  You have 30 seconds.

Answer: 1.5 (3/2) seconds

Note: The period of a pendulum varies directly with the square root of the length.

Popular Culture: Don’t push around this freshman.

Freshman of the Year in 1990 with Long Beach State, his college batting average was .397.  Setting a team record 137 RBI’s last year, he helped bring Oakland an AL West pennant.  For fifteen points, name this first baseman and AL MVP last year.

Tossup #10-19 (Jeff, L)

One popular remedy is to immediately leave the room, turn three circles to the right, spit over each shoulder, and then knock on the door to ask for re-admittance.  Other remedies require the offending person to totally leave the theater before continuing the rest of the ritual, which may also include quoting A Midsummer Night’s Dream or The Merchant of Venice.  The problem is said to be the result of the author using text from authentic spells in the play.  FOR TEN POINTS, fear of uttering the name of what play has caused countless actors to talk of “The Scottish Play”?

ANSWER:  Macbeth (Accept “curse of macbeth” or similar)

This Italian was a metalsmith and author in addition to being a sculptor.  His painting masterpiece is considered to be the Mannerist work Perseus with the Head of Medusa.  FOR TEN POINTS, name this man perhaps best known for a saltcellar he crafted for Francis I.

For 15 points each, name these famous aircraft models based on clues.

This jet aircraft set the airspeed record for manned aircraft, starting in 1964.

Tossup #10-21 (Jeff, NS)

A consequence of the Heisenberg Uncertainty Principle is that a region of space cannot be truly “empty.”  Scientists theorize that tiny bits of matter and antimatter instantaneously form and then combine, destroying each other and releasing energy.  FOR TEN POINTS, name these bits of mass, used by Stephen Hawking to explain radiation of energy by black holes.

ANSWER:  Virtual particle pairs

a.  It is believed to be the first black hole discovered.

b.  These are theoretical points of infinite density, believed to be at the center of black holes.

c.  A star becomes a black hole when it collapses to within this distance, the minimum distance from which light can still escape the star’s gravity.

Tossup #10-22 (Josh, H) 

In his twenties, he distinguished himself for six years as a warrior in the service of Chief Dingiswayo of the Mthethwa.  When his father died in 1816, Dingiswayo sent him to rule his native tribe.  FOR TEN POINTS, name this chief who set in motion mfecane, a period of warfare and forced migrations among southern African peoples, perhaps the best known member of the Zulu tribe.

ANSWER: Shaka Zulu

For ten points each, identify the following about the colonization of South Africa.

A. This was the name given to the Dutch settlers of what would become South Africa.

Tossup #10-23 (Josh, RMP)

Early writings indicate that some believe that many of them participated in the creation of the Earth. FOR TEN POINTS, name this 1991 thriller, more famous for another anagram, “Louis Friend,” allegedly the name of a serial killer, until its true meaning is unraveled by FBI agent Clarice Sterling.

Identify these musical instruments for ten points each.

A. This small wind instrument used in orchestra and marching bands has a range an octave higher than the flute.

C. This attached pair of seven-inch-diameter drums used in African or Latin American music is usually tuned a fifth apart.

Tossup #10-27 (ETC, L)

His grandfather, a Colonel from the War of a Thousand Days, raised this author, introducing him to ice.  In addition to this event, the massacre and subsequent disappearance of banana farm workers in October 1928 was also recorded in his most famous book, and many of his works are set in the backdrop of la violencia.  FOR TEN POINTS, name this Columbian author and Nobel laureate who penned Love in the Time of Cholera and One Hundred Years of Solitude.

ANSWER: Gabriel Jose Garcia Marquez
Bonus:

Controversy surrounded the decision to award a book the Booker Prize for fiction in 1982. 

A. First for five points, identify the title character of this book who was a German industrialist who saved the lives of over 1300 Jews.

ANSWER: Oskar Schindler
B. For fifteen points, Schindler’s Ark (which became the film Schindler’s List) brought critical acclaim to this Australian author.

ANSWER: Thomas Keneally
C. For ten points, in the movie Schindler’s List, this man played the title character role, nominated for an Oscar as Best Actor in a Leading Role.

ANSWER: Liam Neeson
Tossup #10-28 (ETC, NS)

Discovered by Carl Wilhelm Scheele during the fermentation of molasses, starch, or whey in the presence of calcium carbonate, its production completes the oxidation-reduction cycle of a critical co-enzyme that reduces 3-phosphoglyceraldehyde.  FOR TEN POINTS, name this final product of anaerobic glycolysis that can result in cramping if too much accumulates in muscle.

Answer: Lactic Acid or alpha (or 2-)hydroxypropanoic acid
Bonus (Jason 2, Bio)

Name the phylum of living organism for ten points each.

a. This is the phylum of protists to which diatoms belong. Its members have a cell wall made of silicon, and a yellowish pigment.

ANSWER: Chrysophyta
b.  Meaning “(truly) vascular plants”, this phylum contains all

gymnosperms and angiosperms.

ANSWER: Tracheophyta
c. This animal phylum contains creatures such as the hydra, Portuguese man-of-war, and jellyfish.
