Part 1 – Tossup

1. On this planet, the sun rises and sets for 42 years at a time.  Current evidence suggests it has at least 9 rings and 15 moons.  William Herschel discovered it in 1781.  For ten points, name the seventh planet from the sun.

Answer: Uranus
2. In 1281 a huge storm helped Japan stave off an invasion by Kublai and the Mongols.  The name for this storm, “divine wind” in Japanese, became famous during World War II, during which Japanese suicide bombers used it to describe themselves.  For ten points, name this word.

 Answer: Kamikaze

3. This country is fourth in the world in population and is made up of more than 13,000 islands.  It also boasts the high Muslim population of any country in the world.  For ten points name this southeast Asian archipelago whose islands include Sumatra, Borneo, and Java. 

Answer:  Indonesia
4. It was founded in 1900 by trade unions and socialist groups.  After World War I it gained power under Ramsey Macdonald. Leaders  since then have included Hugh Gaitskell, Harold Wilson, James Callaghan, Michael Foot, Clement Atlee, Neil Kinnock, and Tony Blair. For ten points, name this British political party.

Answer: British Labour Party
5. It was founded in 1247 as a priory for the order of the Star of Bethlehem, and lunatics were housed there as early as 1403. For ten points, what nickname was given to the Royal Bethlehem Hospital, today is synonymous with states of insanity?

Answer:  Bedlam

Part 2 – Tossup/Bonus

1. This play has only four characters: a butler, a reporter, and two women.  The butler is unusual in that he has no eyelids, while the other three all occupy a room with immovable furniture.  Each soon discovers they have an unrequited love for another.  Welcome to Hell.  For 10 points, name this existentialist play by Jean-Paul Sartre.

Answer: No Exit or Huis Clos
2. The name's the same, and with good reason: all three of these Renaissance figures are related.  Jacopo taught his two sons, although most of his works no longer survive.  Gentile painted Venetian life and is famous for having Eastern influence in his work after a 1479 trip to Constantinople.  Giovanni is famous for the work St. Francis in Ecstasy and is also known for being the teacher of Titian and Giorgione.  For 10 points, name this painting family.

Answer: Bellini
3. He was born in 1906 in Winterset, Iowa, and played college football at USC before embarking on the profession through which he gained fame.  His characters were usually the same -- a tough man who didn't understand women but went with his gut and won them over while vanquishing the bully.  In fact, he often worked with the same people in movies such as McClintock and The Quiet Man.  His last work, The Shootist, was about a Western legend dying of cancer -- ironic, considering he, too, died of cancer in 1979.  For 10 points, name this film legend who won the Academy Award in 1969 for True Grit.

Answer: John Wayne or Marion Morrison
4. A tax on certain banks had been levied on operations of the Second Bank of the United States.  Chief Justice Marshall found that the power to charter a bank was implied from Congress's power over federal fiscal operations; the state could not impede it. This exposition of the doctrine of implied powers, based on a loose constructionist interpretation of the U.S. Constitution, expanded the scope of federal power.  For 10 points, name this 1819 case.

Answer:  McCulloch v. Maryland
5. "WANTED: Loud, rude, aggressive guitarist seeks bandmates."  The preceding ad, placed in a 1981 edition of a local magazine called Recycler, kicked off one of the most famous rock bands of the 80s and 90s.  For better or worse, their drummer is best known not for his particular skills, but for his on-again, off-again, on-the-net, off-the-record romance with a TV star.  For 10 points, name this group, consisting of Nikki Sixx, Mick Mars, Vince Neil, and the aforementioned drummer Tommy Lee.

Answer: Motley Crue
6. A Republican, he was a U.S. congressman from Wisconsin; later, as governor, he introduced reforms that became known as the Wisconsin Idea. As senator he was at odds with the Republican leadership and generally supported Pres. Wilson's reforms, but he voted against the U.S. entry into World War I and opposed the League of Nations. In 1924 he ran for president on the Progressive Party ticket and polled 5 million votes.  For 10 points, name this Wisconsin political legend, whose two sons also served the state.

Answer: Robert La Follette
7. “Beggar on Horseback” with Marc Connelly.  “Dinner at Eight” with Edna Ferber.  “Of Thee I Sing with George Gershwin.”  And most famously, “The Man Who Came to Dinner” and “You Can't Take it With You with Moss Hart.”  These are the collaborations of, for 10 points, what American playwright?

8. The name's the same.  Wat was the leader of England's Peasants Revolt in the 14th Century.  Royall was an American author who also served as chief justice of Vermont's supreme court.  Anne is a contemporary American author of The Accidental Tourist.  Stephen and Liv are father and daughter and worked together on the movie Armageddon.  And John oversaw the Webster-Ashburton treaty as the 10th President of the United States.  For 10 points, give their common surname.

Answer: Tyler
9. This city, a deepwater port, is the shipping and processing center for a rich fruit-growing and truck-farming area, and important in electronics and missile manufacture. Government and the military are major employers. Points of interest include Fort Sutter, the capitol building, and the Crocker Art Gallery. The city grew after gold was discovered at nearby Sutter's Mill.  For 10 points, name this city, which became state capital in 1854, located in Northern California.

Answer: Sacramento
10. This phylum of animals is the most primitive group to have three embryonic layers, though it does not have a true mesoderm.  Two of its classes are Turbellaria and Cestoda.  It has parasitic members that live in dogs, sheep, humans, and cattle.  For ten points, name this phylum that includes tapeworms and flukes.

Answer:  Platyhelminthes or Flatworms

c. [5] Edward Albee's characters George and Martha were "afraid of" her in one of his most famous plays.

c. For five points, name either of the other two books in McCarthy's Border trilogy along with All the Pretty Horses.

Answer: The Crossing, Cities of the Plain
6. So, uh, what exactly makes this Odysseus guy a hero again?  For five points each:

a. After his men were transmogrified, he helped free them in part by seducing this sorceress who had performed the metamorphosis.

Answer: Circe
b. Odysseus was trapped by this giant of a man.  He escaped, but not before blinding the giant and making him sound like an idiot when he claimed his name was a word closely resembling "Nobody".

Answer: Polyphemos
c. Just when he was about to make it home, he was forced -- oh, darn -- to spend seven years as the slave of this nymph -- and don't think she didn't take advantage of that.

Answer: Calypso
d. As if that weren't bad enough, he and his son brutally slaughtered half the men in Ithaca, all for the solitary crime of trying to be this woman's second husband -- I mean, come on, you disappear for 20 years and you expect people NOT to think you're dead?

Part 4 – 20 Point Tossups

1. Earning a Ph.D. from Harvard (1895), he taught economics and history at Atlanta Univ. (1897-1910; 1932-44) and was one of the first exponents of full and immediate racial equality.  Late in life he promoted worldwide black liberation and pan-Africanism and, in 1961, joined the Communist party and moved to Ghana.  For 10 points, name this editor of The Crisis and co-founder of the forerunner to the NAACP.

Answer: W. E. B. DuBois
2. It and its sister mountain were named for a pair of lovers in Aztec mythology.  In November 2000, it erupted, sending its usual smoke and ash show into the air -- appropriate, since its name is Aztec for smoking mountain.  For 10 points, name this mountain and semi-active volcano near Mexico City -- or just give its nickname, the first four letters of the name.

Answer: Popocatepetl (poh-poh-ca-tep-uh-til) or Popo
3. Modern physicists believe that this 19th century physicist has had the greatest influence on 20th century physics.  In 1931, on the 100th anniversary of his birth, Einstein declared that his work was the “most profound and fruitful” since that of Isaac Newton.  This man was responsible for discovering the concept displacement current.  With this he united Gauss’ Laws of Electricity and Magnetism along with Faraday’s Law of Induction and Ampere’s Law in order to form the fundamental set of equations for electromagnetic theory.  Name this Scottish physicist for ten points.

Answer:  James Clerk Maxwell
4. In creating sculptural documents of his time, he developed a kind of portrait remarkable for elegance, measured realism, and depiction of individuality. He did portrait busts of such statesmen as Thomas Jefferson, Benjamin Franklin, and Prince Henry of Prussia and a full-length sculpture of Voltaire.  For 10 points, identify this 18th and 19th Century French sculptor, part of the school of neoclassisicm.

Answer: Jean-Antione Houdon
5. Walter Hancock completed this monument in 1969, even though it was begun by a man who had done a similar task in South Dakota.  Georgia commissioned it in 1916, and it now stands complete outside of Atlanta.  For 10 points, name this large-scale bas-relief sculpture, featuring Jefferson Davis, Stonewall Jackson, and Robert E. Lee.

Answer: Stone Mountain Memorial

6. He demonstrated that mathematics is derived solely from deductive logic and is not synthetic, as Kant had posited. He also believed that verbal conceptualizations can be translated into logical form. He wrote a two volume work, The Basic Laws of Arithmetic, but when Bertrand Russell pointed out a flaw in his logic between volumes, the work was entirely ruined and he ceased publication.  For 10 points, name this German philosopher and influence on Russell and Wittgenstein.

Answer: Gottlob Frege
7. This nation's economy is supported by tourism, light industry, agriculture, and shipbuilding. The polyglot population is a mixture of Arab, Sicilian, Norman, Spanish, Italian, and English.  It lies in the Mediterranean Sea, and has a unicameral parliament.  For 10 points, name this nation, famous for a fictional falcon, whose capital is at Valletta.

Answer: Malta
8. His satire on French institutions, Persian Letters, brought him fame. His greatest work compares the republican, despotic, and monarchical forms of government, revealing the influence of John Locke. He advocated the separation and balance of powers within government as a means of guaranteeing the freedom of the individual; this doctrine helped form the philosophical basis for the U.S. Constitution. For 10 points, name this author of The Spirit of Laws.

Answer: Charles Louis Montesquieu
9. His playing won him a reputation exceeding that of any performer since Liszt. An ardent patriot, he headed Polish governments in 1919 and 1940-41 (in exile). He died in the U.S. pleading Poland's cause. The Minuet in G for piano is his best-known work.  For 10 points, name this Polish pianist and statesman.

Answer: Ignace Jan Paderewski
10. His two seconds-in-command are constantly wagering as to his next move.  While captain of the Lydia, he managed to sink the Natividad, a ship twice his ship's size.  Later, he captained the Sutherland, nearly singlehandedly destroying four of Napoleon's naval vessels.  For 10 points, name this character created by C.S. Forrestor.

Answer: Horatio Hornblower
