Part 1 -- Tossup

1. A failed assassination attempt was made on him during the Democratic presidential primaries in 1972.  Name this man for a quick ten points who unsuccessfully tried to prevent integration at the University of Alabama.

Answer:  George Corley Wallace
2. As Al Gore knows, it is not enough to get the most votes in a presidential election.  In 1876 Rutherford B. Hayes won with a smaller popular vote total then his Democratic rival because he won the Electoral College by one vote.  For ten points name the runner up.

Answer:  Samuel J. Tilden
3. Beethoven had one musical area where he lagged behind his contemporaries.  Much of his only opera took place in a prison and concerned the trials and tribulations of Floristan and Leonore.  For ten points, name this opera.

Answer:  Fidelio
4. Rule 22 of the Senate requires a 3/5 majority.  It is used to end debate on an issue.  For ten points name this rule which allows the minority party to filibuster.

Answer:  Cloture
5. This man was invited to a midnight party by a group of aristocrats under the pretense that he would be introduced to a beautiful woman.  There, he was shot four times, poisoned, bludgeoned, shot again, castrated, and finally thrown in the Neva river, where he finally drowned.  For ten points name this insane monk who had control over Russian czar Nicholas II.

Part 2 – Tossup/Bonus

1. This artist was among the first Americans to be renowned as a painter.  Born in 1741, he became interested in painting after viewing American art that he perceived as poorly painted.  He tried to top these paintings, and received lessons from John Hesselius.  Then in his twenties, he went to London to study under Benjamin West.  His paintings include The Edward Lloyd Family, Exhuming a Mastadon, and Staircase Group, which shows his sons Titian and Raphaelle.  Name this painter for ten points.

Answer:  Charles Wilson Peale
2. A recent issue of The Onion joked that more people now speak Klingon than this language, spoken by people of the same name.  These people were the second largest Native American group in the 1990’s, and were the founders of the first Native American college.  For ten points, name this group that was used as code talkers in World War Two.

Answer:  Navajo
3. This African nation which lies on the equator contains Lake Turkana in the north.  The city of Kisumu is a port on Lake Victoria, which forms part of its western border.  Name this country whose largest port is Mombassa on the Indian Ocean.

Answer:  Kenya 

4. The location at which this play was written is now disputed.  The originally held belief was that it was written when its author was exiled in Sicily, but some now deny that he even wrote it.  The play concerns the title character’s resistance against Zeus, because he prevented Zeus from destroying mankind.  For ten points name this tragedy written by Aeschylus, which later had a sequel poem written by Percy Shelley.

5. This city was the largest seaport in its country until it was surpassed by Durban.  Table Mountain overlooks the city.  The Castle of Good Hope, a Dutch monument, is located in this city.  Name this city for ten points, the legislative capital of South Africa.

6. This painter was born on September 28, 1573 in Italy.  He spent four years as an apprentice to Cardinal Del Monte in Milan before moving to Rome.  There he was known for throwing artichokes at waiters and he once killed a man because of a disputed score in a tennis match.  He also showed Saint Matthew as a common laborer in the Contarelli Chapel in Rome.  For ten points, name this baroque artist who painted The Death of the Virgin, The Deposition of Christ, and The Conversion of Saint Paul.

Answer: Caravaggio [Michelangelo Merisi]

7. This female author began her career by writing short stories, such as “The Husband I Bought” and “Good Copy.”  Her first novel was We the Living, which was published after she immigrated to the United States at the age of 21.  She married actor Frank O’Connor after meeting him on the set of the movie, The King of Kings.  For ten points name this writer, a proponent of Objectivism, and the author of Atlas Shrugged and The Fountainhead.

8. During the Korean Conflict, Joint Task Force 7 carried a 70,000 man task force into a harbor, 100 miles behind North Korean lines.  Within 10 days, the force had taken Seoul, and was on its way to the Yalu before Chinese aid to North Korea stopped the invasion.  For ten points name this military victory, the last of Douglas MacArthur.

9. Arabaic legends claim that she is married to the devil and is the mother of evil spirits.  According to a Hewbrew legend she was created at the same time as Adam, and was actually his first wife.  But because she denied being inferior to Adam, she was banished from the garden of Eden. For ten points name this woman who is supposedly dangerous to children and pregnant women who now has a summer concert series named after her.

10. This scientist was born in England in 1578.  He graduated from Cambridge University and went to study in Padua, Italy at the age of 20.  His teacher, Girolam Fabrici, discovered valves in veins in the leg.  He continued research on this and noted that blood flowed from the heart in arteries and then back to the heart in veins.  For ten points, name this physician who in 1628 published “An Anatomical Disquisition on the Movement of the Heart and the Circulation of the Blood.”

Part 4 – 20 Point Tossups

1. This man was born in Scotland in 1947.  At the age of thirteen, he began to learn the art of seamanship, and received his first command of a ship when he turned 21.  In 1777 he sailed aboard the Ranger to France to carry word of British General John Burgoyne’s surrender at Saratoga.  There, the French king loaned him a ship named after Poor Richard’s Almanac, on which he eventually fought in the most famous naval battles of the American Revolution.  For twenty points name this man who once stated “I have not yet begun to fight!”

Answer:  John Paul Jones
2. They were created in 1918 by Chester J. Lampwick in the short film “Manhattan Madness.” But they were then plagiarized by Roger Meyers, Sr. and made into a modern TV success.  For 20 points, name the stars of  “Esophogus Now” and “Skinless in Seattle”--a cat and mouse duo, adored by the children of Springfield for gratuitous displays of violence.

Answer: Itchy and Scratchy
3. This Egyptian Pharoah was the third ruler of the nineteenth dynasty.  After the death of his father, Seti I, he gained power in 1279 BC.  He is now remembered for his military battles against the Hittites and the construction of the temples Abu Simbel and Ramasseum.  For twenty points name this Egyptian pharoah who was the pharoah in the biblical Exodus story.

4. Laetitia Casta was recently chosen to be featured as her on coins and stamps.  In the 20th century Brigette Bardot and Catherine Deneuve both portrayed this peasant woman, who is known for her Phrygian cap.  She is Liberty in Eugene Delacroix’s “Liberty Leading the People.”  For twenty points, name this barechested symbol of France.

5. His rules included the following:  always spit on your nail clippings, keep swallows out of the house, wear white clothes, observe sexual purity, never touch beans, and never tell anyone that the square root of two is irrational.  Breaking these rules would have one excommunicated from his fraternity.  For twenty points name this Samos philosopher and mathematician.

Answer:  Pythagoras
6. This man was born in Virginia in 1790, the namesake of his father, who was governor of that state from 1808 to 1811.  He became governor himself in 1825, and later served in the U.S. Senate, before eventually becoming president.  His first wife died while he was president, and he remarried while he was still in office.  His presidency was marred when he was expelled from his own party because of his belief in state’s rights.  For twenty points name this “Accidental” president who took office when William Henry Harrison died in 1841.

Answer:  John Tyler
7. Cataldi, Nell, Slowinski, and Euler have found prime numbers of this kind.  Currently there are only 38 of them that have been found.  The largest known prime numbers are part of this family.  For twenty points, name this class named for a French Mathematician consisting of primes of the form 2 to the p minus 1.

Answer:  Mersenne primes

8. In bacteria they are 1000 to 2000 nucleotides long and initiated by an RNA primer.  An enzyme replaces the RNA with DNA and DNA ligase joins the 3' end with the 5' end forming this segment.  They occur because DNA polymerase can only make DNA in the 5’ to the 3’ direction.  For twenty points, name this segments of the lagging strand in DNA synthesis named after a Japanese scientist.

Answer:  Okazaki Fragments
9. In the latter part of his life he worked on philosophical studies and historical dramas, such as the Wallenstein trilogy, Maria Stuart, the Maid of Orleans, and Wilhelm Tell.  He also worked on historical nonfictions including one on the revolt of the united Netherlands against Spain and a history of the Thirty Years War.  For twenty points name this write whose poem, An Die Freude was set to music to become the chorale finale of Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony.

Answer: Johann Christoph Friedrich von Schiller
10. This comic novel is structured as a confession to a psychiatrist by Alexander, who relates the details of his adolescent obsession with masturbation and his domination by his over-possessive mother, Sophie.  The title refers to the damage done to him by the culture that has shaped him: although he is successful, his achievements are marred by a nagging sense of guilt.  For twenty points, name this National Book Award winning novel, written by Philip Roth in 1969.
