Part 1 – Tossup

1. This man, one of the greatest American dramatists, won the Nobel Prize in literature in 1936.  For a quick ten points name this writer of such works as Ah! Wilderness, The Iceman Cometh, and Long Day’s Journey into Night.

Answer:  Eugene O’Neill
2. It is caused by rhabdovirus, which is often present in the saliva of infected animals.  Thus the bite of an animal will introduce this disease to humans.  For ten points name this viral infection commonly transmitted from dogs to humans.

Answer:  Rabies or Hydrophobia
3. He established missions in San Diego, San Carlos Borromeo, and San Antonio along with 18 other missions on California.  For ten points name this Spanish priest.

Answer:  Father Junipero Serra
4. After World War II, its value was set as 360 to one dollar, because an official noticed that the symbol for this currency means circle.  For ten points, name this unit of Japanese currency.

Answer:  Yen

Part 2 – Tossup/ Bonus

1. Winner of the 1984 Pulitzer Prize for fiction, this New York author worked as a journalist in New York and Puerto Rico.  His first novel, The Ink Truck set the tone of his writing, none for a combination of history, fiction, and black humor, as found in works like Legs and Very Old Bones.  FTP, who is this author who collaborated on “The Cotton Club” with Francis Ford Coppola, better known for his work Ironweed?

Answer:  William Kennedy
2. Little is known about how the cells of this substance differentiate to form such diverse and efficient structures.  The cells originate from permanent populations of germinal cells, and as they migrate outward they undergo specific patters of keratinizatin, whereby the cells become increasingly filled with microfibrils, and the nuclei and organelles of the cells are reabsorbed.  For ten points, what is this highly fibrous and resistant protein, that makes up most of the material in the cells forming the epidermis, hair, nails, scales, feathers, beaks, horns, and hooves of animals?

Answer:  Keratin
3. American general Nathanael Greene divided his army in two parts to oppose the British troops led by Charles Cornwallis as they marched toward North Carolina. American general Daniel Morgan was sent westward to outflank Cornwallis, but Cornwallis also sent out troops to meet Morgan. American troops retreated and fortified themselves here, a place once used for animal roundups. Through skill and deception, Morgan was over to defeat most of the British troops and take quantities of the British supplies. The battle was a startling victory; however, Cornwallis was stopped only temporarily until another battle at Guilford Courthouse two months later.  For ten points, name this Revolutionary War battle fought in South Carolina on January 17, 1781.

Answer:  Battle of Cowpens
4. Born in Cremona, Italy in 1644, he inherited aspects of his ingenious instrument making technique from his teacher, Nicolo Amati.  He continued to make instruments well into his nineties, and was helped through much of his career by two of his eleven children, Francesco and Omobono.  During his career he made certain changes in the proportions of his instruments and the secret of his unmatched mastery remains elusive. Some believe it to be in the varnish he used; this is a subject of controversy. For ten points, who is this violin maker, whose finest instruments were made between 1700 and 1725?

Answer:  Antonio Stradivari
5. On the western coast of this body of water the harbors are poor, but on the eastern coast are many good ports, such as Sittwe, Moulmein, and Tavoy, all in Myanmar. The islands within the body, which is about about 1300 miles long and about 1000 miles wide, include the Andaman and Nicobar groups.  Many large rivers flow into it: the Mahânadî, the Godâvari, the Krishna, and the Kâveri on the west, as well as the Irrawaddy on the east and the Brahmaputra and the Ganges on the north.  For ten points, what is this bay, an arm of the Indian Ocean between India, Myanmar, and the Malay Peninsula?

Answer:  Bay of Bengal
6. The a n squared over V term explains the finite intermolecular attraction while the b n term explains the finite size of molecules.  These two corrections produce a substantially more accurate state function for real gases.  For ten points, what is this refined variation of the Ideal Gas Law, devised by and named for the Dutch winner of the 1910 Nobel Prize in Physics famous for his namesake forces?

Answer:  Van der Waals Equation

7. This 41,819 acre park known as Lafayette Park from 1919 to 1929, includes a rugged coastal region of great natural beauty, with the highest coastal land point along the eastern seaboard of the U.S., Cadillac mountain.  It consists of half of Mount Desert Island, parts of Isle au Haut, and several other islets, as well as the tip of the Schoodic Peninsula, the only mainland section. The coast is characterized by wave-eroded granite cliffs and the inland portion, forested with spruce and fir, contains lakes and mountains carved by glacial action. The park has a nature center and a museum displaying Stone Age Native American relics. For ten points, name this national park created in 1919 in central eastern Maine.

Answer:  Acadia National Park
8. This American writer and clergyman born in Boston, from 1903 until his death served as chaplain of the U.S. Senate.  He was known for his abolitionist sympathies in the antebellum era prior to the U.S. Civil War, and his best known short story, published in 1863, is said to have rallied much support for the Union cause.  He wrote over 70 books, including the novels Ten Times One Is Ten and If Jesus Came to Boston, late in his career he attempted to reconcile religion and the rapidly changing social times of the 1890s.  For ten points, who is this famously named man, best known for his short story “Man Without a Country”?

Answer:  Edward Everett Hale
9. Its founder’s aim was to unify the teaching of all the arts under the umbrella of design and with an eye to producing for the machine age. The school took some of the ideas of the Arts and Crafts Movement and updated them, producing designs suitable for mass productions and using modern materials like chrome and plastic. In this it shared many of the ideas of de Stijl and the Russian Constructivists. During the 1920s the influence of the school spread, thanks to books published by Mies van der Rohe, Wasily Kandinsky, and Paul Klee.  In 1925, after a dispute over funding and complaints about the lack of success, the school moved to new purpose-built premises at Dessau, which itself became a model of the new International style of architecture.  For ten points, name this institute/school established in Weimar in 1919 by Walter Gropius.

Answer:  the Bauhaus
10. Located at a high altitude on a ridge between two peaks, about 1950 ft above the Urubamba River, this city covered about 5 sq mi of terraces built around a central plaza and linked by numerous stairways.  It is not mentioned in the writings of the Spanish conquerors of South America, and the time of its occupancy is uncertain.  Researchers now believe that it might have been the last refuge of Incas from Cusco fleeing the Spanish invaders, but nothing is actually known of its history.  For ten points, what is this ancient city, re-discovered in 1911 by American Hiram Bingham?

Part 4 – 20 Point Tossup

1. At the center of the molecule is a single atom of magnesium surrounded by a nitrogen-containing group of atoms called a porphyrin ring. A long chain of carbon and hydrogen atoms proceeds from this central core and attaches the molecule to the inner membrane of the chloroplast, where photosynthesis takes place. As a molecule absorbs a photon of light, its electrons become excited and move to higher energy levels. This initiates a complex series of chemical reactions in the chloroplast that enables the energy to be stored in chemical bonds. For twenty points, what is this pigment that absorbs mainly violet-blue and orange-red light?

Answer:  Chlorophyll
2. This semi-autobiographical novel is the story of a psychiatrist who marries one of his patients.  As his wife Nicole recovers her strength and independence from her mental illness, the protagonist slowly plunges further and further into the depths of drunkenness, failure, and anonymity.  Thus, as the novel progresses, Dick Diver becomes what the author describes as un homme épuisé, “a used up man.”  For twenty points, what is this 1934 novel by F. Scott Fitzgerald, which was written as a reflection of his time as an expatriate in France and to relate his dealings with his insane wife, Zelda?

Answer:  Tender is the Night
3. This monthly magazine was founded in 1910 and by the end of its first decade it had achieved a monthly circulation of over 100,000 copies.   From 1919 to 1926, its editor, Jessie Redmon Fauset discovered or published such influential Harlem Renaissance authors as Hughes, Hughes, Toomer, and Cullen.  For twenty points, name this magazine begun by the NAACP edited for its first 24 years by W.E.B. Du Bois.

Answer:  “The Crisis”
4. His early works featured percussion instruments, including a piano prepared with objects attached to the strings.  Then he got weird.  This L.A.-born composer was inspired by the I Ching for his Music of Changes in 1951, which came a year before his most famous work, designed to emphasize the sounds of a concert hall as music itself.  For 20 points, name this man, whose works include Imaginary Landscapes and 4:33 and who gave his first and last name to an LA-born character in the Mortal Kombat series.

ANSWER: John Cage
5. He is recognized by many as founder of the cotton industry in the United States and as a pioneer of the factory system. Born in Belper, England, this man was apprenticed at the age of 14 to the British inventor of cotton-spinning machinery, Sir Richard Arkwright. When Great Britain, for monopolistic reasons, forbade textile workers from leaving the country and the United States offered bounties for textile information, he immigrated in disguise to the U.S., having memorized information on textile techniques and machine specifications In Providence, Rhode Island, he began to build and operate Arkwright cotton machinery and by 1790, he opened the first important spinning mill in the U.S.  For twenty points, who was this industrialist whose Sunday school he established in 1796 for his workers was one of the first such programs in the U.S.?

Answer:  Samuel Slater
6. His revival of classical forms and his championing of an architecture based on mathematics, proportion, and perspective make him a key artistic figure in the transition from the Middle Ages to the modern era.  This man, living from 1377 to 1466, based most of his architecture on the symmetrical and balanced style of the ancient Roman, Vitrovius.  After failure in midlife at a career as a silver and gold artisan, he fell in love with architecture and became the first person to create the octagonal vault for efficiency and use, making him a precursor to functionalism.  For twenty points, who is this Florentine, famous for losing a contest to creating the bronze doors of the Florence Baptistery to Ghiberti?
Answer:  Fillippo Brunelleschi
7. Stanza three begins:  “That age is best, which is the first/When youth and blood are warmer,” and goes on, “But being spent, the worse, and worst/Times still succeed the former.”  The poem is a reminder to youth, females in particular, just how fleeting age and beauty really are.  For twenty points, what is this poem written by Cavalier Poet Robert Herrick which begins:  “Gather ye rosebuds while ye may/Old time is still a-flying, and this same flower the shines today/tomorrow will be dying”?

Answer:  “To the Virgins to Make Much of Time”

8. Actively anti-Communist, this man supported U.S. involvement in the conflict in Southeast Asia. He urged labor leaders to remain neutral in the 1972 presidential election, although he had usually supported candidates of the Democratic Party. In 1973, however, he opposed the administration's wage and economic policies and called for the impeachment of President Richard M. Nixon in view of published findings in the Watergate case.  For twenty points, who was this man who served as a delegate to the United Nations in 1957 and 1959, more famous for being the president of the AFL-CIO from 1955 to 1979?

Answer:  George Meany
9. This son of Polish immigrants received his formal art training at the Art Students’ League in New York City.  From 1948 to 1951 he worked as a display artist at F.A.O Schwartz, until he began to tinker in illustrating children’s stories, making visuals and pictures for The Wonderful Farm in 1952.  He wrote and illustrated his first book, Kenny’s Window, in 1956.  For twenty points, who is this winner of the 1964 Caldecott Medal, famous for In the Night Kitchen, Outside Over There, and Where the Wild Things Are?

Answer:  Maurice Sendak
10. This American poet, novelist, and critic wrote works marked by irony and self-deprecatory wit, often  about nature.  After graduating from Harvard in 1941, he served as a pilot in WWII.  He taught after the war and in 1963 became consultant in poetry to the Library of Congress.  His first book of verse was The Image and the Law and was followed later by The Homecoming Game, a tale of a college professor who flunks a small college’s football hero.  For twenty points, who is this author, winner of the 1978 Pulitzer Prize and National Book Award, also known for being U.S. Poet Laureate from 1988 to 1990?

Answer:  Howard Nemerov
