A. Christina’s World
2.This proclaimed that the area gained by George Clark in the Revolutionary War would become at least three and at most five states. It outlined the procedure for admission of new states, and prohibited slavery in the region east of the Mississippi River and north of the Ohio River. FTP, name this 1787 statute of the government under the Articles of Confederation.


A. Northwest Ordinance 

3. Jeník sells his love Marenka for 300 crowns to Kecal the town broker, under the premise that  Marenka must marry the son of Tobia Mícha.  Kecal brings cash and contract, preparing to force Marenka into an unhappy marriage. However, Jeník is the long-lost son of Mícha and claims Marenka’s hand. FTP, name this Bedrich Smetana opera about a wedding bargain.


A. The Bartered Bride 

4. These antecedents of chromosomal DNA were discovered after radioactive DNA precursors were fed to E. coli.  Formed only on the lagging strand of DNA, these sections of complementary strand are about 1000 nucleotides long.  FTP, identify these small DNA fragments synthesized in the three prime to five prime direction, named after their Japanese discoverer.


A. Okazaki fragments 

5. “If I can fool a bug, I can surely fool a man. People are not as smart as bugs,” says the title character of this work.. To the pride of Mr. Zuckerman and Fern Arable,  Wilbur becomes a “Terrific,” “Radiant,” and “Humble” prizewinner of the county fair.  FTP, name this E.B. White novel about a pig and his friends. 


A. Charlotte’s Web 


(accept Charlotte or Charlotte A. Cavatica on early buzz before “of this work” in the first 
sentence)

6. Although much of this language’s vocabulary is of creole-English origin, its grammar and pronunciation come from Ewe, Mandinka, Igbo, Twi and Yoruba. It is the language of Uncle Remus in Joel Chandler Harris's Bre'r Rabbit tales, and of Porgy and Bess.  FTP, name this language of the Sea Islands of South Carolina and Georgia, derived from the word "Angola." 


A. Gullah
7. It is first mentioned in line 34 of Chrétien de Troyes's Lancelot. Tennyson envisioned it as a “many tower’d” place with “nothing in it as it seems / Saving the King.” Malory identified it with Winchester, and Leland speculates that it was originally located at Cadbury Castle. FTP, name this legendary center of King Arthur's domain.


A. Camelot
8. In 1879, this effect was observed by a graduate student at Johns Hopkins University. If a thin gold plate is placed in a magnetic field at right angles to its surface, an electric current flowing along the plate can cause a potential drop because electrons deflect laterally. FTP, name this physical effect used to determine the density of charge carriers in conductors. 


A. Hall effect

9. After studying at the Royal Women's Superior Training Academy, this author began to write while teaching at a Landskrona girl’s school.  Her works include Gösta Berlings Saga (1891), The Miracles of Antichrist (1897),  and The Wonderful Adventures of Nils (1906). FTP, name this Swedish novelist, who in 1909 became the first woman to win the Nobel Prize for Literature.
 
A. Selma Lagerlof
10. Canons of this philisophical movement may be divided into passion, the perception of both pleasure and pain, sensation, memory, and prenotion. This philosophy espoused that the beauty of nature derived from disarray.  FTP, name this philosophical antithesis of Stoicism, whose followers included Titus Lucretius Carus, the author of On the Nature of Things.


A. Epicureanism

11. This 1828 Lucasian Professor of Mathematics at Cambridge was a Fellow of the Royal Society and co-founder of the British Association for the Advancement of Science. This author of more than eighty papers and books resigned in 1839 to work on his Analytical machine.  FTP, name this man who envisioned the first mechanical digital computer.


A. Charles Babbage


12. This term later came to mean any New Yorker who could trace their family to the original Dutch settlers. The first American school of writers, this group’s members included James Kirke Paulding, James Fenimore Cooper, and Washington Irving.  FTP, identify this literary group, whose name is derived from Irving’s pseudonym from A History Of New York. 


A. Knickerbocker Group

13. This flower of remembrance is worn on Armistice Day, because in Flanders fields, these flowers blow, between the crosses row on row.  These plants of family Papaveraceae have lobed  leaves, milky sap, and four- to six-petaled flowers.  FTP, name these alluring red flowers, which cause Dorothy and the Lion to fall fast asleep.


A. poppies or poppy


14. Spanish privateer Juan de Leon Fantino (hwan-de-LEY-awn-fahn-TEEN-oh) found smuggled goods aboard the Rebecca, and took drastic measures towards the vessel's captain. In response, Britain declared this war, also known as "King George's War," and sent forces to protect Caribbean commerce.  FTP, identify this 1739-1741 war, named for a captain's body part. 

A. War of Jenkin's Ear (also accept King George's War on early buzz)


15. Originally named Smith’s Crossroads, this seat of Rhea (RAY) County was established in 1820.  Located on Richland Creek in the Tennessee River Valley, this town has a population of 6,000. There are 11 copies of the Bible its high school library, and no copies of Darwin’s On the Origin of Species. FTP, name the town where the 1925 Scopes Monkey Trial took place.


A. Dayton 

16. According to satellite studies done by National Geographic, “only 10 percent of this important ecosystem still remains.” There is heavy damming of the Tigris and Euphrates rivers that surround this ancient site of invasions from the Arabian peninsula region. FTP, identify this area of rich Mesopotamian marshlands that includes parts of Israel, Lebanon, Syria, Jordan, and Iraq.

 
A. Fertile Crescent


17. Composer and librettist Meredith Willson went through 30 revisions and over 40 different songs in the making of this musical.  In order to sell band instruments to citizens of River City, Iowa, Professor and con-man Harold Hill claims that children must particapate in his "Think System" program.  FTP, name this 1957 musical about a traveling instrument salesman.


A. The Music Man 

18. The title character has an affair with Larisa Foedorovna(lah-REE-sah FYO-door-of-na).  On his way home, he is kidnapped by a group of rebels fighting in the Russian civil war. When the revolutionaries threaten to kill the central character and Larisa, he remains behind instead of returning to his family.  FTP, name this 1957 Boris Pasternak work about a physician.  


A. Doctor Zhivago
19. Bolivian forces under General Hans Kundt sought to control the Paraguay River, and surrendered to Paraguayan forces at the fortress of Villa Montes(VEE-ya-MON-tez) in 1935. This war began after the discovery of oil in disputed territory east of the Andes. FTP, identify this South-American war, named after a territory including parts of Argentina, Paraguay, and Bolivia. 


A. Gran Chaco War (do not accept Chaco Boreal)

20. During a walk through Bath, Bristol, and the Wye valley to North Wales, William Wordsworth wrote the first draft of this literary work.  Wordworth describes this geographical feature with “a night-fire mounting to the clouds/ Reveals the desert and with dismal red/ Clothes the black bodies of encircling crowds.”  FTP, name this plain, the site of Stonehenge.


A. Salisbury Plain  (Accept either Salisbury Plain, or A Night on Salisbury Plain

Adventures on Salisbury Plain or, Incidents on Salisbury Plain on early buzz during first
