1.  It can be stopped but cortorsis ore and Yuuzhon Vong armor.  Normally one would take four to six weeks to construct, but in times of emergency one can be made in a week.  It uses a high energy flux aperture to create a loop so they only lose energy when they come into contact with other substances. 5.  His father was a grocer, but he studied to become a doctor.  In 1888, his play 'Wood Demon' ran for three performances.  His next Play, 'Seagull,' got mixed reviews but lasted longer.  FTP, name this Russian, author of "Three Sisters" and "Cherry Orchard."

A. Anton Chekov

6.  It can be done to molten sodium chloride, water, and an aqueous sodium chloride solution, among other things. It follows the same principles as the process that takes place in galvanic cells. A typical set up for this procedure would involve a cathode, a battery, and an anode. Name this process, wherein electrical energy is used to prompt a non spontaneous chemical reaction such as breaking apart water into hydrogen and oxygen..

7.  In 1921, the administrations of the naval reserves in Wyoming and California were transferred to the Department of the Interior.  Albert Bacon Fall accepted $300,000 from Mammoth Oil Company, and after his term in prison, and resigning from the Department of the Interior, he joined the company.  FTP name the government scandal where these oil reserves were secretly leased out to private oil companies in 1922.

8.  Giovanni created a bank that flourished and extended until offices opened in London.  Cosimo controlled the government.  Lorenzo, known as “the Magnificent,” was a skilled architect.  FTP, name this Florentine family, patron to Michelangelo.


A: de Medici Family

9.  They were built by a Chaldean king to consolate his Median wife around 600 B.C.  Until shortly before World War I, they remained a myth captured by Dutch artist Maarten van Heemskerck.  Then in 1914, Robert Koldewey and other German archaeologists came upon their foundations in the northwest side of the ancient city of Babylon.  FTP name this Wonder of the World, built by Nebuchadnezzar II.


A: The Hanging Gardens of Babylon
10.  The major ports on this lake include Rockport, Rogers City, Cheboygan, Alpena, Bay City, Harbor Beach, Collingwood, Midland, Tiffin, Port McNicoll, and Depot Harbor. It was named by the French after an Indian tribe that lived on its shores near the Wye River, which flows into one of the two major bays that jut off this lake––Georgian Bay and Saginaw Bay. It is part of the St. Lawrence Seaway and is connected to the other Great Lakes by the Straits of Mackinac, St. Marys River, and a river-system that dumps into Lake Eire and includes the St. Clair River, Lake St. Clair, and the Detroit River. FTP, name this second largest Great Lake.

12.   It occupies 40% of the largest country in South America and lies in the drainage basin of a river of the same name and its tributaries. This area is famous for its woods, abundance of plant and animal life, and Manaus is its major city. The origin of the name of this place is possibly a fierce Greek female-warrior clan. For ten points what is this Brazilian rainforest that lies between the Atlantic Ocean, the Andes, and the Guiana Highlands. 


A. Amazon Rainforest

13.  A depiction of a famous author, it was originally part of a larger work called “La Porte de l’Enfer.” Today, this sculpture is housed in a Philadelphia museum
although initially commissioned in 1880 for the Musee des Arts Decoratif in Paris. FTP, name this work by Rodin, called in French “Le Penseur.”


A: The Thinker
14.  One of its first assertions is “That Adam had not, either by natural right of fatherhood, or by positive donation from God, any such authority over his children, or dominion over the world.”  It later goes on to consider  “what state all men are naturally in, and that is, a state of perfect freedom.”  FTP, name this work by Locke.


A: Second Treatise on Government

15.  It begins with the title character and his fiancée, Susanne, taking measurements for their new room.  However, their impending nuptials are cast into doubt by the attempts of Susanne’s master, Count Almaviva, to seduce her.  However, all ends well when Susanne’s future husband, the Count’s chief servant, foils Almaviva’s plA.  FTP, identify this
comedy by  Pierre-Augustin Caron de Beaumarchais, which was turned into an opera by
Mozart in 1786.


A. The Marriage of Figaro accept Le Mariage de Figaro or Le Nozze di

16.  The vector sum of all the forces on a particle, both translational and rotational, is zero.  During a reversible chemical reaction, no net changes in a amounts of the reactants or products occurs, and the maximum conversion of reactants to products has been obtained. 17.  It can be pregnant, hanging, or dimpled. Whatever type, it has caused much confusion when it comes to counting ballots in the 2000 presidential election. 18.  Clement VII and Urban VI had something in common, resulting in this period from 1378-1417.  The meetng of the cardinals at Pisa only exacerbated the situation by electing yet another pope, and finally in 1414 the Council of Constance fired them all and elected Martin V in 1417.  FTP, name this period of the Catholic church's history when its followers divided themselves along national lines based in Rome and Avignon.

A. The Great Western Schism

19.  It is thought that ethane rains and collects in a large ocean on this moon, much like water does on Earth.  Its atmosphere is denser than ours and almost entirely nitrogen.  This moon was found in 1655 by the Dutch astronomer Christiaan Huygens, the first moon around Saturn to be discovered.  FTP, name this moon, the second largest in the solar system.


A. Titan
20.  In Scripta Minoa, the problem of deciphering this language was brought about.  The first tablets containing it were found at Knossos in 1935 during an excavation by Sir Arthur Eva.  These tablets date back to the second millennium BC, and similar writing was found at many other Mycenaean sites.  FTP, name this language of Minoan Crete that has still not been deciphered.


A: Linear A

TB. Written in 1899, this work established such concepts as manifest content, and latent content. It also held that repressed desires, often of a sexual or 
hostile nature come out during sleep, but are disguised by the mind into seemingly bizarre gibberish. FTP name this ground breaking psychoanalytic work by Freud, his first major work. 


A.    The Interpretation of Dreams 

FTPE, name these Greek women, unfortunate in love.

Athena put the head of this monster, sister to Stheno and Euryale and mother of Chrysaor, on her shield, the aegis.  


A: Medusa
This daughter of Priam was taken by Agamemnon back from the Trojan War and foresaw his betrayal by Clytemnestra.  


A: Cassandra
Daughter of another river god, this woman was eventually identified with the Egyptian goddess, Isis, after her tortured flight from Argos.  


A: Io

Jackson vetoed the re-charter bill of this institution because it was not a South Western Agrarian issue and had caused him personal problems in the election of 1824; instead he spread the money out to little banks, causing 
inflation.


A: Bank of the United States  (or BUS)

In response to the inflation, Jackson implemented this program, which forced people to pay government fees, such as land or taxes in gold or silver, resulting in a less accessible economy.


A: Specie Circular
Jackson supported Georgia in its removal of the Cherokee from 1838-1839.  Some 4000 Indians died of starvation, disease, and exposure on this 1285-kilometer forced march to Oklahoma.
