Round 4


1. This UNESCO World Heritage site, discovered in 1911 by Hiram Bingham. He discovered this Inca ruins while looking for one of the last Inca strongholds––Vilcabamba. It is thought that this was a palace complex, though Bingham suggested that it was a sanctuary for an Inca elite group––the Virgins of the Sun. This complex consists of some 300 Inca houses and 50 other buildings and is arguably the most economically important tourist attraction in Peru. FTP, what is this Incan architectural masterpiece which literally means Old Peak.  

A. Machu Pichu 

2.  This type of animal can usually be found in Australia, Tasmania, and New Guinea. They are the only surviving members of the subclass prototheria. For ten points, name this group of egglaying mammals that includes the platypus and the echidna.


A: monotremes

3.  It was planned as the first volume in a never written trilogy, and explores the rationalism, human freedom, and the existence of God. Published in 1880, it tells of the murder of Fyodor, a corrupt landowner. Interestingly, his sons, Ivan, Dmitry, and Alyosha are all somewhat involved. For ten points, name this novel, considered to be the finest work by Fyodor Dostoyevsky.


A. The Brothers Karamozov
4.  They are composed of a weak acid and its conjugate base, which is a negatively charged salt. Their function is to form bonds or dissociate in a solution, but they only work when their concentration is much more the concentration of ions added to the solution.  For ten points, name this type of substance vital to cells that resists changes in the pH of a solution when hydrogen or hydroxide ions are added or removed.


A: Buffers

5.  Supermarket coupons, preferred customer discounts, name-your-own-price airline ticket purchases, and higher telephone rates for businesses are all examples of this concept.  It only works if the seller can segment its customer base into different groups.  Each group must differ in its demand for the good, and something must arbitrage from occurring.  If the seller can pull this off, he’ll earn higher profits than will a standard monopolist.  For TEN POINTS, name this concept that economists would define as, “Charging two different customers two different prices for one single good.”  


Price Discrimination (MARKET DISCRIMINATION would also be acceptable)

6.  The author's first, novel, it won the 1953 National Book Award for fiction.  It tells the story of the Great Migration of blacks to the north, as the narrator, who remains nameless, goes to Harlem and lives secretly in the basement of a whites-only tenant house, steals electricity from the electricity company to run the 1369 light bulbs in his room, and listen to loud Louis Armstrong records.  He almost kills a blond man for insulting him, but realizes it is not the blond man's fault, because he could not really see him. FTP, name this only finished novel by Ralph Ellison.


A. The Invisible Man
7.  It contains a good angel, a bad angel, seven deadly sins and two devils, and a man who just wants to learn magic.  Eventually he learns, with the help of Mephistophiles, sneaks into the pope's chamber, and harasses a cardinal and the pope invisibly during their supper.  Later he performs his necromancy for the emperor, despite his frequent debates over whether or not to be a tool of the devil. FTP, name this work by Christopher Marlowe wherein the title character sells his soul for knowledge and power.


A. The Tragical History of Dr. Faustus

8.  Defined with respect to the axis of rotation of an object, it is equal to the magnitude of the component of the force vector lying in the plane perpendicular to the axis, multiplied by the shortest distance between the axis and the direction of the force component. In other words, it is the cross product of force and distance. FTP, identify this physics concept, the rotational analogue of force, also known as moment of force.

A. torque (accept moment of force on early buzz)

9.  Thomas Dartmouth “Daddy” Rice, who was inspired by an elderly African-American in Louisville, Kentucky, portrayed this character. Laws named after this character were slowly broken down in such Supreme Court cases as Sweatt v. Painter, McLaurin v. Oklahoma, and Brown v. Board of Education. FTP, name this fictitious character who gives his name to "separate but equal" laws found in the United States from the late 19th century to the 1960s. 


A.: Jim Crow 

10.  It was declared in 1713, and signed into law in 1720. Though Charles VI had no male heir, it allowed Maria Teresa to inherit most of the Hapsburg Empire after his death,  even though Charles Albert of Barvaria and Frederick the Great of Prussia contested this it, resulting in the War of Austrian Succession.  FTP, name this decree stated that upon Charles VI's 
death, his lands would pass intact to his eldest son or daughter.

A. Pragmatic Sanction

11.  It was completed in January of 1790 and lasted for ten performances, though these were interrupted by the death of Joseph II.  It is the third of its composer’s da Ponte operas, and was long disliked because of its subject: female fickleness. FTP, identify this Mozart opera whose name translates to “they’re all like that” and is also called La scuola degli amanti or “the school for lovers.”


A. Cosi fan tutte (co-see fan too-tee), accept Scuola degli amanti or The School for Lovers on early buzz.

12.  Although the highpoint of its military power was probably the capture of Awdaghast from their  Berber trading partners in the north, this state’s real power came from its control of trade routes between North and West africa. Name this powerful West African state, the first major empire in the region, flourishing for a few centuries shortly after 1000 CE. 


  A.  Ghana 

13.  This mountain range was immortalized in Harold Bell Wright’s Shepherd of the Hills and is a corruption of the name of a French trading post that was established in the 
area in the 1700s. The mountain range is the only rugged area between the 
Appalachians and the Rockies and extends from Arkansas to Missouri, southern 
Illinois, and southeastern Kansas. Tourism, timber, agriculture, and lead and zinc mining are the major industries. FTP, what is this central United States mountain range that is famous for its country music. 

A. Ozarks

14.  It is more reliable, more flexible, smaller in size, and consumes less electricity. Its application ranges from small radios to the most
sophisticated space probes.  This 1947 invention of John Bardeen, W.B.
Shockley, and W.H. Brattain and it has revolutionized both electronic communication, and computation, and has almost entirely replaced the vacuum tube in electronic devices.  For ten point name this solid-state electronic device which is used primarily for switching and amplification.

        Ans:    Transistor
15.  This mural was painted in 1937 and does not represent the event that it was painted as a response to. The mural displays a "prophetic vision of doom" that will faced as a result of nuclear warfare. In the painting, a woman and 
her dead child are the descendants of the Pieta, a woman with a lamp symbolizes the Statue of Liberty in New York Harbor, and a dead warrior's disembered arm still grasps a sword, symbolic of heroic resistance. For ten points, what is this Picasso mural painted in response to a terror-bombing of the ancient Basque capital that shares its name with this piece of art.


A. Guernica
16.  This woman graduated from Russian high school in 1997, and started Physical Culture Russian University in September of 1997.  Her coach since 1998 is Pavel Slozil.  She won her first Grand Slam title at the 1999 Australian Open, winning the doubles title with her first-time partner Martina Hingis, and she also reached the fourth round in singles.  FTP, name this young Russian tennis star whose picture has been recently used to disguise a computer virus.


A: Anna Kournikova
17.  He graduated from the U.S. Naval Academy in 1944 and served in the Pacific during World War II.  He went on to become a naval test pilot, and in 1959 he became one of the original seven astronauts chosen for the U.S. Mercury program.  FTP, name this man, who, on May 5 1961, made a 15 minute sub-orbital flight to become the first American to travel in outer space.


A. Alan Bartlett Shepard, Jr.

18.  Clinton has blamed this man in part for their suspicious pardon of Mark Rich on Clinton's last day in office. Clinton has said that this former military man in Israel put pressure on Clinton to pardon Rich after a marathon series of negotiations about Peace in the Middle East. FTP, name this down on his luck Israeli politician, recently trounced by the right wing Ariel Sharon in Israel's elections for prime minister. 

A. Ehud Barak 

19.  He was chosen as chairman of the Working Council for Art in March 1919, and created "The Architect's Collaborative" in 1945. He used a steel frames as support for floors, thus letting external glass walls extend without breaks for support devices. For ten points, name this German architect, who was behind the building of the Bauhaus in Dessau, Germany, and the Harvard Graduate Center, in Cambridge, Mass.


     A.: Walter Gropius

20.  From the Greek for 'deed,' this philosophical school says there is no absolute truth because truths change trueness with their practical utility.  William James popularized it in his work subtitled 'A New Name For Some Old Ways Of Thinking.  FTP, name this idea that the only test of human perceptions or ideals is in the practical results.  

A. Pragmatism

TB.  Rejection is something that not even immortals are above.  Gods of Greek mythology, including the most handsome and powerful ones, were frequently ignored by the females they pursued.  One such female was chased all over banks of a river belonging to her father, the river-god Ladon.  Calling on her father to save her, this nymph was transformed into a laurel, whose leaves her pursuer used to make a wreath to crown himself.  For 10 points, name this nymph which the great god Apollo wooed with his golden lyre to no avail.


A:  Daphne
In 1798 these Acts were an attempt by the Federalist government to stamp out the Republican Party.  This aim was accomplished by increasing the number of years it took an immigrant to be naturalized to fourteen years, and by 
giving the government the ability to deport the these immigrants at any time.  FTP, name the acts that resulted in the Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions by reducing immigration and punishing critics of the government 


A: The Alien and Sedition Acts
They flourished from the beginning of the Pleistocene to the middle, and its remains have been found in Java, Peking, Germany, and at Olduvai Gorge. With a brain smaller than modern humans and larger than Australopithecus, they also had thick skull bones and a recedeing forehead.  FTP, name this predecessor to the Homo Sapian that walked upright.


A. Homo Erectus
