1.  In 1952, a national memorial commemorating his expedition was established near Bisbee, Arizona.  This explorer arrived at New Spain in 1535 and four years later became the governor of the province of Nueva Galicia.   His expeditions in the Southwest saw the first European sightings of the American buffalo and the Grand Canyon of the Colorado River.  FTP, name this explorer who learned from the explorer Cabeza de Vaca about the Seven Cities of Cibola who found out that these cities were simply Indian villages. 

Answer:  Francisco Vasquez de Coronado
2. Chapter titles include "Hybridism", "On the Imperfection of the Geological Record", and "Difficulties of the Theory", which would forbode later controversies.  Published in 1859 before its later sequel  The Descent of Man , this is, FTP, what book documenting a famous theory of natural selection, by Charles Darwin.
Answer:  The Origin of Species 

3.  After going to Europe to study languages, he returned to the US and became professor of languages at Bowdoin College.  His first book was a series of travel sketches, Outre-Mer:  A Pilgrimage beyond the Sea.  After his second marriage to Francis Appletion in 1843, her father gave them the Cambridge mansion Craigie House as a wedding poet, where the writer spent the rest of his life.  FTP, name this poet most famous for the works Paul Revere’s Ride, Tales of a Wayside Inn, The Courtship of Miles Standish, and Hiawatha.

Answer:  Henry Wadsworth Longfellow
4.  According to an anecdote of Heinrich Heine, the resident of the town this philosopher lived in set their watches by his daily walks.  In his General Natural History and Theory of the Heavens, he advanced the hypothesis of the formation of the universe from a spinning nebula.  He thought in addition to analytic and synthetic propositions, propositions can be divided into two more types:  Empirical and a priori.  FTP, name German philosopher who wrote Metaphysics of Ethics, Critique of Practical Reason, and Critique of Pure Reason.

Answer:  Immanuel Kant
5.  He was chairman of the Atomic Energy Commission from 1961-1971, and then he became professor at the University of California, Berkeley, and assistant director of the Lawrence Berkeley Laboratory.  He is known for his discovery and characterization of many radioactive isotopes and for his discovery in the elements plutonium, americium, curium, and others.  FTP, name this scientist who shared the 1951 Nobel Prize in chemistry with Edwin McMillan and has element atomic number 106 named after him.

Answer:  Glenn Theodore Seaborg
6.  Giovanni is a student who lives next door to the title character and he falls in love with her.  The title character’s father is a doctor and scientist in Padua who grows only poisonous plants in his garden and nourishes his daughter Beatrice on only poison so she could help him in his experiments in the garden.  When Giovanni becomes contaminated with the poison of the garden, he is given an antidote and cured, but when he gives it to Beatrice, it kills her.  FTP, name this short story written by Nathaniel Hawthorne.

Answer:  Rappaccini’s Daughter

7.  He ran 72 yards after an interception to score his first touchdown in a game against the Los Angeles Rams in 1984.  The next year he earned his first trip to the Pro Bowl.  Drafted out of a school that is now known as Texas A & M Kingsville, he’s entering his 19th year with the same ball club that drafted.  FTP, name this defensive player who after being displaced at starting cornerback by Deion Sanders last year, wants to compete for the starting position in the upcoming season.

8.  Too narrow for navigation by all but small boats, this river is important for its water supply.  Roughly 94 percent of the river’s water originates in the Turkey highlands although less than 30 percent of the river’s drainage basin is in Turkey.  In northern Iraq this river forms the western boundary of the area known as Al Jazirah.  FTP, name this river that flows through Syria and Iraq before joining the Tigris to form the Shatt al Arab.

Answer:  Euphrates river
9.  Less famous works of hers included Religious Experience, which is an autobiographical sketch, and Meditations, Divine, and Moral, a collection of sayings for the instruction of her son.  By birth an aristocrat, she was the daughter of a governor of the Massachusetts Bay Colony and the wife of another.  FTP, name this female poet who John Berryman wrote a poem about who’s most famous work is a volume of poetry, The Tenth Muse Lately Sprung Up in America.

Answer:  Anne Bradstreet

10. Frederic Wilhelm Bessel was first to determine this number of a fixed star, at 61 Cygni.  The lunar version is defined as the difference in position of the moon on the celestial sphere when observed from the earth’s surface, as compared to its position if observed at the same time from a point then at the center of the earth’s disk facing the moon.  FTP, name this astronomical phenomenon, the most famous type is stellar.

Answer:  Parallax

11.  From 1918-1919, he served in the army at Camp Dodge, Iowa, and then in Washington DC, designing camouflage for artillery.  Then in 1927 he received a commission for a stained glass window for the Veterans Memorial Building in Cedar Rapids.  A leader in the Regionalist school of 20th century American art, he was strongly influenced by the subject matters of various German and Flemish painters of the Renaissance.  FTP, name this painter of Daughters of the Revolution and American Gothic.

Answer:  Grant Wood

12.  This play presents a series of encounters of the main character Quentin over a 25-year span.  The play caused controversy, in part because of the characterization of Maggie, supposed modeled on the author’s second wife Marilyn Monroe.  Maggie is Quentin’s second wife who goes from popular entertainer to bitter neurotic and then committed suicide.  FTP, name this play which ends with Quentin poised to marry Holga by Arthur Miller.

Answer:  After the Fall

13.  This Greek god had it pretty rough early in his life.  After being born, he was torn to pieces by the Titans at Hera’s instigation and was revived by Rhea.  Before that he had to be saved from his mother’s body because the lightning bolts that radiated from Zeus after seeing him in his divine glory consumed her.  Zeus managed to save the unborn god by sewing it into his thigh.  FTP, name this Greek god who later marries Ariadne and is the god of wine and fertile crops.

Answer:  Dionysus (make fun of anyone who says Bacchus)

14.  He became one of the youngest fellows of the Royal Society in 1974 and became Lucasian Professor at Cambridge in 1979.  When examining the property of black holes, he realized that the surface area of the event horizon around a black hole could only increase or remain constant with time.  He also found that that black holes could emit thermal radiation.  FTP, name this scientist whose published works include Black Holes and Baby Universes and Other Essays and A Brief History of Time, wheelchair bound because of ALS.

Answer:  Stephen William Hawking
15.  This event was caused by the queen mother Catherine de Medici.  Jealous of the growing power of Gaspard de Coligny, Huguenot adviser to her son, she ordered his assassination, which failed.  A number of Huguenot leaders were gathered in Paris for the marriage of Catherine’s daughter to Henry of Navarre demanded an investigation.  Since an investigation would have implicated his mother, Charles IX was convinced to order the murder of the Huguenot leaders.  FTP, name this massacre of Huguenots occurring on 8/24/1572.

Answer:  St. Bartholomew’s Day’s Massacre

16. Held in response of Massachusetts’s invitation to the 13 colonies, 9 of the 13 colonies convened in New York City to protest the act that was an attempt by the British Parliament to raise money from the colonies to defray the cost of maintaining the military defense of the colonies.  FTP, name this assembly held in October 1765 that is known for the name of the act it was protesting.

20.  Some research suggests that highly creative people show unusually high rates of this illness and some of the famous people who probably suffered from it include Virginia Woolf, Ernest Hemingway, Jackson Pollock, and Sergey Rachmaninoff.  The illness usually begins during a person’s late teens or 20s and studies suggest the genes a person inherits seem to have a strong influence on whether the person will develop this illness.  FTP, name this psychological disorder in which a person’s mood alternates between extreme mania and depression.
