Scholastic Bowl, 2003-04 season

District Competition, Match #7


These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Adam Fine and Gary Bugg are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District before all District champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period, 15 toss-ups

1.  The publication of this novel led to the passage of the Food and Drug Act in 1906. For 10 points, name this shocking novel about the Chicago meatpacking industry by Upton Sinclair.

ANSWER: _The Jungle_

2.  Bacteria do not have a true nucleus or many other membrane bound organelles. What term describes bacteria and other cells which do not have nuclei?

ANSWER: _prokaryotes_ or _prokaryotic_

3.  Rodrigo was the father, and Cesare (chay-ZAH-ray) and Lucrezia (loo-KREH-tsee-uh) were two of his four kids. For 10 points, what was the shared last name, a family synonymous with corruption in the Renaissance-era Catholic Church?

ANSWER: _Borgia_ (BOR-gee-uh)

4.  For 10 points, what type of bond joins amino acids?

ANSWER: _peptide_ bonds

5.  In architecture, Charles Barry and John Ruskin supported the style's "Revival" in the nineteenth century.  It originally arose in France at the Royal Abbey of Saint-Denis (san den-EE) in the twelfth century, characterized by highly vertical pointed arches and flying buttresses.  For ten points, what artistic period dominated Europe immediately after the Romanesque and before the Renaissance? 

ANSWER:  _Gothic_

6.  He was a rich gentleman who was looked up to by the people of his town for being well dressed and courteous. For 10 points, name this Edwin Arlington Robinson character who wasn't as happy as he appeared and who "went home and put a bullet through his head."

ANSWER: _Richard Cory_

7.  For 10 points, what English chemist is credited with the discovery of oxygen?

ANSWER: Joseph _Priestley_

8.  For 10 points, the Waksal brothers have taken turns being the CEO of what corporation that is at the center of the Martha Stewart insider trading scandal?

ANSWER: _ImClone_ (im-CLONE)

9.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Let A represent 17.58% of 9154.  Let B represent 91.54% of 1758. For 10 points, what is A minus B?

ANSWER: _0_

10.  These three words complete the following sentence: "You shall not press down upon the brow of labor this crown of thorns, you shall not crucify mankind upon a (BLANK)." For 10 points, what are these three words, uttered in 1896 at the Democratic convention by eventual candidate William Jennings Bryan?

ANSWER: _cross of gold_

11.  The gods made this realm from Ymir's eyebrows, and it was located at the center of the cosmos.  Connected to Asgard by the Bifrost bridge, the serpent Jormungard curled completely around the land, supporting its weight.  For ten points, in Norse mythology, what name was given to the home of the humans, the "middle world?"

ANSWER:  _Midgard_

12.  Its story begins with the exodus from Jerusalem of Lehi, who moved to South America with his sons Laman and Nephi.  The Lamanites became the ancestors of the American Indians, while the Nephites developed into a highly civilized culture.  Divided into fifteen portions and translated from gold plates in the late 1820s, for ten points, what is this scripture found by Joseph Smith of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints?

ANSWER:  Book of _Mormon_

13.  Jed the Poorhouse Boy, Mark the Match Boy, and Joe the Hotel Boy are among many who rose from rags to riches in this 19th-century American writer's works. Name him for 10 points. 

ANSWER: Horatio _Alger_

14.  The name by which he is best known means "Universal Ruler", a title he received in 1206 after uniting the divided tribes of his homeland. He then conquered northern China and much of modern Kazakhstan and Iran before his death in 1227. Temujin was the birth name of, for 10 points, what founder of the Mongol Empire?

ANSWER: _Genghis Khan_

15.  The ability of a computer to accept and automatically configure devices that are attached to it is given, for 10 points, what catchy name by Microsoft?

ANSWER: _plug and play_

Second period, 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.  A young cowgirl appears in a party dress at the Saturday Night Dance, attracting the attention of both the Head Wrangler and the Champion Roper in what 1942 Aaron Copland ballet?

ANSWER:  _Rodeo_

1B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the value of 3 raised to the square root of nine divided the product of 3 to the one third and three to the two-thirds { 3^(SQRT(9)) / (3^(1/3) * 3^(2/3)) }

ANSWER: _9_

2A.  George and Cecil Calvert were the first two holders of what noble title associated with the founding of Maryland?

ANSWER: _Lord Baltimore_ or _Baron Baltimore_

2B.  FOUR ANSWERS REQUIRED. There are 5 organs, starting with the mouth, in the digestive tube of humans. Name the other four, in order. 

ANSWER: _esophagus, stomach, small intestines, large intestines_

3A.  Name the Theodore Dreiser novel, based on the Gillette-Brown murder case, which became the 1951 film A Place in the Sun.

ANSWER: _An American Tragedy_

3B.  Who was the cousin of Saddam Hussein, nicknamed 'Chemical', that was captured on August 21 by American forces?

ANSWER: Ali Hassan _al-Majid_ (al-mah-JEED)

4A.  What do you call the end of a stream where it empties into a standing body of water such as a lake or ocean? 

ANSWER: _mouth_ 

4B.  The cities of Mohenjo-Daro (moh-HEN-joh DAH-roh) and Harappa were located in what river valley?

ANSWER: _Indus_ river

5A.  According to the cofunction identity, what does the tangent of 90 minus theta degrees equal? 

ANSWER: _cotangent of theta_

5B.  Make this passive verb construction active:  The ball was thrown by the quarterback.

ANSWER: _The quarterback threw the ball._ (the key is that the qb is doing the action)

6A.  What does the acronym FDIC stand for?

ANSWER: _Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation_

6B.  What is the largest city in Scotland?

ANSWER: _Glasgow_

7A.  What team lost to the Tampa Bay Buccaneers defeat in the Super Bowl in January of 2003?

ANSWER: _Oakland Raiders_ (accept either)

7B.  A neutral atom in the ground state contains 16 electrons. What is the total number of electrons in the 2p sublevel?

ANSWER: _6_

8A.  What is the empirical formula of a compound with the molecular formula C6H12O6?

ANSWER: _CH2O_

8B.  Sinhalese (seen-HAH-leez) and Tamil (TAH-meel) are the most common native languages of what country?

ANSWER: _Sri Lanka_

9A.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The total per-unit cost of a product is $.75. The units are sold at $1.00 each. What is the difference, expressed as a reduced fraction, between the profit percentage calculated based on production price and the profit percentage calculated based on selling price?

ANSWER: _1/12_ (1/3 - 1/4)

9B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the most factored expression with integer coefficients that is equivalent to x to the fifth minus 4 x-cubed {(x^5 - 4x^3)}?

ANSWER: _x^3(x-2)(x+2)_

10A.  In his best-known work, he compares the similarities between Greek and Roman figures of preceding ages. Name the Greek author of Parallel Lives.

ANSWER: _Plutarch_ (plu-tark)

10B.  Published in 1273, what three-part treatise that synthesized Christian theology with the logic of Aristotle was the most noted work by philosopher Thomas Aquinas (ah-KWY-nas)?

ANSWER:  _Summa Theologica_ (or _Summa Theologiae_)

Third period, 15 toss-ups

1.  Although he was born in the U.S., he is known as a British poet and critic. Name this man who was a close friend of Ezra Pound and who wrote Four Quartets, Murder in the Cathedral, and The Hollow Man.

ANSWER: Thomas Stearns _Eliot_

2.  Originally, a merchant was called this because he bought items in lots of 12 dozen. For 10 points, what is the word?

ANSWER: _grocer_ 

3.  Within the cytoplasm of a cell, there is a canal system called the endoplasmic reticulum. For 10 points, what does rough endoplasmic reticulum have on it that smooth endoplasmic reticulum does not, thus giving it its name?

ANSWER: _ribosomes_

4.  "Fly the friendly skies" has been the slogan of, for 10 points, what airline?

ANSWER: _United_

5.  If the theft of property from another person is accompanied by force or fear of force against the victim, it is called robbery. However, if the theft occurs without force, it is given, for 10 points, what name, which can come in grand or petty varieties?

ANSWER: _larceny_

6.  TWO ANSWERS REQUIRED. For 10 points, what are the two classes of electromagnetic radiation that surround the visible light spectrum?

ANSWER: _ultraviolet_ and _infrared_

7.  Bloomers, which are loose, baggy pants gathered at the waist, are named for Amelia Jenks Bloom. For 10 points, what is the term for words such as bloomers, which often come from the name of a person or city with which the item is associated?

ANSWER: _eponym(s)_

8.  He is also known as Riduan (rih-DOO-awn) Isamuddin (ee-sah-MOO-din). He was captured on August 13 in Ayutthaya (ah-yoo-THAH-yuh), a town in Thailand. For 10 points, who is this chief of operations for Jemaah (JEE-mah) Islamiyah (ees-LAH-mee-yah) and the suspected mastermind behind the Bali and Marriott bombings in Indonesia? 

ANSWER: _Hambali_

9.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. X is greater than or equal to zero and less than pi. One plus 2 times the cotangent of X equals negative 1. For 10 points, what is x?

ANSWER: _3 PI / 4_ 

10.  He was credited with advocating the "American System" of internal improvements. In 1824, his support helped John Quincy Adams win the Presidency. For 10 points, who was this Kentucky Speaker of the House that also helped forge the Missouri Compromise and the Compromise of 1850?

ANSWER: Henry _Clay_

11.  Two metals, common in meteoric debris, are also theorized to make up the core of the earth. For 10 points, name these two metals. 

ANSWER: _iron and nickel_ 

12.  His position as court conductor to the Elector of Hanover was a dead-end job, so he produced the opera Rinaldo in fifteen days for the Haymarket Theatre, establishing his reputation in Great Britain.  For ten points, what composer later became the master of the oratorio, with works such as Esther, Judas Maccabeus, and Messiah?

ANSWER:  George Frideric _Handel_

13.  Eareckson Air Force Base is located in the wrongly named Near Islands. Further northeast are the islands of Kiska and Amchitka, while Amlia and Atka are further up, while Unimak is located closest to the mainland. For 10 points, what are these islands that extend to the southwest of the Alaska Peninsula?

ANSWER: _Aleutian_ Islands

14.  He is classified as a Romantic poet and gave Europe the concept of a hero. For 10 points, name this British poet who wrote "The Prisoner of Chillon" (shil-lon), Don Juan (wan), and Childe Harold's Pilgrimage.

ANSWER: George Gordon, Lord _Byron_

15.  It was established on the site of the ancient Greek city of Byzantium. For 10 points, what was this city established by Constantine as the new capital of the Roman Empire, and which is today known as Istanbul?

ANSWER: _Constantinople_ (prompt on Istanbul)

SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.
1.  He got his start in the Bayous before exporting his distinctive trumpet-playing style to Chicago to play in the "Creole Jazz Band".  He left the band to start his own quintet called the "Hot Five".  For 10 points, who is this jazz legend, known by the nickname "Satchmo"?

ANSWER: Louis _Armstrong_

2.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. After 10 games, a team's winning percentage is .700, but they then lose 6 straight games.  If they win 3 of their next 4, for 10 points, what is their winning percentage?

ANSWER: .500 (accept 1/2)

3.  Despite being outnumbered and cornered, Robert E. Lee split his forces into two parts, and was able to crush Joseph Hooker's army at, for 10 points, what May 1863 battle that also saw the death of Stonewall Jackson?

ANSWER: _Chancellorsville_

4.  For 10 points, what gas is released into the environment by the process of photosynthesis?

ANSWER: _oxygen_

5.  In which Thomas Hardy novel will you find the characters Damon Wildeve and Eustacia Vye?

ANSWER: _The Return of the Native_
