Scholastic Bowl, 2003-04 season

Regional Competition, Match #7


These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the Regional level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Adam Fine and Gary Bugg are the authors of these questions.

Regions must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the Region competition or the schools that are members of the given Region before all Region champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all Region champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.

First period, 15 toss-ups

1.  Robert Redford played the lead in the movie based on, for 10 points, what Bernard Malamud novel about a gifted athlete?

ANSWER: _The Natural_

2.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. Angle A measures 140 - 2x degrees.  Angle B measures 30 + 3x degrees.  Angle C measures 50 - 3x degrees.  For 10 points, what is the value of x, given that angles A, B, and C make up a triangle?

ANSWER: _20_

3.  For 10 points, colligative properties depend on what one characteristic of dissolved particles?

ANSWER: _number_ of dissolved particles

4.  On March 12, 1933, President Roosevelt gave a speech to the nation explaining his actions in the banking crisis. This was the first of 30 similar chats he gave at various points in his administration. For 10 points, what name was given to these chats, so named due to his location while giving them?

ANSWER: _fireside_ chats

5.  His 1813 Battle Symphony is usually omitted from the traditional count of his works.  Jan Dussek influenced his sonata "Les adieux," (LAY ah-DOO), while he wrote ballet music for The Creatures of Prometheus.  For ten points, what man composed the Rasumovsky Quartets, the Egmont Overture, and the Sixth, or Pastoral, Symphony - all while losing his hearing?

ANSWER:  Ludwig van _Beethoven_

6.  For 10 points, what animal describes a market where prices are falling, accompanied by widespread pessimism?

ANSWER: _bear_ market

7.   For 10 points, name the Russian-born American physician and microbiologist who developed the live-virus oral vaccine for polio.

ANSWER: Albert _Sabin_

8.  A male with the sex chromosomes XXY is said to have, for 10 points, what syndrome?

ANSWER: _Kleinfelter_ syndrome (accept Kleinfelter's syndrome)

9.  This early symbol of the Roman Republic is also always present in our House of Representatives. For 10 points, what is the name given to a bound bundle of rods or sticks surrounding an axe?  

ANSWER: _ Fasces (fas-ceez)_

10.  In 1816, a ship of colonists wrecked near Madagascar; there were not enough lifeboats, so 149 people were set adrift on a makeshift vessel.  This incident inspired a French artist to depict the moment when the fifteen survivors spotted a rescue ship.  For ten points, identify this most famous painting by Theodore Gericault.

ANSWER:  The _Raft of the Medusa_

11.   What is the name of the play that Bottom, Quince, Snout, and the rest of the rustics perform for the Duke in Shakespeare's A Midsummer Night's Dream?                       

ANSWER: _The Tragedy of Pyramus (peer-a-mus) and Thisbe _

12.  The statue at the Marine Corps War Memorial in Arlington, Virginia, is of four people raising an American flag. For 10 points, this flag raising occurred during what World War II battle?

ANSWER: _Iwo Jima_

13.  Bacteria in the soil take it from the air and change it so plants can use it. Animals eat the plants and return it to the soil as wastes. Other organisms break down these wastes and return it back into the air. For 10 points, what element's cycle has just been described?

Answer: _nitrogen_

14.  He is on trial before the Yugoslav war crimes tribunal in the Hague. Despite this, he just won a parliamentary seat. For 10 points, who is this man, the former President of Yugoslavia?

ANSWER: Slobodan _Milosevic_

15.   For 10 points, what is the word that means the study, theory, and practice of prison management and criminal rehabilitation?

ANSWER: _penology_ or accept poenology

Second period, 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.  Psychologists use what word to name a stimulus offered after a given behavior that is designed to encourage a repeat of that behavior?

ANSWER: _reinforcement_

1B.  According to Hebrew legend, what winged woman was created before Eve, mothered many demons, and was part snake herself?

ANSWER:  _Lilith_

2A.  There are two groups of bryophytes. One is the liverworts; what is the other?

ANSWER: _mosses_

2B.  What technique for protecting data involves writing data to two disks simultaneously, so if one disk is lost or damaged, the other disk will preserve the data?

ANSWER: _mirror_ing

3A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION.  What is the midpoint of the points (1+3i, 2+5i) and (3+i, 4-i)?

ANSWER: _(2+2i, 3+2i)_

3B.  Edgar Rice Burroughs is best known as the creator of what series of stories, which became the basis of an industry that lasted for decades?            

ANSWER: _ Tarzan_

4A.  Represented by a small dot of light, what single memory location on a display screen do digital camera buyers measure in millions to determine the quality of resolution?

ANSWER:  (mega)_pixel_ 

4B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the greatest common divisor of 114 and 76?

ANSWER: _38_

5A.  TWO ANSWERS REQUIRED. In Dickens' A Tale of Two Cities, name the two men who closely resemble one another in appearance and who figure significantly in the story.

ANSWER: _Charles Darnay_ and _Sydney Carton_

5B.  Who was elected President of the Second French Republic in 1848 and was then the first and last Emperor of the Second French Empire from 1852 to 1870?

ANSWER: (Louis) _Napoleon III_ (prompt on Napoleon)

6A.  In vascular plants, it is the phloem tubes which carry food. What are the tubes called that carry water?

ANSWER: _xylem_

6B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. A sample of gas has a volume of 12 liters at 0 degrees C and 380 torr. What will be its volume be when the pressure is changed to 760 torr at constant temperature?

ANSWER: _6_ liters

7A.  Correct the prepositional grammatical error in the following sentence:  The majority was angry with the passage of the resolution.

ANSWER: _ change with to at_  (with a person, at a thing)

7B.  What language family includes Turkish, Mongolian, Korean and Japanese, and is often associated with the Uralic language family?

ANSWER: _Altaic_ 

8A.  European horse Six Perfections took the Mile on turf at the 2003 running of what annual "World Championship of Thoroughbred Racing"?

ANSWER: _Breeder's Cup_

8B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. What is the derivative with respect to x of y = 2 to the 4x power?

ANSWER: _2^(4X+4) * ln(2)_ (accept 4 * 2^(4x) * ln(2)) (2 to the 4X plus 4 power times the natural log of 2)

9A.  Who served as President between Grover Cleveland's two terms as President?

ANSWER: Benjamin _Harrison_

9B.  On Friday, December 26, an earthquake devastated the city of Bam (BAWM) in what country, killing over 25,000 people?

ANSWER: _Iran_

10A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. Using the round-to-even rule set, what is the number 4.445 once rounded to the nearest hundredth’s place?

ANSWER: _4.44_

10B.  What river flows through the Grand Canyon?

ANSWER: _Colorado_

Third period, 15 toss-ups
1.  Francis David was the leader of a sect that practiced this form of Christianity in the sixteenth century.  Faustus Socinus (soh-SIN-us) led a movement in Poland, while in America, William Ellery Channing delivered a sermon that stated this group's beliefs.  For ten points, what group that merged with the Universalists in 1961 is different from other Christian forms in that it asserts that God is one person as opposed to three people in one?

ANSWER:  _Unitarians_ (or _Unitarianism_)

2.  Most students of English composition have, at one time or another, referred to The Elements of Style in hopes of improving their writing. For 10 points, name either of the two authors of this classic reference work.

ANSWER: William _Strunk_ or Elwyn Brooks _White_

3.  For 10 points, ESPN has declared the "World Series" of this event a hit, despite decidedly mixed reviews from critics and fan annoyance with the abundance of Prime Time coverage the network has bestowed on what multimillion-dollar event?

ANSWER: The _World Series of Poker_

4.  This is an electric circuit that has little or no resistance and takes the normal load on an alternate course, usually one of less distance. For 10 points, what is this condition that usually overloads the circuit, possibly causing burnout of one or more parts of the circuit?

ANSWER: _short circuit_

5.  This city of about 65,000 is located on the James River, and is named for a 17-year-old who started a ferry across the James River at that site in 1757. For 10 points, what is this city in Virginia's Piedmont, the site of Randolph-Macon Woman's College and Liberty University?

ANSWER: _Lynchburg_

6.  When Fidel Castro took power in 1959, he overthrew, for 10 points, what Cuban dictator?

ANSWER: Fulgencio _Batista_

7.  This 1819 work builds on the ideas of Kant (kont), and claims that life consists of suffering that can be reduced only through intellect.  Human desires and goals are based on one of the titular concepts in, for ten points, what most famous philosophical treatise by Arthur Schopenhauer?

ANSWER:  The _World as Will and Idea_ (or The _World as Will and Representation_)

8.  Four of the five agents of evolutionary change are mutations, genetic drift, gene flow and non-random mating. For 10 points, what is the fifth agent of evolution, the main thrust of Charles Darwin's theory?

ANSWER: _natural selection_

9.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. 0, 1, 5, 21 ... for 10 points, what is the next term of this sequence?

ANSWER: _85_ (a[n] = 4a[n-1] + 1)

10.  For 10 points, what name is shared by a James Joyce character and the Greek mythological figure that built an elaborate maze to house the Minotaur?

ANSWER: _Daedalus_

11.  For 10 points, at a pressure of 1 atmosphere, what is the temperature of a mixture of steam and water at equilibrium?

ANSWER: _100 degrees Centigrade_

12.  It was repealed in a military sales bill signed by President Nixon on January 13, 1971, as Nixon did not view it as necessary to justify continued U.S. involvement in Vietnam. For 10 points, Nixon had repealed what Congressional action that had been passed on August 7, 1964, was used by Lyndon Johnson to justify continued U.S. presence in Vietnam, and was passed in response to alleged North Vietnamese attacks on U.S. ships?

ANSWER: _Gulf of Tonkin_ resolution

13.  For 10 points, what nation was also known as Nubia and conquered Egypt in 753 B.C.?

ANSWER: _Kush_

14.  Before his late December assassination, Michael Courtney was the Vatican's Ambassador to, for 10 points, what small African nation that neighbors Rwanda?

ANSWER: _Burundi_

15.  For 10 points, according to Ralph Waldo Emerson, whom should one trust?

ANSWER: _one's self, yourself, thyself_ (accept reasonably similar answer)

SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.
1.  For 10 points, with which of the three major rock classes do we associate the terms foliated or non-foliated?

Answer: _metamorphic_

2.  Between 726 and 843, a great controversy swept over the Byzantine Empire, which ultimately saw the Emperor's power over the church increased. For 10 points, what was this controversy, which arose over the veneration of religious images?

ANSWER: _Iconoclastic_ controversy (accept icon)

3.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the least common multiple of 6 and 38?

ANSWER: _114_

4.   The story of the great flood is found in the literature of many civilizations. For 10 points, this story is found in what Sumerian epic?

ANSWER: The Epic of _Gilgamesh_

5.  For 10 points, what Latin pop star died in a plane crash with The Big Bopper and Buddy Holly, and was best known for "La Bamba"?

ANSWER: Ritchie _Valens_
