These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Adam Fine, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Ross Irwin, Jason Mueller and Fred Morlan are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a)
Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District, without prior approval of Shawn Pickrell, is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

The discussion or other reference to these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined is prohibited. This is also meant to keep question security.

These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

1.  One of the first uses of this word was in 1967's Cool Hand Luke, where a longhaired Southern man was referred to as a <BLANK> head. In this hairstyle, the hair is cut short on the top, front and sides and allowed to grow in the back. What is this hairstyle associated with rednecks and the phrase, "business up front, party in the back?"

ANSWER: _mullet_

2.  It was an ordinary village outside of Paris until May 6, 1682, when Louis XIV moved his court there. What is this French city, the site of the treaty that ended World War I?

ANSWER: _Versailles_ 

3.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What first-rotation angle, in radians, is coterminal with 23.6 pi radians?

ANSWER: _1.6 pi radians_ (accept 8pi/5 radians)

4.  Created by Larry Wall in 1987, this programming language borrows features from its predecessors, most notably C. Its mascot is the camel, which is said to represent the language's ugly but useful nature. Name this programming language, most commonly used for CGI and SQL databases.

ANSWER: _Perl_

5.  The hero of this novel is a young sailor who is unjustly accused of aiding the exiled Napoleon. As punishment, he is sentenced to life imprisonment in a French island fortress. After fourteen years, he makes a daring escape by taking the place of a dead companion and is sewn into a burial shroud, from which he escapes after it is thrown into the sea. He eventually uncovers and claims a vast treasure and avenges himself on those who wronged him. What is the title of this novel by Alexandre Dumas (doo-mah)?

ANSWER: _The _ Count of Monte Cristo_ _

6.  It states that the square of the orbital period of any planet is proportional to the cube of the semimajor axis of the elliptical orbit.  Name this law of a German astronomer.

ANSWER: _Kepler_'s _third_ law

7.  In Buddhism, it refers to the dying out of the passions, as well as hatred and illusion.  What seven-letter term is the ultimate Buddhist goal, a state of enlightenment of spirit above that of basic human nature - which it is hoped does not "smell like teen spirit"?

ANSWER:  _nirvana_

8.  She was born as a McWilliams in 1912 and did not learn to cook until she got married in 1946. Five years later, she was teaching French cooking to American women in France and by 1961, she published the book, "Mastering the Art of French Cooking." Who is this woman, best known for her shows on PBS, that died of kidney failure on August 13, 2004, at the age of 91?

ANSWER: Julia _Child_

9.  This government agency is a descendant of the Office of Strategic Services and was established by the National Security Act of 1947 along with the National Security Council. Past directors have included William Casey and George H.W. Bush. What is this foreign intelligence service of the United States?

ANSWER: _CIA_ or _Central Intelligence Agency_

10.  This American playwright was adopted as a child and grew up in New York City. Among his works are Tiny Alice, A Delicate Balance, The Man Who Had Three Arms, and what is considered by many to be his best play, Who's Afraid of Virginia Woolf. Name him.

ANSWER: Edward Franklin _ Albee _

11.  This barbarian tribe's greatest king, Alaric I, ended real Roman power in 410 AD by sacking Rome. From there, they established a kingdom in Aquitaine and most of modern-day Spain, and ruled there until the Moorish invasions of the early 8th century. What was this tribe whose name is roughly translated as "West Goths?"

ANSWER: _Visigoth_s (prompt on Goths)

12.  What term is often used to describe someone who crosses a street outside a crosswalk, but describes any pedestrian who ignores any traffic regulation?

ANSWER: _jaywalking_ (accept word forms)

13.  His early novels present realistically detailed pictures of a vanishing way of life on the Texas plains. Among his works are Horseman Pass By, Leaving Cheyenne, The Last Picture Show, and the Pulitzer-prize winning Lonesome Dove. Name him.

ANSWER: Larry Jeff _ McMurtry _

14.  A woman has a genotype of Aa (big A, little a). What is the chance that she will give any offspring A (big A)?

ANSWER: _50%_ or _one-half_ chance

15.  This god used his extra pair of eyes to catch the nymph Carna; their son became the king of Alba Longa.  Who was this double-faced god, whose temple in the Roman Forum was kept open in times of war and closed in times of peace?

ANSWER:  _Janus_

Second period, 10 directed questions per team

Questions with an “A” after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a “B” after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.  The visionary Hiawatha was the founder of what strong Native American nation, a confederacy of five separate tribes?

ANSWER: _Iroquois_ or _Haudenosaunee_ [how-deh-noh-SOW-nee]

1B.  In August, Microsoft released the second of what bundle of patches and fixes for its Windows XP operating system?

ANSWER: _Service Pack_ 2

2A.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Take a right triangle. The longer leg is 34 feet. The angle opposite that leg is 25 degrees. What is the length of the other leg, rounded to the nearest foot, assuming an approximation of 2.145 for the tangent of 65 degrees?
ANSWER: _16 feet_

2B.  Known by the names albite, anorthite, or orthoclase depending on its composition, and not as hard as quartz, what is the most common mineral in the Earth's crust?

ANSWER: _feldspar_

3A.  Their cell theory became a principle of biology equal in importance to the atomic theory in chemistry. Name either of this pair of German botanists credited with developing the cell theory.

ANSWER: Matthias Jakob _ Schleiden_  or Theodor _ Schwann _

3B.  What is the first person singular, in the future indicative tense, of the French verb dormir? [dor-MEER]

ANSWER: _dormirai_ [dor-MEE-ray]

4A.  Awarded the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1923, he is considered the leader of the Celtic (kelt-ik) Renaissance in Ireland and one of the world's greatest lyric poets. Name this Irish poet who wrote _Last Poems, The Tower_ and _The Wild Swans at Coole_.  

ANSWER: William Butler _Yeats_ 

4B.  In what years did World War I begin and end?

ANSWER: _1914_ and _1918_

5A.  What name is given to the ten incarnations of the Hindu god Vishnu, including Kalki, Rama, and Krishna?

ANSWER:  _avatars_

5B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the reciprocal, in reduced form, of the improper compound fraction eighteen over thirty nine twelfths? {18/(39/12)}

ANSWER: _13/72_

6A.  A tragic lynching and its effects on the town of Bridger's Wells form the subject of what novella by Walter Van Tilburg Clark?

ANSWER: _ _The Oxbow Incident_ _

6B.  While a teenager in Milan, which composer wrote the opera "Ascanio in Alba," a preview of later masterpieces such as "Don Giovanni" and "The Marriage of Figaro?"

ANSWER:  Wolfgang Amadeus _Mozart_ 

7A.  Remembering the atomic mass of copper is 64 atomic mass units, what is the atomic mass of one molecule of copper (II) [read: copper-two] sulfate, whose formula is CuSO4?  

ANSWER: _160_ atomic mass units (copper 64, sulfur 32, oxygen 16 * 4 = 64)

7B.  What type of sentence structure contains two independent clauses, and one or more dependent clauses, such as, "After the storm began, we ran into the house to get dry, and Dad began to cook supper."?

answer: _compound-complex_

8A.  Harry Flood and his son, Harry, Jr., were the leaders of what "Organization" named for their family that dominated Virginia politics for most of the 20th century and kept the Commonwealth Democratic?

ANSWER: _Byrd_

8B.  What is the capital of South Dakota?

ANSWER: _Pierre_

9A.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Where A and B are digits, what is seven A seven minus one B nine, if B is one less than A? {7A7 - 1B9}

ANSWER: _608_

9B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The absolute value of the quantity two x minus 1 (end absolute value) is less than 7. {|2x - 1| < 7}  What is the solution inequality for x?

ANSWER: _negative three is less than x is less than four_ {-3 < x < 4}

10A.  Dr. Pepper, Snapple and Schweppes are made by -- what British company best known in the US for its creme eggs?

ANSWER: _Cadbury_

10B.  You are given a single leaf from a flowering plant. You notice that the veins in the leaf are parallel. From this then, you may conclude that this leaf comes from what type of flowering plant?

ANSWER: _monocot_ or _monocotyledon_

Third period, 15 toss-ups
1.  A bronze figure stands in his hometown, bearing the inscription "His religion was humanity, and the whole world mourned for him when he died." Who is the 19th century American writer who stowed away on a riverboat when he was nine and used his later experiences on the river as the basis for many of his works? 

ANSWER: Mark _ Twain _ or accept Samuel Langhorne Clemens

2.  In 1805, he was sent by his commander, James Wilkenson, to find the source of the Mississippi River. He reached Leech Lake, which he misidentified as the river's source. A year later, he was sent to explore the southwestern part of the Louisiana Purchase. Who is this American explorer best known for attempting to climb a Colorado mountain named for him?

ANSWER: Zebulon _Pike_

3.  A very important section of a B-17 in World War II shares its name with a city in India. What is the word?

ANSWER: _bomb bay_ or _Bombay _

4.  These organic catalysts speed up reactions in the body. Diastase and amylase are examples of what substances?

ANSWER: _enzymes_

5.  In early August, he revealed that a double agent named "April Fool" helped mislead Saddam Hussein and the Iraqi high command in the run up to the Iraqi War. Who is this general that retired in mid-2003 and commanded the US invasions of Afghanistan and Iraq as CENTCOM commander?

ANSWER: Tommy _Franks_

6.  He spent the last 27 years of his life at Leipzig, where he served as Kapellmeister of St. Thomas Church until his death in 1750.  While there, which composer created such classics as "The Musical Offering," "The Art of Fugue," and the "St. Matthew Passion?"

ANSWER:  Johann Sebastian _Bach_ 

7.  What is the maximum number of electrons that could fit in the "p" sublevel?

ANSWER: _6_

8.  Helmut Schmidt, Willy Brandt, Konrad Adenauer and Helmut Kohl have all held -- what German office that is today held by Gerhard Schroeder?

ANSWER: _Chancellor_ of Germany or _Bundeskanzler_ [boon-des-KAHN-tsler]

9.  What other sub-atomic particle has approximately the same mass as a neutron?

ANSWER: _proton_

10.  The daughter of Sir Leslie Stephen, she was an English novelist and essayist. Together, she and her husband established the Hogarth Press. Name this stream-of-consciousness writer who wrote such novels as _The Waves_, Mrs. Dalloway_, and _To the Lighthouse_. 

ANSWER: Virginia _ Woolf _ 

11.  It is the flap of skin that covers the internal nose openings so that we do not get food or liquids coming out of our noses. What is this flap, best known as the thing that hangs down when you look inside an open mouth?

ANSWER: _uvula_

12.  The word for one who exhibits independence in thought and action and rejects the dictates of a group gets its name from a Texan who didn't brand his cattle. What is this word?

ANSWER: _ Maverick _ 

13.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the slope of the line containing the points (-3, 4) [negative three, comma, four] and (1, -6) [one, comma, negative six]?  

ANSWER: _negative five halves_ {-5/2} (accept equivalents such as negative two and a half.)

14.  Procopius wrote that the gigantic central dome crowning this church was "not founded on solid masonry but suspended from Heaven by a golden chain."  Completed in just five years by the architects Anthemius and Isidorus, what great cathedral did Byzantine emperor Justinian commission in the sixth century?

ANSWER:  _Hagia Sophia_ (accept _Saint Sophia_)

15.  Ships avoid this navigational landmark by using the Welland Canal. It gets its name from an Iroquois word meaning "Thunder of Waters." It is also the name of cities located adjacent to it in New York State and Ontario, Canada. What is the name of this waterfall and popular tourist attraction?

ANSWER: _Niagara Falls_

Spare questions 
(Try to replace the question discarded with the spare question in a subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to mark off the questions as they are used.
1.  The side of the Moon that faces the Earth exhibits a number of dark regions, which are actually volcanic plains that formed about 3 billion years ago. Identify these areas, once thought to be bodies of water, that are therefore given the Latin name for seas.

ANSWER: _Mare_ (singular) or _Maria_ (plural)

2.  The movie made from this book won the Best Picture Academy Award in 1985. Name the novel that is based on the years the author spent running a coffee plantation in Kenya. It was written by Isak Dinesen (din-uh-sen). 

ANSWER: _ _Out of Africa_ _

3.  This band's albums were Night Songs, Long Cold Winter and Heartbreak Station. What is this hair metal band of the late 1980s whose hits included The Last Mile, Gypsy Road and Easy Come, Easy Go, and which, despite its name, did not contain any female members? 

ANSWER: _Cinderella_

4.  The only state to not have this system in its state legislature is Nebraska, which has only one house. What term describes a legislative body that has two houses?

ANSWER: _bicameral_

5.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Let X equal 16 and Y equal 9. Let A equal the square root of X plus Y and let B equal the sum of the square root of X and the square root of Y. What is B minus A?

ANSWER: _2_
