These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Adam Fine, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Ross Irwin, Jason Mueller and Fred Morlan are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

First period: 15 tossups

1.  A Depression-era quota system for growing this crop will likely be ended, with both houses of Congress approving of a deal to end it in October. A $10.1 billion buyout of the quotas for growing of what crop, important to rural Virginia, will likely happen next year?

answer: _tobacco_

2.  Her first major recognition came with _The Murder of Roger Ackroyd_, which was followed by some 75  novels that usually made the bestseller lists and were serialized in popular magazines in England and the U.S.  Name this writer who created the elderly spinster detective figure, Miss Jane Marple.

ANSWER: Dame Agatha Mary Clarissa _ Christie _

3.  Under the five-kingdom system of classification, which kingdom would E. coli be placed in?

ANSWER: _monera_ 

4.  His reign started with the loss of Normandy to Philip the Wise of France in 1204, and ended with his declaring England a Papal fief in 1213, and England descending into civil war. He acquired the unflattering nicknames of "Soft-sword" and "Lackland." Who is this brother of Richard I best known for signing the Magna Carta in 1215?

answer: _John_ 

5.  As a river matures, irregularities in the banks tend to enlarge with time, making the river more sinuous.  Name the type of river morphology that exhibits cut banks, point bars, and cutoff loops.

ANSWER: _meandering_

6.  What British unit of mass measures 14.59 kilograms?

ANSWER: _slug_

7.  Between 1692 and 1940 the dominance of this military service was unquestioned, and its only defeat was the Battle of the Chesapeake in 1781 -- where de Grasse's French fleet assured victory for the Americans at Yorktown. Alfred the Great is considered the founder of -- what legendary military force whose members are called "limeys?" 

answer: the _Royal Navy_ (prompt on "British navy" or "United Kingdom navy")

8.  He wrote one memorable detective novel, _The Red House Mystery_, and a children's play, _Make Believe_. Name this English writer who achieved his greatest success, however, writing stories about his son's toy animals, Kanga, Roo, Piglet, and Pooh.

ANSWER: A(lan) A(lexander) _ Milne _

9.  His 1801 painting _The Ambassadors of Agamemnon Arriving at the Tent of Achilles_ won him the Prix de Rome, but lack of government money delayed his trip by five years.  He stayed in Rome until 1824, when he returned to Paris to show his religious work _The Vow of Louis XIII_.  Name this Neoclassical artist and opponent of Delacroix (del-uh-KWAH) responsible for _Le Grande Odalisque_.

ANSWER:  Jean-Auguste-Dominique _Ingres_ (ANG-ruh)

10.  The Library of Congress commissioned this work, originally titled "Ballet for Martha" by the composer, since Martha Graham did the choreography.  The night before the premiere, however, Graham gave the ballet this name, taking it from the first line of a Hart Crane poem.  Identify this musical piece about a wedding in frontier Pennsylvania by Aaron Copland (COPE-land).

ANSWER:  _"Appalachian Spring"_ 

11.  The author observed about this work "One of the most treasured American myths has been that all American villages were peculiarly noble and happy, and here an American attacked that myth. Hundreds of thousands read the book with the same masochistic pleasure that one has in sucking an aching tooth." What is this classic novel published in 1920 by Sinclair Lewis?

ANSWER: _ _Main Street_ _

12.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the value of six factorial plus five factorial plus four factorial?

ANSWER: _864_

13.  Despite the season in its name, its tone was set by the Human Be-In in Golden Gate Park that occurred on January 14. The Monterey Pop Festival occurred that June. Thousands of young people came to San Francisco's Haight-Ashbury district seeking the hippie experience. What name is given to this flowering of the hippie movement during 1967?

answer: _Summer of Love_ (prompt on "1967" but accept _summer of 1967_)

14.  In animal cells the shrinking of cytoplasm due to the loss of water molecules is known as what?

ANSWER: _plasmolysis_

15.  In Native American mythology, particularly in the Pacific Northwest, this animal served as both a creator spirit and creator of mischief.  In Norse mythology, two of these animals serve as Odin's spies, and are called Hugin and Munin.  Identify this animal that can be found in the myths of both cultures, as well as the poetry of Edgar Allan Poe.

ANSWER:  _raven_

Second period, 10 directed questions per team

Questions with an “A” after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a “B” after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.  Magnification is the word used to indicate that microscopes make objects appear larger, but what is the word used that indicates a microscope's ability to distinguish between two points(clarity)?

ANSWER: _resolution_

1B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Y varies inversely as X.  Y equals 3 when X equals 5.  What is Y when X equals 3?

ANSWER: _5_ NOTE: 15 is the constant of proportionality, k.

2A.  John Goodman and Billy Crystal played Sulley and Mike respectively in what 2001 Pixar animated movie?

ANSWER:  _Monsters, Inc._ (or _Monsters, Incorporated_)

2B.  What famous U.S. general commanded the Third Army at the Battle of the Bulge?

answer: George _Patton_

3A.  What is the name for a line that crosses over two or more other lines at different points?

ANSWER: _transversal_ NOTE: do not accept "traversal"

3B.  "With the sheep in the fold and the cows in their stall" illustrates what type of metrical foot, in which two unstressed syllables are followed by a stressed one?

ANSWER: _ Anapest or anapestic _

4A.  What city was the capital of Japan from 794 to 1868?

answer: _Kyoto_

4B.  What law's equation is PV = nRT?

ANSWER: _ideal gas_ law

5A.  Major Victor Joppolo, Senior Civil Affairs Officer, is the protagonist of what novel set in a small town  in Italy during World War II? It was written by John Hersey.

ANSWER: _ _A Bell for Adano_ _

5B.  Bill "Bojangles" Robinson, Fred Astaire, and Gregory Hines were all masters of what dancing form adapted from English jigs and clog dances?

ANSWER:  _tap_ dancing

6A.  Wangari [wan-GAH-ree] Maathai [mah-THIGH] won the 2004 Nobel Peace Prize. From what East African country does Maathai hail?

answer: _Kenya_

6B.  Parishes are grouped into -- what administrative unit of the Roman Catholic Church, overseen by a bishop?

answer: _diocese_

7A.  Before the British pound became equal to 100 pence, it was equal to 20 of -- what units that contained 12 pence and were known as "bobs?"

answer: _shilling_

7B.  Zero is the additive identity for real numbers.  What is the additive identity for complex numbers, in forced a + bi (a plus bee eye) form?

ANSWER: _0 + 0i_ (do NOT accept just 0 or just 0i)

8A.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. y equals quantity x minus three (end quantity) squared plus five.  What is the axis of symmetry for this parabola?

ANSWER: _x = 3_ (prompt on just "three")

8B.  One of his best-known works begins, "When I wrote the following pages, or rather the bulk of them, I lived alone, in the woods, a mile from any neighbor, in a house which I had built myself." Who is this American essayist?

ANSWER: Henry David _ Thoreau _ (thuh-roe)

9A.  The line "A jug of wine, a loaf of bread, and thou" comes from -- what poet's Rubaiyat [ROO-buy-yot]?

answer: _Omar Khayyam_ [KIGH-yam]

9B.  In the Michael Crichton book Jurassic Park, dinosaurs are reconstructed from DNA that was preserved in fossilized tree sap.  What is the name for this rock, which is known for its honey-like color?

ANSWER: _amber_

10A.  He identified and named alpha, beta, and gamma rays and showed that alpha particles are helium nuclei. Who is this British physicist whose study of radiation led to his formulation of a theory of atomic structure?

ANSWER: Ernest _ Rutherford _

10B.  What name is shared by the capital of Guyana and a posh shopping and residential district of Washington DC?

answer: _Georgetown_

Third period, 15 toss-ups
1.  What adjective, when put before the words "cost" and "utility", is used by economists to determine the cost or utility of buying or producing one more of a good? 

answer: _marginal_ 

2.  The elements with atomic numbers between 57 and 70 are -- what class of rare earth elements?

answer: _Lanthanide_s

3.  A French toddler would not be asking "why?" at all hours but would instead be asking -- what word that means "why" in French?

ANSWER: _pourquoi_ [poo-KWAH]

4.  They typically conclude with the expression of hope, "Next year in Jerusalem!" There is an extra glass of wine laid out in the hope that Elijah will arrive to announce the coming of the Messiah. The story of the Exodus is told four times in -- what dinner celebrated on the first two nights of Passover in Jewish households?

answer: _seder_ [SAY-der]

5.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the arithmetic mean of 12, 47, and 133?

ANSWER: _64_

6.  He owns an extensive wardrobe of animal skins, including a gorilla chest vest and an Irish setter sweater.  One night at his mansion he unleashed a "robotic Richard Simmons," while Bart Simpson saved his life when he donated blood to cure him of hypohemia.  Voiced by Harry Shearer, who is this owner of the Springfield Nuclear Power Plant, boss to both Smithers and Homer?

ANSWER:  Charles Montgomery _Burns_ (or Mr. _Burns_)

7.  The name's the same:  a transparent or translucent feldspar of pearly or opaline luster used as a gem, and the first mystery novel, written by Wilkie Collins.

ANSWER: The _ Moonstone _

8.  Founded in 1968 by Gordon Moore and Robert Noyce, they had to buy the name of their company from a chain of hotels. Its dominance in its market has led to this company being the target of multiple lawsuits and FTC investigations. 11. What is the chemical formula of nitric acid?

answer: _HNO3_

12.  Although Napoleon stopped it temporarily in 1808, it was not officially ended until 1834. Its main targets were "conversos", Jews and Muslims who claimed to have converted to Catholicism but practiced their "former" religion in secret. Tomas de Torquemada was the most notorious official of -- what attempt by Spanish authorities to stamp out heresy?

answer: the Spanish _Inquisition_

13.  What author wrote the short story "Barn Burning," whose main characters were Mr. Harris and Mr. Snopes?

answer: William _Faulkner_

14.  Andrew Jackson took about 3,500 soldiers and cut a 52-mile trail through the North Alabama forest in three days. He took 2,000 men and started a distracting artillery bombardment of the "Red Stick" Creeks. The rest of his men attacked from the rear, and Jackson ordered a charge that destroyed the Creek army at -- what March 1814 battle?

answer: _Horseshoe Bend_

15.  In this new game, you get to explore the Nobles' Causeway and cross the Bloodfields.  It takes place in a world where Mata Muram is building the ultimate invading army; it is your job to stop him and then face the Muramites in the realm of Discord.  What is this role-playing video game, the latest in Sony's EverQuest series?

ANSWER:  EverQuest:  _Omens of War_    

Spare questions (Try to replace the question discarded with the spare question in a subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to mark off the questions as they are used.
1.  He was noted for his flamboyance while in Congress, which included ending his speeches with the phrase, "Beam me up, Mr. Speaker." Despite being in prison on various corruption charges, he received 15% of the vote in his 2002 Congressional race. Who is this former Ohio Congressman?

answer: James A. _Traficant_, Junior

2.  What muscle, located in the buttock, is the largest muscle in the human body?

answer: _gluteus maximus_ (prompt on "glutes" or "gluteus")

3.  Peisthetaerus (pise-thee-TAY-rus), which means "Trusty," is so disgusted with his city's bureaucracy that he persuades these animals to join him in building a new city to be suspended between heaven and earth. The city is built and "Trusty" and his animal friends must fend off the undesirable humans who want to join them in their new Utopia. This is the plot of what 414 B.C. drama, written by Aristophanes (air-es-STOF-uh-neez)?

ANSWER: _The _ Birds_ _

4.  What are the three possibilities for the number of points two lines in a plane can share?

ANSWER: _0, 1, an infinite number_ (accept positive infinity for the third)

5.  After his wife found out he was not enrolled in medical school in North Carolina, his life collapsed. He had a nervous breakdown after his wife disappeared and confessed to his brothers that he shot his wife when she was sleeping. Who is this Utah man in custody for the murder of his wife, Lori?

answer: Mark _Hacking_
