These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Jason Mueller, Marian Suter, Adam Fine and Dan Goff are the authors of these questions.

Variants and expansion packs to this game include historical scenarios in Troy, at the Great Wall of China, and in the Middle East during the time of Alexander the Great.  Three to six players can participate in this game that involves dice, cards, and a board composed of hexagonal spaces representing ore, wood, brick, wheat, and sheep.  Identify this board game where players establish a colony on an uninhabited namesake island.

ANSWER: Gulf Stream or North Atlantic Drift
