These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Jason Mueller, Marian Suter, Adam Fine and Dan Goff are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a)
Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District, without prior approval of Shawn Pickrell, is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

Wait before you answer. While something equine is of or like a horse, what is something that is said to be porcine (por-sine)?

ANSWER: of or like a pig or hog

A loss of public interest forced what health food and diet product company to file for Chapter 11 on July 31?  

ANSWER: Atkins Nutritionals (It would seem their profits followed their carbohydrates.)

4. 
The largest recorded one of these ocurred on April 3 and 4, 1974, causing over 300 people to die between Illinois and New York. They usually occur in the spring, although supercells caused them to occur in Virginia in 1993 and 2001. What name is given to these events where multiple tornadoes touch down in a given area?

ANSWER: tornado outbreak (prompt on tornados)

The flat and network models of these date back to the 1960s; however, the relational and XML models have had more commercial impact. What are these computer structures manipulated by programs such as Microsoft Access, SQL Server and Oracle?

ANSWER: databases

6. 
In 1966, his quotations were collected and put into a little red book carried by all his supporters. In the 1950s, he attempted a disastrous program of economic reforms called the Great Leap Forward. In the 1960s, he attempted to eliminate rivals in the Communist Party of his country in the Cultural Revolution. Who ruled Communist China between 1949 and 1976?

ANSWER: Mao Zedong

It teaches that God created the world through ten agencies, or Sefirot [seh-FEE-rot] and attempts to give a mystical explanation to the Torah. Most Conservative and Reform Jews have rejected it, with Rabbi Saul Lieberman describing it once as 'nonsense'. ANSWER: Kabbalah

ANSWER: interjections

Two laws named for this French chemist exist. Who is this chemist that observed that pressure divided by temperature is a constant and that the two gasses that combine to form another gas have their ratios be whole numbers?

ANSWER:  Gay-Lussac law

10. 
His first name likely comes from the surname of a former Portuguese dictator, while his last name makes sense because he was a Parselmouth.  He co-founded a school over a thousand years ago with two witches and another wizard, but broke with them when he wanted to admit only "pure-bloods".  Who is this ancestor of Lord Voldemort and namesake of one of Hogwarts' four Houses?

ANSWER:  Salazar Slytherin

Music in the Tuileries (twee-ler-REEZ) was an early, more realist work by this painter.  He became associated with the Impressionists through his sister-in-law, Berthe Morisot, but was more of a transitional figure, with works such as Racing at Longchamp and A Bar at the Folies-Bergere (FOH-lee bear-ZHAIR).  Name this French artist responsible for The Fifer and Luncheon on the Grass.

ANSWER:  Edouard Manet (MAN-ay) (DO NOT accept “Monet”, that is a different painter)

ANSWER: Dune

What organ is made up of over one million filtering units called nephrons?

ANSWER:  kidneys

They come in two types: revenue, which is designed to raise money for the government, and protective, which is designed to protect internal industries from foreign competition. Members of a custom union, such as the countries in the European Union or the states of the US, do not pay what tax placed on goods imported into a country?

ANSWER: tariffs

In 1970, he invoked the War Measures Act in response to Quebecois (kay-BAY-kwah) terrorists kidnapping government officials.
