These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Jason Mueller, Marian Suter, Adam Fine and Dan Goff are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a)

ANSWER: Blithe Spirit

The psychological type involves a mental craving for the substance or activity. What is this term used to describe a craving or need for something, such as a drug?

ANSWER: addiction

Usually about 34 paintings are credited to him, including Officer and a Laughing Girl and The Little Street.  Who was this Dutch Baroque artist, better known for everyday paintings like The Music Lesson and Girl with a Pearl Earring?

What is this term that in English also refers to any collection of multiple wives?

ANSWER: harem

ANSWER: Tom Stoppard

This school is the setting for the third season of BET's program College Hill. What is this historically black college in Petersburg? 

ANSWER: Virginia State University

11. 
Provisions of this 2002 law include banning personal loans from the company to directors and senior managers, preventing auditing firms from selling other services to their clients and making CEOs and CFOs sign corporate financial reports. What is this law officially called the Public Company Accounting Reform and Investor Protection Act of 2002, named for the Ohio Congressman and Maryland Senator who led its passage?

ANSWER: Dutch (accept Netherlandic before 'Netherlands' is said)

In the language of its country, this city's name means 'capital.' The Han River separates the older sections of the city to the north and the newer sections to the south. To the west lies the port city of Incheon [in-CHAWN]. What is this city that is the capital of South Korea?

ANSWER: Seoul, Republic of Korea
