These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the Region level. ANSWER: Jack London

It took its modern form in 1963 when Princess Anne County voluntarily merged with it. What city is at the southern end of the world's longest bridge/tunnel complex and has, as its name implies, the longest place of sandy oceanside recreation in the world?

ANSWER: Virginia Beach

This contemporary of Shakespeare spent time spying for Queen Elizabeth’s government and was killed in a tavern brawl at the age of 29. Name this author, best known for introducing dramatic blank verse, who wrote The Jew of Malta and Doctor Faustus.
