Toss-Ups:

1. Tobias Picker wrote an opera based on this novel that premiered in 2005, and the novel is based on a real case that occurred in the Adirondacks. After the protagonist runs over a young child with a stolen car he flees to Kansas City, where he meets his first love, Hortense Briggs. The protagonist goes to Lycurgus, New York to seek his fortune, and once he arrives there he falls in love with the wealthy Sondra Finchley. On a boating trip to Big Bittern Lake the protagonist lets Roberta Alden drown and is then found guilty of her murder and is sentenced to death. FTP, name this novel centering on Clyde Griffiths, written by Theodore Dreiser.

Answer: An American Tragedy

2. Its history is divided into three periods: the Noachian, Hesperian, and Amazonian epochs. It has a sidereal period of 687 days and has a gravity almost one-third that of Earth, and the Mariner 4 was the first successful fly by mission to it. It has a thin carbon dioxide atmosphere, and much of its surface is coated with a layer of oxide. Its largest canyon is the Valles Marineris and it may have large water ice deposits beneath its surface.  Its geographic features include the Tharsis Bulge and Olympus Mons, and its moons are Phobos and Deimos. FTP, name this planet named after the Roman god of War.

Answer: Mars

3. His primary temple was at Khemennu and he originated as the deification of the moon in the Ogdoad belief system. His alternate forms include A’an, the ape god of equilibrium, and Shu, the god of air and tranquility. Isis consulted him when she was trying to resurrect Osiris and his female counterpart is Ma’at. He served as the arbitrator between good and evil and he is recognized as the inventor of the calendar. He is referred to as “the Tongue of Ptah” and he is credited with the invention of hieroglyphics. FTP, name this ibis-headed god, who served as the scribe of the gods in Egyptian mythology.  

Answer: Thoth

4. It was revealed in a letter from Francis Tresham to Lord Monteagle and Thomas Knyvet discovered it. The Jesuit priest Henry Garnet learned of it from the confession of Oswald Tesimond and despite his opposition to it was hanged and quartered because he did not break the bond of confession and reveal it to authorities. Robert Winter, Christopher Wright, and Thomas Percy were all part of it, and it was organized by Robert Catesby. FTP, name this failed plan to blow up the Parliament and kill James I that is commemorated on Guy Fawkes Day.  

Answer: Gunpowder Plot

5.  He portrayed Richard the Lionheart in his first film The Lion in Winter, and one of his first major roles was playing Dr. Frederick Treves in The Elephant Man. He received an Oscar nomination for his portrayal of the Butler Stevens in The Remains of the Day and he played Ptolemy I in Alexander. He played John Casey the doorman in Bobby, and got an Oscar nomination for playing John Quincy Adams in Amistad. However, he is best remembered for a role he played opposite of Jodie Foster’s portrayal of Agent Clarice Starling. FTP, name this Welsh actor, who won an Oscar for his role as Dr. Hannibal Lecter in The Silence of the Lambs.   

Answer: Anthony Hopkins

6. Nemov and Lyuba’s troubled romance is the central plot of this man’s play The Love-Girl and the Innocent and Prussian Nights is his most famous volume of poetry. Russia’s defeat in the Battle of Tannenberg is the focus of his novel August 1914. Oleg Kostoglotov‘s endeavor in an Uzbekistan hospital is told in The Cancer Ward and the course of one zek’s journey through a concentration camp is chronicled in this writer’s nonfiction narrative, The Gulag Archipelago. FTP, name this Russian writer, who was exiled from the Soviet Union in 1974 and who is best known for his novel One Day in the Life of Ivan Denisovich. 

Answer: Alexander Solzhenitsyn
7. The fifth one was written for a competition between the composer and French organist Louis Marchand. The second one features a trumpet solo and the third one contains a measure with a Phrygian mode cadence, which some believe was meant to follow a cadenza improvised by the violin. The sixth and final one consists of two trios of instruments playing against each other, and they were dedicated to the German margrave Christian Ludwig. FTP, name this set of six instrumental works written by J,S. Bach named for a German state.

Answer: Brandenburg Concertos 

8. It was first discovered in 984 AD by Ibn Sahl, it was re-discovered by Thomas Harriot in 1602, and it was finally re-re-discovered by its namesake in 1621. It is derived from Fermat's principle, which states that light travels the path, which takes the least time. It gives the relationship between angles of incidence and refraction for a wave impinging on an interface between two media with different indices of refraction. FTP, name this law concerning the refraction of light.

Answer: Snell's Law
9. During his travels in Brazil he met Anita, who would later become his wife, and close to that time he joined the Uruguayans in their fight against Argentinean dictator Jan Manuel do Rosas. Abraham Lincoln offered this man a position as a major general for the Union Army, but he refused because Lincoln could not promise that slavery would be abolished if the Union won. He detested the Catholic Church, and unsuccessfully led a volunteer army in a futile attempt to capture Rome. In 1860 he defeated the Bourbon controlled Kingdom of the Two Sicilies and declared himself dictator of Sicily in the name of Victor Emmanuel II. FTP, name this Italian patriot and leader of the Red Shirts. 

Answer: Giuseppe Garibaldi 

10. In the ancient world it was called the Hyrcanian Sea, while the Persians called it the Mazandaran Sea; and its current name is derived from the Scythian tribe that lived near it. Vulf, Nargin, and Bulla are all islands in it, and it is known for its sturgeon population.  Its only outflow is the Manych Canal and it is bordered by the cities of Derbent, Sari, and Baku. Its primary source is the Volga and it is bordered by the countries of Iran, Azerbaijan, Turkmenistan, and Kazakhstan. FTP, name this land-locked lake, the largest in the world. 

Answer: Caspian Sea

11. French artist Abraham Bosse engraved the frontispiece of this book’s first edition. Misinterpretation of scripture, demonology, Neo-Platonism, and mixing religion with uncertain history are the four types of ignorance that are discussed in this work’s fourth section Of the Kingdom of Darkness.  It is subtitled The Matter, Form, and Power and its third section is titled Of Commonwealth. It describes the state of nature as “the war of all against all” and described life as “solitary, poor, nasty, brutish, and short.” FTP, name this book that argues for a powerful sovereign authority, written by Thomas Hobbes. 

Answer: The Leviathan
12. His books of poetry include The Black Rider and War is Kind and at the end of his life he settled down in England where he published his last work the Whomville Stories. His novel George’s Mother depicted the cruel life of the Bowery, and his novel Active Service was based on his experiences as a correspondent during the Greco-Turkish War. The Swede is killed in Pat Scully’s hotel when he accuses Johnnie of cheating at cards in his short story The Blue Hotel and Billy’s struggle to reach safety on a small boat after a shipwreck is depicted in his most famous short story The Open Boat. FTP, name this naturalist writer best known for Maggie: A Girl Of The Streets and The Red Badge of Courage.  

Answer: Stephen Crane

13. It drew on precedents from Powell v. Alabama and it overturned Betts v. Brady. Its original prosecutor was H.G. Cochran, and Justice Hugo Black wrote the Court’s opinion. Prominent attorney Abe Fortas (who would later become a Supreme Court Justice) was ultimately assigned to represent the defendant, who was charged with theft for breaking into a pool hall and stealing money from vending machines in Bay County, Florida. FTP, name this court case in which the Supreme Court ruled that by the Fourteenth Amendment that state courts must provide lawyers for defendants who can’t afford them. 

Answer: Gideon v. Wainwright

14. During it, heat and pressure within the Earth transformed underground vegetation into fossil fuels, and the earth's surface crumbled, resulting in the formation of mountains and seas. It came right after the break up of the Pannotia super-continent, and towards its end the Pangea formed. Trilobytes flourished during it, insect species multiplied, creatures emerged from the seas to evolve into land reptiles, and tree-sized plants began to grow. FTP, name this geologic era whose periods included the Ordovician, Silurian, Devonian, and Carboniferous during which reptiles and modern plants first matured.  

Answer: Paleozoic Era
15. He summoned a fiery chasm to engulf Dathan and Abiram when they attempted to censor him. He was the son of Amram and Jochebed and his name comes form the Egyptian word meaning “formed him.” He lived with Hobab, the priest of Midian on the Sinai Peninsula for forty years where he met and married his with Zipporah who bore him his son Gershom.  His sister Miriam was considered to be a prophetess, and his bother Aaron served as his spokesman. FTP, name this religious leader who saw the burning bush at Mount Horeb and who led the Jews’ Exodus out of Egypt. 

Answer: Moses
16. Writer Adam Hochschild believes this character is based on the historical figure Leon Rum while others believe he is based on Georges Antoine Klein, a personal friend of the author who created him. The narrator first learns of him while in Belgium and the District Manager is his avowed enemy. His attempts to educate the savages of the Belgian Congo fail as he is ultimately corrupted by the natives, and his last words are “The horror! The horror!” FTP, name this mysterious ivory trader who Marlow searches for in a novella written by Joseph Conrad. 

Answer: Kurtz
17. Anatole France’s novel The God’s are A-Thirsty deals with this period, whose mission was partially facilitated by the Law of 22 Prairial. Its beginning was marked by the passage of the Law of Suspects and it saw a movement to dechristianize society as seen in popularity of The Cult of Reason. The Thermidorian Reaction correlates the end of this period in which The Committee of Public Safety led by Robespierre essentially served as the de facto executive government. FTP, name this period of violent repression lasting from September 1793 to July 1794 during the French Revolution. 

Answer: Reign of Terror (accept The Terror) 

18. He was heavily influenced by the work of chemist Eugene Chevreul on complementary, primary, and secondary colors. He finished few canvases in his lifetime, and he had a lifetime obsession with Jules Cheret’s circus posters as seen in his painting Le Chahut and in his last work The Circus, which was left unfinished at his death. He pioneered Chromoluminarism with his lifetime friend Paul Signac, and his first full work was Bathers at the Asnieres. FTP, name this French Post-Impressionist who pioneered Pointillism and who is best remembered for his masterpiece, Sunday Afternoon on the Island of La Grande Jatte. 

Answer: Georges Seurat

19. During his lifetime this man served as the vice-president for International Esperanto Science 

Association. He observed that when a canal ray was sent through a magnetic and electric field towards a photographic plate that two patches of light could be seen on the plate, which led him to his discovery of the isotope. He proposed that the atom consisted of electrons encircled by a soup of positively charged molecules in his plum pudding model of the atom FTP, name this scientist who won the 1906 Nobel Prize for his discovery of the electron.

Answer: J.J. Thomson
20. Historian Andre Fontaine argued that this was implemented right after the end of World War One in the form of cordon sanitaire policy. It was laid out in the article, published in the American journal Foreign Affairs, which was formally titled The Sources of Soviet Conduct, but which is better known as the X Article. This strategy’s influence has manifested itself most prominently in Reagan’s foreign policy and in the Truman Doctrine. FTP, name this political strategy first proposed by George Keenan, which tried to stop the “domino effect” of countries becoming communist.    

Answer: Containment

3. Calhoun wrote this essay to protest the Tariff of Abominations, which said that South Carolina would secede if the tariff was not repealed.  

Answer: South Carolina Exposition and Protest

1. This play, the basis for My Fair Lady, tells the story of professor Henry Higgins’ attempt to turn Eliza Doolittle into a cultured society lady. 

Answer: Pygmalion

2. The title character, an officer in the Salvation Army, is disillusioned when the Salvation Army accepts a large donation from her rich father, Andrew Undershaft, because the source of his money came from making weapons in a munitions factory.   

Answer: Major Barbara

3. This play’s title comes from Nietzsche’s philosophy and it centers on Ann’s attempts to make established bachelor John Tanner to marry her.  

Answer: Man and Superman

 Answer: John Nash

3. This 2006 winner is regarded for his work at the Yale Cowles Foundation especially his promotion of the Golden Rule savings rate. Probably his most important contribution is introducing expectation-based microfoundation to employment determination.  

Answer: Edmund Phelps

3. This policy promoted by Khrushchev supported a reversal of Stalin’s more severe polices and embraced a more liberal philosophy both politically and in communist leadership. 

Answer: De-Stalinization
