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Toss-Ups:

1. Tensions over it flared up again when Benjamin Lett killed a captain who was involved in it, just one year after it occurred, and the Americans retaliated  with the destruction of the SS Robert Peel. Amos Durfee was killed in it, and captains Andrew Drew and Allan MacNab led the militia that started it. It was ultimately settled by the Webster-Ashburton treaty, and it was instigated by the attempts of William Lyon Mackenzie to create the Republic of Canada on Navy Island. FTP, name this 1837 conflict between Canada and the US, which is named for the US ship that was attacked and seized by Canadian forces because it was sending support to Mackenzie’s republic. 

Answer: Caroline Affair

2. The time period that the novel is set in is described as an intellectually shallow era and is referred to as the “Age of Feuilleton.” Plinio Designori represents the mundane and normalcy in the world, while Father Jacobus is a learned monk who advises the main character. The protagonist travels to the town of Waldzella, which is dedicated to the study of music and mathematics. The protagonist retires from his position in the titular activity at the end of the novel, and leaves Castalia to try to help the world because he believes it is the role of the intellectual to try to help society. FTP, name this novel about Joseph Knecht’s journey to becoming a master of a complicated game, written by Herman Hesse. 

Answer: The Glass Bead Game (accept Magister Ludi or Das Glasperlenspiel)

3. Bordered on the east by the Celebes Sea, the Sulu Sea, and the Makassar Strait, its highest point is Mount Kinabalu, and it contains the Indonesian province of Kalimantan. This island’s main natural resource is petroleum, which is mostly found along the South China Sea. In 1963, its provinces of Sabah and Serawak, formerly governed by the British, merged with Malaysia. FTP, name this island, the world’s third largest, which is the home to the rich sultanate of Brunei.

Answer: Borneo
4. He developed a theory to explain ice ages, and first formulated the idea that changes in levels of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere could substantially alter the surface temperature through the greenhouse effect. He was influenced by the work of others, including Joseph Fourier's argument that the earth's atmosphere acted like the glass of a hothouse. His namesake equation gives the quantitative basis of the relationship between the activation energy and the rate at which a reaction proceeds. FTP, name this Swedish chemist, winner of the 1903 Nobel Prize in Chemistry.

Answer: Svante Arrhenius

5. A stork can be seen on a rooftop on the right, and some have suggested the work represents the flight to Egypt. Broken pillars and ancient ruins can be seen in the background, which along with the sinisterly dark sky, lit only by a bolt of lightning, add to the ominous mood of the work. To the left is a gypsy soldier, who represents steadfastness. And to the right is a mysterious semi-nude breast-feeding woman, who is believed to either represent the Virgin Mary or the virtue of charity. FTP, name this mysterious painting by Giorgione, which shares it name with a Shakespeare play.  

Answer: The Tempest

6. This man’s brother Paul was a famous pianist even though he lost his right arm in World War One, and he had a failed career as an elementary school teacher due to his irrational anger which culminated when he beat an eleven year old boy unconscious. In his picture theory of language he asserted that the world consists of a web of interconnected atomic facts, and that propositions make "pictures" of the world, and thus for a picture to represent a fact it must possess the same logical structure as that fact. After the publication of his most famous work, he did not publish again in his lifetime, and his second major work Philosophical Investigations did not appear until two years after his death. FTP, name this Austrian philosopher, who’s best known work is Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus. 
Answer: Ludwig Wittgenstein 

7. He began his career serving in the army at Numantia under Scipio Aemilianus, and He was able to defeat Jugurtha and the Numidians by convincing the Mauretanians to withdraw their support of Numidia. He competed against rival Sulla for the right to lead an army against the forces of Mithridates of Pontus, and eventually this conflict escalated into his exile to Africa.  He defeated the Teutones at the Battle of Aquae Sextiae, and he routed the Cimbri Tribe at the Battle of Vercellae. He implemented military reforms, which allowed landless citizens to join the army, and he restructured legions into separate cohorts. FTP, name this Roman general, who was elected consul seven times. 

Answer: Gaius Marius
8. Before the Battle of the Plains of Abraham, General Wolfe recited this poem to his officers saying he would rather have written this poem than conquer Quebec. The Epitaph discusses “a youth to Fortune and Fame unknown,” and the narrator wonders if a “mute, inglorious Milton” can be found in the title location. The poem begins with “the plowman homeward plodding his weary way, “and “the curfew tolling the knell of parting day.” The titles of Stanley Kubrick’s film Paths of Glory and Thomas Hardy’s novel Far from the Madding Crowd are taken from quotes of this poem. FTP, name this oft-quoted poem written in a cemetery by Thomas Gray.

Answer: Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard
9. Their existence was verified by Compton’s experiment, which proved that these carried momentum proportional to their frequency. According to the QED theory, this is the exchange boson, which carries the electromagnetic force.  With a mass of zero and a spin of 1, one of these is emitted from an atom when an electron falls to a lower orbital.  According to quantum theory, its energy is equal to Plank’s constant.  FTP, name this packet of energy, the smallest portion of light.

Answer: Photon

10. Because of his sinful affair with Ahalya he was cursed to meet disaster by her husband Gautama Maharishi, and he is personally attended to by the minor gods, the Maruts. By defeating the serpent Vritra, he set free the rivers, and by destroying the stone cave Vala he liberates the cows. He leads the Devas gods such as Varuna and Agni in combat against the evil Asuras demons. He lives in Sbarga on Mt. Meru, and his children include Surya, Vali, and Arjuna. He rides the four-tusked elephant Airavata and his primary weapons are a hook, net, and the thunderbolt Vajra. FTP, name this Hindu god of weather and war. 

Answer: Indra

11. The period after his death is known as the Mfecane or “the scattering,” and because he was born out of wedlock, he was named for an intestinal beetle. He fought his rival Zwinde, who assassinated his mentor, for the first time at the battle of Gqoki Hill, and he ultimately defeated Zwinde at the battle of Phongola. Among his military innovations were to force his soldiers to go without sandals to toughen their feet, the creation of the “buffalo horns” combat formation, and the replacement of the assegai throwing spear with the Iklwa short spear.  FTP, name this Zulu chieftain.

Answer: Shaka (accept Chaka)

12. The fifth focuses on Picasso’s picture of acrobats, Les Saltim banques, and holds that the acrobats represent the human condition. The ninth asserts that the life of a tree is happier than the destiny of man. The tenth discusses the “City of Pain,” where man never thinks of suffering or death and only focuses on inane distractions such as the pursuit of money.  Some claim the writer received the inspiration for it when he heard an angel’s voice calling out to him, and that opinion is supported by the opening line of the collection, "Who, if I cried out, would hear me among the angelic orders?"  FTP, name this poetry collection, named for an Italian castle, written by the German poet, Maria Reiner Rilke.

Answer: Duino Elegies

13. He was a harsh critic of Viceroy Louis Mountbatten for his inactive role in the partition of Punjab and Bengal, and he tells the story of a university professor who want to save American society in his satirical novel The Tenured Professor. He served as the “price czar” charged with leading the Office of Price Administration during World War Two, and he was the US Ambassador to India for part of Kennedy’s Presidency. He asserts that the balance between supply and demand has become blurred due to advertising in The New Industrial State, and he discusses how America has become prosperous in the private sector and poor in the public sector in his most famous work. FTP, name this Canadian economist, who wrote The Affluent Society. 

Answer: John Kenneth Galbraith
14. The D1 and D2 ones form the “sodium doublet,” and the C-, F-, G-, and h- ones correspond to lines of the Balmer Series. “P” is used for titanium, “G” is used for calcium, and “N” is used for iron. Gustav Kirchoff and Robert Bunsen first applied them to elements, and they were first noticed by chemist William Hyde Wollaston. They were first observed as dark features in the optical spectrum of the Sun, and when observing stars with a spectroscope, these are caused by the selective absorption of its radiation at specific wavelengths. FTP, name these dark lines named for a German physicist in a star’s spectrum.

Answer: Fraunhofer Lines
15. His fist major success was the colonization of the Madeira Islands, and his brother was killed as a result of a catastrophic expedition against Tangier that he organized. He helped conquer the Muslim port of Ceuta in Morocco, and four years later he was appointed as the governor of the province of Algarve by his father, King John I. He lived at the Vila do Infante on the Sagres Penninsula, and his school there was run by Jehuda Cresques. He was the Grandmaster of the of the Order of Christ, which provided him with much of his funding, which he used to support people like Gonçalo Velho, who discovered the Azores, and Gil Eanes, who crossed Cape Bojador. FTP, name this Portuguese nobleman, who was the patron of many expeditions.

Answer: Prince Henry the Navigator 

16. This team selected guard Ronnie Brewer from Arkansas with the 14th pick and forward Paul Millsap out of Louisiana Tech, who led the NCAA in rebounding for three straight years, with the 47th pick in the 2006 draft. Their off-season acquisition of guard Derek Fisher, and the solid play of Turkish center Mehmet Okur have been major catalysts to the team’s early success. Their coach Jerry Sloan is one of only ten coaches to have 800 wins, and they have been led by second year point guard Deron Williams and forward Carlos Boozer. FTP, name this NBA team, whose most famous players were Karl Malone and John Stockton. 

Answer: Utah Jazz (prompt on Utah) 

17. Composer and violinist Johann Peter Salomon gave it the name that it is known as today, and it is often heard in Woody Allen films. The third movement consist of the Landlerlike minuet trio, which is noted for its intense chromaticism, and the andante cantabile second movement is features heavy sue of muted violins. It’s most famous for its five-voice fugato finale where five motifs are combined into a massive fugal coda, which brings the piece to a monumental close. FTP, name this Olympian symphony written in C Major by Mozart, which is named for a Roman god. 

Answer: Jupiter Symphony
18. Its remnants have been exposed in the form of the ophiolites seen in the Bay of Islands complex in Newfoundland and in the xenoliths seen in the Ivrea-Verbano zone of Italy and the Kasila Group in western Africa.  It was first recognized when its namesake realized that seismic waves were related to the density of the material they were traveling through. Its approximate location ranges from five kilometers beneath the ocean to seventy-five kilometers below the earth’s surface, and a proposed project to bore through the ocean floor to reach it was denied in 1967 by Congress.  FTP, name this boundary between Earth's crust and its mantle, named after a Croatian seismologist.

19. He revealed Zeus’s secret affair with the nymph Aegina to her father the river god Asopus, and he founded the Isthmian Games to honor the Boeotian prince Melicertes. The son of Aeolus and Enarete, some claim that he fathered Odysseus with Anticlea. He escaped the underworld for a second time by convincing Persephone that his wife, Merope, had buried him improperly and that he needed to go to the upper world to rectify the situation, and he originally escaped death by tricking Thanatos into handcuffing himself. FTP, name this king of Corinth, who was condemned to roll a boulder up a hill in Tartarus for eternity. 

Answer: Sisyphus
20. The life of Camille Pisarro is the focus of this man’s novel Tiepolo’s Hound, and he discusses the death of his twin brother Roderick in his self-proclaimed last book, The Prodigal. He talks about his situation as a black writer in the US, who has become alienated from his ethnic roots in Midsummer and The Fortunate Traveler, and the story of Felix Hobain’s hallucinatory fantasy where he becomes a mystical healer is told in his play Dream of Monkey Mountain. His most famous work is a re-telling of the Odyssey, which is re-set on the island nation of St. Lucia, and he won the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1992. FTP, name this Nobel Laureate, heavily associated with the island of Trinidad, who wrote the poem “Omeros.” 

Answer: Derek Walcott
