1) One of his slogans was “It is better to die on your feet than to live on your knees,” and a section of the writing collection Our Word is Our Weapon is dedicated to him.  He was killed in Chinameca when colonel Jesus Guajardo tricked him into attending a meeting where he was shot to death by Guajardo’s men, and his Plan De Ayala asserted his commitment to land reform which made him an icon to Mexican peasants. He was a key figure in the Mexican Revolution of 1910 when he helped overthrown Porfirio Diaz, and to put Francisco Madero into power. FTP, name this man, who took Mexico City in 1914 with Pancho Villa. 

Answer: Emiliano Zapata
2) He argues that there are two conflicting forces in the world: intellect, which is meant to interpret “the flux of experience” by continually attempting to make everything in the world uniform, contrasted with instinct, which is the creative force in the world that is meant to continually create and diversify. He anticipated the development of the selectionist view of memory in Matter and Memory, and he argued that comedy was a corrective force that evolved to make human social life possible in his work Laughter. FTP, name this French philosopher, who wrote Time and Free Will. 

Answer: Henri Bergson 

3) They were first identified by their namesake German physician in 1869, and their study led to the 1923 Nobel Prize for Medicine. The average human has about one million of these, each consisting of four types of cells, three of which produce hormones. Delta cells produce somatostatin, which regulates metabolism, and alpha cells produce glucagons.  FTP, name these geographical-sounding enclaves in the pancreas, which also contain beta cells, from which Banting, Best, and MacLeod first extracted insulin

Answer: Islets of Langerhans
4) In several letters, the author compared this poem to Mahler’s Fifth Symphony and the first stanza requests that “the boys [be allowed to] bring flowers in last month's newspapers.” The second stanza begins by describing “a dresser of deal,” which lacks three glass knobs, and the stanza goes onto to discuss a “sheet” decorated with “embroidered fantails” that a women uses to “cover her face.” The title character is described in the first lines as “the roller of big cigars,” and the poem was first published in 1923 in Harmonium. FTP, name this nonsensical poem written by Wallace Stevens with a sweet title.  
Answer: The Emperor of Ice Cream
5) His operas include Hugh the Drover and Sir John in Love from which comes his famous Fantasia on Greensleaves. Each of the six movements of his Fios Campi is based on a verse from the Song of Solomon, and he used William Blake’s Illustrations of the Book of Job as the inspiration for his ballet Job. He used Walt Whitman’s Leaves of Grass as the text for his first symphony, A Sea Symphony, and he quotes from Coleridge, Donne, and Shelley in his Sinfonia Antartica.  FTP, name this English composer who composed a Fantasia on a Theme of Thomas Tallis. 

Answer: Ralph Vaughan-Williams 

6) He served as a the Commander of the 70th Indiana Volunteer Infantry Regiment in the Civil War, and after the war he went on to serve on the Ohio State Supreme Court. 
He beat John Sherman for the republican nomination, and with much help from the Murchison Letter he went on to win the regular election although he lost the popular vote. Much of the economic policy during his Presidency, such as the McKinley Tariff and the Sherman Anti-Trust Act, was influenced by his vise-president, the New York Banker Levi Morton. However, the most famous occurrence during his Presidency was the Wounded Knee Massacre. FTP, name this president, the 23rd US president of the United States. 

Answer: Benjamin Harrison
7) Its three parts include small micro-vesicles, a large vacuole, and paired membranes.  Some of the functions carried out by this organelle include removing mannose from oligosaccharide chains and the production of mucogen granules.  In plant cells, it synthesizes polysaccharides for utilization in the cell wall; however, its main purpose is to receive molecules from the Endoplasmic Reticulum and distribute them throughout the cell.  FTP, name this system of protein packaging, named for the Italian scientist who discovered it.
Answer: Golgi Apparatus (accept Golgi Bodies or Complex) 

8) John Raffles blackmails the pious banker Nicholas Bulstrode with his knowledge about Bulstrode’s shady first marriage, and James Chettam falls in love with the main character, but eventually marries her sister Celia. The elderly Peter Featherstone is taken care by his daughter Mary Garth, who eventually marries Fred Vincy. And Rosamund Vincy insists on living in a luxurious style that her husband, the doctor Tertius Lydgate, can’t afford. The protagonist has a failed marriage with the middle-aged clergyman Edward Casaubon, and upon his death sacrifices her inheritance to marry Will Ladislaw. FTP, name this novel, centering on Dorothea Brooke, written by George Eliot. 

Answer: Middlemarch 
9) In 1980, he was sentenced to death for his activism in the Dawa Party, but escaped and began living in exile. He was then elected chairman of the Joint Action Committee and assumed the name “Jawad” while living in Syria. Returning home, he became deputy leader of the De-Baathification Commission and was elected to the National Assembly in 2005. New York Senator Charles Schumer has accused him of being anti-Semitic, but US Ambassador Zalmay Khalilzad has testified to this man’s reputation as being independent from the influence of Iran. FTP, name this man, the current prime minister of Iraq.

Answer: Nouri Kamel Al-Maliki
10) There is a haggard prophet holding a scroll in the lower right hand corner, and a great ivory column, which is believed to represent the Catholic Church can be seen in the background on the right. The title figure is resting on a green and  red pillow, and the work can be found in the church of Santa Maria dei Servi at Parma. A cramped cluster of angels can be seen on the left, and the elongation of the title figure’s limbs and head led to comparisons of her with a swan. FTP, name this mannerist painting, the magnum opus of Il Parmigianino.  

Answer: The Madonna with Long Neck  

11) William S. Harney initially dispatched 66 troops under the command of George Pickett, and then the British sent Geoffrey Hornby with three warships to counter the American move. It began when Lyman Cutler only offered $10 instead of the $100 Charles Griffin demanded, and this led to the British setting up camp on the north end of San Juan Island, while the Americans took the south end. After several weeks of stalemate President James Buchanan sent Winfield Scott as a negotiator, who successfully resolved it. FTP, name this conflict, also called the San Juan Boundary Dispute, whose only casualty was a swine. 

Answer: The Pig War (accept San Juan Boundary Dispute before mentioned)

12) The dialogue between an old man dying of epithelioma, and a wealthy businessman who missed his train, is related in his play The Man with the Flower in his Mouth, and his poetry collections include Playful Evil, Renanian Elegies, and Easter of Gea. He turned to writing after the collapse of the sulfur mines ruined his family’s business, and his first novel was The Excluded Woman. The identity of the main character remain hidden through the end his play Right You Are-If You Think Are, which examines the relativity truth, and The Stepdaughter, The Son, The Mother, and The Father are all characters his most famous work. FTP, name this Italian dramatist, who wrote Six Characters in Search of an Author. 

Answer: Luigi Pirandello
13) Its classes include Calcarea and Hexactinellida, and its members have three body types: asconoid, syconoid, andleuconoid. This phylum is sometimes considered to be in a separate subkingdom all its own called Parazoa and sclerocytes, pinacocytes, and choanocytes are all types of cells unique to this phylum, whose members are characterized by a lack of an excretory or circulatory system. Reproducing asexually, some freshwater members of this phylum form specialized gemmules that can survive harsh conditions.  FTP, name this phylum of sessile animals, which include sponges.
Answer: Porifera

16) Reverend Jervas Bellamy, Sergeant-Major Abraham, and Captain Stephenson were among those killed in it, and Lord Curzon erected a monument to commemorate it. The primary account of it comes from a diary of the surgeon John Zephaniah Holwell, and has been criticized for exaggerating the casualties. A relief expedition led by Robert Clive put an end to it, and it was precipitated by the displeasure of Siraj ud-Daulah, the Nawab of Bengal, towards the British for the construction of Fort William.   FTP, name this prison, where British soldiers were held captive after the capture of Fort William in 1756.

17) Its isotope 60 is an important radioactive tracer and is used as an agent in cancer treatment.
