First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each

Who was the captain of the Bounty during its famous mutiny?

He started planning a 1936 Presidential campaign after breaking with Roosevelt over the New Deal not going far enough. However, he was assassinated in 1935 by Carl Weiss. What Louisiana politician, known as “The Kingfish,” is associated with the slogans “Share our Wealth” and “Every Man a King”?

The Third Republic vowed to keep fighting this war even after the capture of the Emperor and his army at the Battle of Sedan. A final peace couldn’t be achieved in this war until the defeat of the Paris Commune. What war, fought in 1870 and 1871, resulted in the capture of Alsace and Lorraine and is considered a prequel to World War I?
