First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
A rough contemporary of Carl Sandberg, he first published under the name Dexter Wallace. His plays include Althea and Eileen and his poetry collections include Illinois Poems. What American poet is best known for a collection of 244 epitaphs titled the Spoon River Anthology? 

ANSWER: Edgar Lee Masters
2.
His epic poem The Triumph of Life was left unfinished, but he did finish other epics, such as Alastor, (ah-lah-STOR)  Adonais, (ah-DOH-nigh-us) and Prometheus Unbound. What Romantic poet is also known for shorter poems such as To a Skylark, Ode to the West Wind and Ozymandias?
ANSWER: Percy Bysshe (bish) Shelley

Hurricane Beulah in 1967 produced 117 of these.  A 1965 event on Palm Sunday saw 48 produced, killing 256.  The most on record produced in a single event was the Super Outbreak of 1974, which spawned 148 of them. What is a rotating column of air in contact with the earth, rated from F0 to F5 based on wind speed and easily noticed by their funnel-shaped clouds?

When it occurs “by proxy,” it is a form of child abuse in which mothers deliberately cause illness in their children. What mental disorder in which sufferers act like they suffer from real diseases is named after a German nobleman that told tall tales?
