First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1. 
Etienne Falconet (fal-ko-NAY), who directed the Royal Porcelain Factory at Sevres (SEV-ruh), is considered one of the foremost sculptors during this period.  Criticized by Voltaire in the 1760s as degenerate, what eighteenth century art style featured lighter colors and softer lines than the Baroque, as demonstrated in Jean-Honore (ZHON oh-noh-RAY) Fragonard’s The Swing?

Some landlords fight it by requiring “key money,” or illegal, non-refundable deposits. Critics say that it creates artificial apartment shortages; proponents claim it prevents abuse of the poor and elderly. What name is given to laws that regulate how much landlords can charge people per month for housing?
