First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each

In what George Bernard Shaw play is Vivie’s mother the madam of a high-class house of prostitution?

TWO ANSWERS REQUIRED. The railroad between these two cities is today only partially completed. Parts would include the TAZARA between Zambia and the Indian Ocean, a southern route that contains the Victoria Falls Bridge, and some routes in Uganda and Egypt. The still-unfulfilled dream of Cecil Rhodes was what transportation link that would connect the capital of Egypt to the legislative capital of South Africa? 
ANSWER: Cape Town and Cairo

Visceral gout is a common diagnosis for the green variety whenever there is too much animal protein in this animal’s diet. ANSWER: Lech Walesa (it’s pronounced leh VAH-weh-suh in Polish, but it will probably be heard as WAH-leh-suh)

The Whigs pushed aside Millard Fillmore to nominate this perceived war hero, but he lost the 1852 election to Franklin Pierce. He was the second American ever promoted to lieutenant general, receiving it after winning the Battle of Chapultepec. Known as “Old Fuss and Feathers,” what devisor of the Anaconda Plan was Commander-in-Chief of American forces at the start of the Civil War? 

ANSWER: Winfield Scott

The axiom “A is A” is one of the central tenets of this philosophical system, and Leonard Peikoff and Nathaniel Branden are among its central figures. The concept of rational self-interest and support of laissez-faire capitalism are central to what philosophical system whose founding figure was Ayn (INE) Rand?
