(CS) For years its headquarters boasted a statue of Gambrinus, a legendary king of Flanders seen as an unofficial patron saint of beer brewing.  In 2007 it re-acquired the Blatz label, which the Federal government had forced it to sell off in 1969; at that time one of its employees, Theodore Mack Sr., tried unsuccessfully to buy Blatz but instead bought Peoples Brewery, which thus became America’s first black-owned brewery.   It was founded in 1844 by Jacob Best but today bears the name of his successor and son-in-law.  It is now considered a “virtual brewery” because it contracts all its actual brewing operations to two other companies, Pennsylvania-based Lion Brewery and industry giant Miller.  But it still owns such labels as Lone Star, Colt .45, and Old Milwaukee, as well as its signature brand whose claims to special recognition at the 1893 Columbian Exposition are debatable. Initially Berry Gordy did not want to release the song because Gordy considered it too political, but it was released and became such a huge hit that a full album was ordered.
