First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
Melvin Belli tried to plead insanity for him, but he was sentenced to death in March 1964 and died in 1967 while awaiting a re-trial. After committing his most famous crime, he declared that “Jews have guts.” He claimed “a whole new form of government is going to take over the country,” and wanted to go to Washington D.C. to testify before the Warren Commission. On November 24, 1963, who shot Lee Harvey Oswald? 

ANSWER: Jack Ruby
2.
This word describes a Chevrolet car that actually sold quite well in Latin America, despite its name, and is the name of a long-running PBS science series. What word is also an abbreviation for the ‘bluest’ part of the Commonwealth, but most often used to describe a star that has just exploded? 

ANSWER: nova (do not accept ‘supernova’)

3.
Its use was revived in England by companies such as Hardman & Co. in the early 19th century, as Cromwell had outlawed it for being ‘abused images.’ The red type uses gold and is thus ‘flashed’ over a clear core. Small pieces of it are made by mixing metallic salts with ordinary melted silica, and then are laid in a lead frame to create an image. What is this decorative material frequently used in church windows?

ANSWER: stained glass (accept ‘staining glass’ or equivalents)
4.
Its acid dissociation constant has a value of minus 1.7.  With water, it can form Zundel cations (cat-eye-awnz) and Eigen cations (cat-eye-awnz).  They can also form acid monohydrates.  Name this cation that is the simplest oxonium ion, has a molar mass of 19, and has molecular formula H3O.

ANSWER: hydronium
5.
Its walls have portrayed, since 1989, a light show that includes a full-sized picture of the Statue of Liberty. The Colville Indians sued the US government when it was built, as it killed salmon. It forms Franklin D. Roosevelt Lake and also irrigates desert areas of the Pacific Northwest. The USA’s largest concrete structure and largest producer of electricity is what dam on the Columbia River? 

ANSWER: Grand Coulee Dam 

6.
An extended version, including ratings values of 13-17, has been created, but is used only in China and Taiwan in relation to typhoons.  Small craft advisories are often issued at force 6 or 7, also known as "strong breeze" and "near gale".  What is this scale for rating wind intensity based on its effects on the sea, devised by its namesake British Admiral?

ANSWER: Beaufort Scale

7.
In some Australian states, its prohibition is being scrapped if the sentence could be more than 20 years; this was done after a case in which the police found new evidence disproving a murderer’s alibi. In the US, it has been outlawed by the Fifth Amendment. It was created in England to prevent trials in both canon and common law. What defense prevents a defendant from being tried more than once, and is unrelated to Alex Trebek?

ANSWER: double jeopardy

Tex Ritter’s performance of the song “Do Not Forsake Me Oh My Darling” was this movie’s theme. Three friends of Frank Miller, who has just been pardoned, are waiting at the train station, and Amy, the wife of Hadleyville’s marshal, is threatening to leave on the train. In the end, however, Will kills all four of his enemies. What classic Western movie is named for the train’s arrival time? 

ANSWER: High Noon
9.
Bertha Flowers is able to help this book’s protagonist overcome being raped by Mr. Freeman. Part of it is set in St. Louis and San Francisco, but most of it is about racism in Stamps, Arkansas. The book gets its title from the poem “Sympathy” by Paul Laurence Dunbar. The first of a series that includes All God’s Children Need Traveling Shoes is what autobiography by Maya Angelou? 

ANSWER: I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings
10.
When all his ships are reported lost at sea, he cannot pay back three thousand ducats. He is not required to pay back his loan and avoids death, due to the diligence of his lawyer Balthasar, who is Portia, the wife of his friend, in disguse. Turns out blood was not covered. A pound of flesh was the collateral pledged by what character in The Merchant of Venice, who takes a loan from Shylock to help his friend Bassanio? 

ANSWER: Antonio (prompt on ‘the Merchant of Venice’)
11. 
A graduate of Fluvanna County High School, he was eliminated from the CBS show Rock Star: INXS before airing. His performance of "Hemorrhage" earned him an invitation to become the lead singer of Fuel, which he declined, instead choosing to release his own eponymous album that included “It's Not Over.” What former American Idol contestant is now the lead singer of a band that shares his last name?

ANSWER: Chris Daughtry

He is the only known sufferer of Garnett-Fleischaker syndrome and signs letters Albert T. Tappman. Eventually, he is offered a deal by Colonel Cathcart and Colonel Korn when the disappearance of Orr to Sweden and death of Snowden cause him to stop flying missions. Hungry Joe, Nately, and Milo Minderbinder are friends of what main character in Joseph Heller’s Catch-22? 

ANSWER: John Yossarian
13.
Barbara West Dainton and Millvina Dean are its only two known living survivors; another survivor, Bruce Ismay, was branded the greatest coward in history. J.P. Morgan and Milton Hershey cancelled their reservations. In 1994, the U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of Virginia awarded its salvage rights; its North Atlantic ‘home’ had been discovered nine years earlier. On April 15, 1912, what ship hit an iceberg? 

ANSWER: RMS Titanic
14.
It is a type of epicycloid with one cusp that is a plane curve traced by a point on a circle rolling on the outside of a circle of equal radius.  Rho equals one plus cosine theta is an example of one.  Name this type of curve named for its resemblance to a heart.

ANSWER: cardioid
15.
Its main uses are for chemical synthesis and welding.  It is slightly denser than water and its maximum burning temperature is 3300 degrees Celsius.  Its molecular mass is 26 and all its bonds, including its carbon-carbon triple bond, have bond angles of 180 degrees.  Name this hydrocarbon with chemical formula C2H2.

ANSWER: acetylene or ethyne

What poem says, “Poems are made by fools like me,” and that only “God can make” the title objects, and is the most famous by Joyce Kilmer?

ANSWER: “Trees”

January 2005 began with a period of mourning following what earthquake-triggered event that devastated parts of southern Asia?

ANSWER: tsunami

The towns of Remington, The Plains, and Warrenton are in what large Virginia county that in 1759 split off from Prince William County? 

ANSWER: Fauquier County

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Convert the Roman numeral MDCLXXIX into a decimal number.

ANSWER: 1679

Niacin is another name for what alphanumeric vitamin?

ANSWER: B3

The M1873 Single Action Army and M1911 pistols are the most famous weapons made by what firearms maker?

ANSWER: Colt Manufacturing Company or Colt Patent Firearms Manufacturing Company

ANSWER: 43

60% of the world's wetlands, especially bogs, are made of what decaying vegetable matter that is often harvested for fuel and will eventually become lignite coal?

ANSWER: peat
5A.
Chevrolet announced in 2006 that they were reintroducing what model, which was given a starring role as Bumblebee in the Transformers movie?

ANSWER: Camaro

What three-word synonym for dying comes to us from a Catholic practice where a container of holy water placed at the feet of the recently deceased?

ANSWER: kick the bucket

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Solve for x and y.  5x plus 2y equals 4 and 3x minus 2y equals –36.

ANSWER: x equals –4 and y equals 12 (either order is acceptable)

His Tetrabiblos (teh-truh-bih-blohs) tried to reconcile astrology and science, but what Greek Egyptian is far better known for his Geography and his Almagest? 

ANSWER: Ptolemy (TAW-leh-mee)

7A.
What does c stand for in the equation E = m c squared?

ANSWER: speed of light (accept clear equivalents)

7B.
Write down the following sentence. (Quizmaster: speak slowly) My friend, a graduate of MCV, hopes to work in the Shenandoah Valley. (Quizmaster: speak normally) What was the appositive phrase in that sentence?

ANSWER: a graduate of MCV
8A.
What fictional character was the husband of Molly the maidservant, partner of conman Mr. Compeyson, father of Estella Havisham, and benefactor of Pip?


ANSWER: Abel Magwitch
8B.
Jonathan Buttall is thought to be the figure standing wearing the title color in what painting by Thomas Gainsborough? 


ANSWER: The Blue Boy
9A.
Edward III was the first English ruler to claim it, Henry VI held it de facto due to success in the Hundred Years’ War, and George III was the last English king to claim – what title that was abolished in 1793 and restored after Napoleon? 


ANSWER: King of France (accept equivalents such as ‘French crown’)

9B.
Hospital addiction syndrome is another name for what disorder in which a patient fakes having a disease to gain attention? 


ANSWER: Munchausen (munk-how-sen) syndrome
10A.
It first occurred for Christians at Pentecost; what is this Christian concept where the Holy Spirit causes worshippers to utter previously-unknown languages? 

ANSWER: speaking in tongues or glossolalia (glaw-soh-LAY-lee-uh)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. How many radians are in an angle measuring 30 degrees?

ANSWER: pi over 6 radians

Third period, 15 toss-ups, 10 points each

1.
Disagreements exist over their number and in the correct preparation for the last one’s return. This led to the contrasting philosophies of Quietism and Wilayat al-Faqih (al-fah-kee), and differences between the Ismaili, Zaidi, and Twelver sects. For Sunnis, this title merely refers to the leader of a mosque. Muhammad al-Mahdi is the twelth, or hidden, one and will return. What are these examples of perfection for Shi’a Muslims?

ANSWER: Imam (ee-MAHM)

2.
This European language had its first alphabet devised by Mikael Agricola (mee-kah-el ah-grih-koh-luh) in the 16th century. This language, a member of the Ugric language family, is notable for its fifteen noun cases. One of its few loanwords to English is “sauna.” Its closest relative is Estonian, but its native speakers are also taught Swedish in school. What language is spoken in cities such as Helsinki? 

ANSWER: Finnish
3.
Herb Noble opened the first one in Kankakee, Illinois, in 1938. Dennis the Menace was dropped as its mascot in 2002. It grew through franchising from 100 stores in 1947 to nearly 1,500 by 1950. It introduced hamburgers under the “Brazier” name in 1958 and in 1985, brought out an ice cream treat, with candy mixed in, known as the Blizzard. What fast-food chain first sold, as its name implies, only ice cream?

ANSWER: Dairy Queen
4.
Recent research indicates Philip Augustus ordered one group to return home, and the other group went home when the Mediterranean failed to part as predicted. Perception of this event is based on a mistranslation of the Latin word puer, which in the early 13th century described roving bands of the poor and not the young. Nicholas and Stephen de Cloyes were the leaders of what tragically failed Crusade? 


ANSWER: Children’s Crusade(s)

5.
Paul Langevin developed this idea by using special relativity.  It is solved by noting that a rocket has to accelerate and thus is not an inertial reference frame.  Name this thought experiment where two initially same-aged people note each other’s ages after one of them goes on a rocket and returns to Earth, after which the space traveler is younger.

ANSWER: twin paradox

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the volume of a sphere with a radius of 6 feet, given that the formula for volume of a sphere is four-thirds pi r cubed?

ANSWER: 288 pi cubic feet
7.
They weigh 150 grams each and are about ten centimeters long.  The right one is slightly lower than the left one and they are below the adrenal glands.  The study of them is called nephrology.  Name this bean-shaped organ pair that obtains blood from the renal artery and whose main function is to filter waste from blood.

ANSWER: kidney(s)

8.
Islamic legend holds that instead of disturbing this animal’s sleep, Muhammad cut a hole in a robe. Theodosius the Great banned their outright worship in 390 AD. Pilgrims streamed to the city of Bubastis to express their adoration of this animal. The goddess Bast had the head of what animal held sacred by Egyptians?  

ANSWER: the cat or cats

9.
A mysterious figure called the Archpoet wrote several of the poems in it, and it also includes some work by Peter of Blois (blwah). The Goliards who may have written it in the 13th century used mostly Latin but included some Middle High German. It was discovered in a monastery in 1803. The poem ‘O Fortuna’ is from what collection of poems, some of which were put to music by Karl Orff? 

ANSWER: Carmina Burana or Burana Codex
10.
It went into effect on July 24, 1929; as the League of Nations was not involved, it remains in effect today. The US Senate approved it by an 85-1 vote, but stated that the United States was not required to use its military to punish its violators. Hitler gave a nod to it, by claiming that Poland attacked Germany in August 1939. What treaty’s goal was the abolition of aggressive warfare? 

ANSWER: Kellogg-Briand Pact or Pact of Paris

11.
It works by corrupting hemoglobin and was the cause of death of French author Emile Zola and the method of suicide of Boston singer Brad Delp and poet Sylvia Plath.  Sources of it include furnaces and car exhaust.  It can be fatal at 400 parts per million.  Symptoms include headache and nausea.  Name this type of poisoning involving a colorless, odorless, and tasteless gas.

ANSWER: carbon monoxide poisoning

12.
Types of it include primary progressive, secondary progressive, progressive relapsing, and relapsing-remitting.  Medications for it include interferon, Copaxone, Novantrone, and Tysabri.  Symptoms include visual problems and muscle weakness.  It destroys myelin around neurons.  Name this disease of the central nervous system that Josiah Bartlett had on The West Wing.

ANSWER: MS or multiple sclerosis
13.
Nearly 200 years after it was written, a version of this song performed by the Military Band of the Royal Scots Dragoon Guards was number one in the UK for five weeks. John Rees added a seventh verse that begins, “When we’ve been there ten thousand years.” John Newton wrote what perhaps most famous Christian hymn that says of the title object, “how sweet the sound / That saved a wretch like me”? 

ANSWER: “Amazing Grace”

14.
Two women have published memoirs of their time with him: former lover Joyce Maynard and his now-estranged daughter Margaret. His last published work, Hapworth 16, 1924, is a letter from Seymour Glass.  He wrote about two of Seymour’s relatives in Franny and Zooey. However, what reclusive author is better known for creating the character of Holden Caulfield in The Catcher in the Rye? 


ANSWER: J.D. Salinger
15.
He called his kingdom Te-na-ko-ma-kah, established a capital at We-ro-wo-co-mo-co, and is known today by one of his titles. When his brother O-pe-chan-ca-nough became chief, the Massacre of 1622 was the result. Wa-hun-sa-cock was the given name of what Native American leader that ruled over eastern Virginia at the time of the Jamestown landing, and was the father of Pocahantas?


ANSWER: Chief Powhatan (or Wahunsacock before it is said)

Spare questions 

Be sure to mark off questions as they are used. Replace, when possible, a discarded question with a spare in that area (i.e. science for science, English for English, etc.) 

1.
In schematics, it is shown as what is called a military symbol with two leads and one output. It can be built using two switches in parallel, which creates the main feature. Name this logic gate that states a 1 if one or more of the input switches is on.

ANSWER: OR Gate
2.
This civilization is called the ‘Tamoanchan’ (tah-moh-ahn-chan) in some accounts, but it is known by a Nahuatl (nah-wah-tul) word that means “rubber people.” It abandoned San Lorenzo around 950 BC, moving to La Venta until 400 BC. The first writing in the Western Hemisphere was developed by what Mesoamerican civilization, best known for its giant stone heads? 

ANSWER: Olmec(s)

3.
The latest versions of these devices have not deviated from the company's model numbering scheme, but have also been given nicknames like "Curve" and "Pearl."  In 2006, the manufacturer settled a patent dispute with Herndon-based NTP, on the eve of a potential shutdown affecting the company's 5 million subscribers.  Created by Research in Motion, this is what wireless handheld email device named for a small, dark fruit?

ANSWER: Blackberry

His second-in-command was Sir Andrew Ffoulkes. Despite initially being hindered by his wife Marguerite, he narrowly escapes Citizen Chauvelin. By the end of the novel, he has rescued Armand and the Comte de Tourney, and Marguerite has learned he is really Sir Percy Blakeney. Baroness Emmuska (eh-moosh-kah) Orczy (or-chee) created what character that rescued aristocrats during the French Revolution?
