These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl District competition. Shawn Pickrell, Jason Mueller, and Dan Goff are the authors of these questions; further editing was done by Adam Fine and Marian Suter.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

Releasing these questions to entities outside your District’s competition is prohibited. 

First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
Caused by a Gram-negative bacterium of the genus Vibrio, outbreaks of it have occurred in Paris in 1832 and 1849, India in 1820, Chicago in 1854, and South America in 1991.  Symptoms include muscle cramps, vomiting, upset stomach, and massive amounts of diarrhea that lead to dehydration shock in as little as 24 hours.  Name this disease spread through contaminated water.

ANSWER: cholera

In this poem, the ‘inmates of my cottage, all at rest, / Have left me to that solitude.’ Toward its end, the poet is talking to the ‘Dear Babe, that sleeps cradled’ next to him, saying that ‘all seasons will be sweet to thee.’ A ‘secret ministry’ is performed by the frozen dew in what Samuel Taylor Coleridge poem?

ANSWER: “Frost at Midnight”

3.
In 1993, this TV show was the target of a lawsuit, as producers had rigged GM pickup trucks with explosives. Jane Pauley and Stone Phillips were co-anchors, and today Ann Curry is the anchor. What NBC newsmagazine has featured Chris Hansen tracking down and confronting online predators and identity thieves?

ANSWER: Dateline

In 1848, the first time one of these was held, the winner declared himself Emperor four years later. The 1958 used an electoral college, and was held in the wake of the Fourth Republic’s collapse. The 2002 one saw the far-right National Front make the second, run-off round. What event’s 2007 holding saw a victory for Nicolas Sarkozy? 
ANSWER: French presidential election(s) (accept equivalents)

This poet’s marriage to W.E.B. Du Bois’s daughter collapsed after two months. When he died in 1946, he was working on a musical, St. Louis Woman. After the poor reception of ‘The Black Christ,’ his writing output slowed. What poet wrote Color, Copper Sun, and The Ballad of the Brown Girl? 
ANSWER: Countee Cullen
6.
In 2003, his country’s President, Yoweri Museveni, refused to allow him to die in his homeland. He seized power from Milton Obote in 1971, initially with Western support. Amid the some 500,000 deaths in his regime were accusations of cannibalism. In 1979, the army of neighboring Tanzania overthrew what dictator of Uganda? 
ANSWER: Idi Amin (ah-MEEN) Dada
7.
They feed on larval fishes and sea lice and range in size from sixteen millimeters to 35 centimeters.  Types of them include collared, West Australian, long-snouted, pygmy, and big-belly.  Name this group of fish of the genus Hippocampus in which the male becomes pregnant.

ANSWER: seahorse
8.
They show up everywhere. In the underworld you find lampades (lam-pah-deez) all over. In the mountains, you trip over some oreads. Go to the forest, and you step on a hamadryad’s toes. Go on the river, and a naiad or two complains. On the ocean, nereids ruin your view. They do provide entertainment for major gods. Who were these minor female deities in Greek mythology? 

ANSWER: nymph(s)

It won its namesake a 1953 Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine and it occurs within the matrix of the inner mitochondrial membrane.  Its starting and end product is oxaloacetic acid.  It contributes electrons to electron transport systems and it produces GTP.  Name this cycle also known as the citric acid cycle.

ANSWER: Krebs cycle (accept citric acid cycle before mentioned)

This novel is set between 1976 and 1979 in the aftermath of a pandemic. A girl named Ruth was among the affected but still living, but most of the infected became vampires due to the plague. Robert Neville appears to be the last man on earth in what science-fiction novel by Richard Matheson that was adapted to film in late 2007? 

ANSWER: I Am Legend

His earliest works were written in his sister Nannerl’s notebook. Sure, he was buried in an unmarked grave, but he was making 50,000 florins a year when he died on December 5, 1781. The Alexander Pushkin play – and Milos Forman’s 1984 movie – based on his life were inaccurate as he was actually quite friendly with Antonio Salieri. ANSWER: attribute(s) (accept either pronunciation)

By 1934, a third of the FBI’s budget was dedicated to catching him. Ana Cumpanas, the ‘Lady in Red,’ helped Melvin Purvis kill what criminal outside Chicago’s Biograph Theater on July 22, 1934? 

ANSWER: John Dillinger

ANSWER: Nebula Award

ANSWER: pressure

The inventor of the aqualung and captain of the submarine Calypso was what French scientist noted for his TV documentaries on the “Undersea World”?

ANSWER: Jacques Cousteau
10A.
What group of Christians does not believe in the Trinity, and merged in 1961 with the Universalist Church in America?

ANSWER: Unitarian(ism) (or more properly, American Unitarian Association)

The musical Once Upon a Mattress is based on what fairy tale, by Hans Christian Andersen, that features a delicate woman?
ANSWER: “The Princess and the Pea” or “The Real Princess”

Third period, 15 toss-ups, 10 points each

1.
This poet wrote nine volumes of poetry; the only completed poem is a hymn to Aphrodite. Plato supposedly called this poet the 10th muse. One tradition holds that her love for Phaon (fay-awn) led her to commit suicide; loving a man runs counter to other traditions about what poet from the island of Lesbos? 
ANSWER: Sappho
2.
This city’s 23 districts include Donaustadt (doh-NOW-shtat). Landmarks here include the Burgtheater, the Staatsoper (shtahts-OH-per), and the Hofburg, the former imperial palace. What city, the home to the Lipizzaner stallions and a Boys’ Choir, is also known for a fried veal cutlet known as ‘schnitzel,’ and for being the capital of Austria? 
ANSWER: Vienna or Wien(er)

This TV character was based heavily on the character of George Cooper from the radio show My Favorite Husband. Ralph Ramsay was his neighbor for the last season. In 1955 and 1956, he had a mother-in-law, Mrs. McGillicuddy. Contrary to popular belief, he was not the father of TV’s first on-screen pregnancy. The bandleader at the Tropicana nightclub and singer of “Babalu” was what husband of Lucy on I Love Lucy? 

ANSWER: Ricky Ricardo

The Sonoran and Mojave deserts are often considered to be wetter than other deserts because of this annual phenomenon.  In Northeast Asia, this occurs between November and May, and in both the American southwest and in India, it occurs between June and September.  What is this event, derived from the Hindi word for ‘weather’ that can cause up to 10 meters of precipitation in parts of India?

ANSWER: monsoon

Assistance under this program was rejected by Spain, Finland, and the Soviet bloc nations. It followed the Government and Relief in Occupied Areas program and was enacted after the Morgenthau Plan began failing. The European Recovery Program was the official name of what program of aid to Europe after World War II?
ANSWER: Marshall Plan (accept European Recovery Program)

Her posthumous work includes the poetry collection Ariel and the short story collection Johnny Panic and the Bible of Dreams. He died at the hand of future Vice-President Richard Johnson at the Battle of the Thames. The Red Stick Creeks heeded his call, but while he was away, his brother Tenskwatawa, known as the Prophet, lost the Battle of Tippecanoe. Who attempted between 1808 and 1813 to form a confederacy among the Native Americans? 
ANSWER: Tecumseh or Tecumtha or Tekamthi

Clean Monday is the start of this liturgical season in Eastern Orthodox belief. Milestones in this forty-day period include Laetare (lay-TAR-ree) Sunday, Passion Sunday, Palm Sunday, and of course Holy Week itself. Many Christians give up something they enjoy during what forty-day period between Ash Wednesday and Easter?

ANSWER: Lent
9.
The court in this game is divided by 14 horizontal lines. Teams try to score 7 or 9 points; if a team loses a point, they leave the court and the next team takes their place. The Basque government calls it the “fastest game on earth” and betting on it occurs at frontons (frohn-tohns) which are mostly in Florida. In what sport do players hit the ball against the wall with a curved basket called a cesta (say-stah)?

ANSWER: jai alai (high lie)

It is hydrophobic and has a molecular mass of fifteen.  When added to a phenyl, it forms toluene.  Ethane consists of two of this structural unit often found in organic compounds.  Name this alkyl group that has chemical formula CH3 and is derived from methane.

ANSWER: methyl (group)

“Nakupenda” (nah-koo-pen-dah) in Swahili. “Ya lyublyu tebya” (yah lyoo-buh-lyoo teb-yah) in Russian. “Ich liebe Dich” (eesh lee-buh deesh) in German. What is this three word phrase that is “Je t’aime” (zheh tem) in French and “Te amo” (tay ah-moh) in Spanish?

ANSWER: “I love you”

ANSWER: Kenya

His painting, The Barque of Dante, was accepted to the Paris Salon in 1822. He painted a living woman standing among the dead in Greece Expiring on the Ruins of Missolonghi, but only portrayed dead people in Massacre at Chios. The Women of Algiers is by what painter of Liberty Leading the People? 
ANSWER: Eugene Delacroix (deh-luh-kwah)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What number is the secant of zero degrees, the cosecant of pi over two radians, the cotangent of 45 degrees, the cosine of zero degrees, and the tangent of 45 degrees?

ANSWER: one
15.
An expression of conservation of energy that refers to the mechanical equivalent of heat, it is represented as dU equals dQ minus dW, or plus dW depending on sign convention.  Name this law that states the increase in internal energy of a system is equal to the amount of heat energy added to the system minus the work done on the surroundings.

ANSWER: first law of thermodynamics

Be sure to mark off questions as they are used. Replace, when possible, a discarded question with a spare in that area (i.e. science for science, English for English, etc.)

They were first mentioned by Berossus, a Chaldean priest, in the 4th century BC. According to legend, Amytis of Media was missing her homeland. Her husband was Nebuchadnezzar II, so her wishes came true in what wonder of the Ancient World, consisting of a man-made mountain covered with wildlife and of course, plants? 
ANSWER: Hanging Gardens of Babylon

2.
Its ‘Home’ screen contains YouTube, Maps, and iTunes. Housed in a candy bar form factor is a capacitive 3.5 inch LCD touch screen; this means only fingers can be used to type or surf the web using the built-in Safari browser. Name this device released on June 29th, 2007, by Apple that could, initially, only use the AT&T network.

ANSWER: iPhone

This agency’s Administrator, Michael Griffin, commissioned a study into the mental health of its employees following the arrest of Lisa Nowak.  Operator of the Wallops Island Flight Facility and Langley Research Center, this is what agency, whose responsibilities include the operation of the space shuttle fleet?

ANSWER: NASA
