First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
Essays like 1926’s The Second Revolution fueled his rise in influence. He tried suicide in 1938 after an affair with Czech actress Lida Baarova ended. He allied with Albert Speer to gain control of his nation’s military-industrial complex. His sole act as German Chancellor was a futile attempt to negotiate an anti-Western alliance with the Soviet Union. He then committed suicide in the Berlin bunker with his wife and six children. What Nazi was the Reich Minister for Popular Enlightenment and Propaganda? 


ANSWER: Joseph Goebbels
2.
There are four living species of these animals native to sub-Saharan Africa: Hartmann’s Mountain, Grevy’s, the Plains, and the Cape Mountain.  George Grey imported them to New Zealand, where he used them in a carriage. However, their tendency to frighten makes them unsuitable for domestication. The quagga is an extinct type of what member of the horse family that has black and white stripes?  

ANSWER: zebra
3.
Her first roles were as Mary in Jamaica Inn and Esmeralda in 1939’s The Hunchback of Notre-Dame. She was also in 1953’s The Redhead from Wyoming, although her hair wasn’t noticeable in 1947’s Miracle on 34th Street.  She appeared in five films with John Wayne: Big Jake, McClintock!, The Wings of Eagles, Rio Grande, and The Quiet Man. What Irish actress portrayed Maggie McKendrick, the mother of twin girls, in the 1961 original of The Parent Trap?

He hosted the Black and White Ball in 1966 in honor of Washington Post publisher Katharine Graham. He was first noticed by literary circles for his short story ‘Miriam.’ His later works included Music for Chameleons and the memoir Answered Prayers. He spent part of his childhood in Monroeville, Alabama, where his neighbors included the author of To Kill a Mockingbird, Harper Lee. Who is the author of In Cold Blood and Breakfast at Tiffany’s?

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the sine of minus 30 degrees, given that the sine of minus theta equals the negative sine of theta?

This language’s reform of 1708 kept a letter called “yat” that was eliminated in the 1918 spelling reforms. There are three noun declensions and two verb conjugations, but infinitives always end in a “soft t.” Words such as mammoth, samovar, taiga, troika and cosmonaut come from what language spoken in St. Petersburg and Moscow?

It opened in 1973 and is named for its state’s flower. Despite its address, it is part of the Jefferson County Public Schools and not the Littleton Public Schools. It won its first 5A state football championship in 1999, seven months after tragedy struck it. On April 20, 1999, 35 casualties were inflicted by Eric Harris and Dylan Klebold at what high school in Colorado?

This annual event also had a summer counterpart from 1978 to 1994, held in Chicago.  Gizmodo's misadventures with a TV-B-Gon earned the group a lifetime ban following the 2008 event, where Bill Gates also announced his retirement.  The Commodore 64, Video Cassette Recorder, and Nintendo Entertainment System have all debuted at what annual trade show, held every January in Las Vegas?

It is the opposite of the Kurosiwo Current. The ecosystem created by this boundary ocean current exists due to coastal upwelling. Its analog is the Atlantic Ocean’s Canary Current. What ocean current carries cool water from the North Pacific Drift southward along the western coast of the United States?

ANSWER: California Current

The simpler transparent types are called latches, while more complex ones are called Set-reset, Delay, Toggle, or JK. To build one, you need two cross-coupled inverting elements such as a NAND (quizmaster: it is said as spelled) gate. It can be clocked or edge triggered. Name this electric circuit that has two stable states, and hence can serve as one bit of memory.

Adolf Hitler bought a Roman-era copy in 1938 for five million lire (LEE-ray), but it was returned to Italy ten years later. The two best-known Roman-era copies are on display at the National Museum of Rome and the British Museum, although the British Museum’s copy has the head incorrectly restored. Its fifth-century BC bronze original has long been lost. The pose is unnatural, and modern track coaches might criticize the subject’s technique.  What is this statue by Myron? 


ANSWER: Discobolus or The Discus Thrower

Its chemical formula is C40H56. This bright-red compound is fat-soluble and cooking food actually increases its concentration. Its antioxidant properties may help fight against cancer, diabetes, osteoporosis, cardiovascular disease, and skin aging.  Name this carotenoid (kay-RAW-teh-noid) found in watermelon, guava, papaya, pink grapefruit, and tomatoes.

ANSWER: lycopene

The southernmost part of this road is actually in the suburb of Riverdale. It forms the western boundary of Grant Park and of the Streeterville neighborhood. Its northern end is at Lake Shore Drive. This disaster occurred when Lake Conemaugh unleashed its 20 million tons of water.  It led to one of the first disaster relief efforts by the American Red Cross. Although Andrew Carnegie donated a library to the affected town, the members of the South Fork Fishing and Hunting Club avoided legal responsibility. On May 31, 1889, the South Fork Dam burst, causing the deaths of over 2,200 people in what Pennsylvania disaster?

Third period, 15 toss-ups, 10 points each

Its pieces include ‘Dance of the Coachmen and Grooms’ and the ‘Dance of the Wet Nurses.’ In the finale, the title character’s ghost terrifies the Old Wizard. The title character loves the Ballerina, but the handsome Moor captures the Ballerina’s heart and kills the title character with an axe. Puppets are in what Igor Stravinsky ballet?

According to it, an acid is capable of donating a proton and a base is capable of accepting a proton. Water is amphoteric in what acid-base definition, broader than the Arrhenius definition, developed in 1932 by Martin Lowry and its namesake Danish chemist? 

ANSWER: Bronsted (acid/base definition)

The Greek philosopher Celsus claimed she had an illegitimate child with Pantera, a Roman soldier. More accepted tradition holds that her parents were Saints Joachim and Anne, and that she was a relative of Elizabeth, the wife of Zacharias. In Eastern Orthodox traditions, she is called Theotokos (thee-oh-TOH-kohs). Her feast days include March 25 and August 15, which are the Annunciation and the Assumption, respectively. The Immaculate Conception resulted in what woman, the mother of Jesus Christ? 


ANSWER: the Virgin Mary
4.
The 11th century Arab philosopher al-Jahiz was the first person to be accused of doing this, but was unfamiliar with Aristotle’s work and probably was innocent. Joe Biden had to withdraw from the 1988 Presidential race for doing this twice: once in a first-year law course and again in a campaign speech. Jayson Blair’s performing this led to shakeups at the New York Times in 2003. What term describes a writer’s failure to properly quote and cite someone else’s words, passing them off as the writer’s own? 


ANSWER: plagiarism (accept word forms)

His ultimate task was to memorize the book of Ecclesiastes. He had begun to question his life after his wife Mildred tried to commit suicide by overdosing on sleeping pills. His boss, Captain Beatty, had allowed him 24 hours to look at what he had been destroying. He met Professor Faber, but nuclear war stopped his plan to plant contraband in the homes of his fellow firemen. Who incinerated books in Fahrenheit 451? 


ANSWER: Guy Montag (accept either)

6.
It has been verified for the first ten trillion cases and proven for field functions, but it has not yet been proven in general.  Whoever does solve it will earn one million dollars from the Clay Mathematics Institute.  Name this hypothesis named after a German mathematician that states that the nontrivial zeros of the zeta function all have real part one-half.

ANSWER: Riemann conjecture or hypothesis

His criticism includes The Allegory of Love and The Discarded Image, both studies of late-medieval literature. His science-fiction Space Trilogy includes Out of the Silent Planet. His Christian apologetics include Mere Christianity. His memoir, Surprised by Joy, is about his conversion to Christianity and not his marriage to Joy Gresham. What author of The Screwtape Letters also wrote The Chronicles of Narnia? 


ANSWER: C(live) S(taples) Lewis
8. 
This graduate of Kecoughtan (KICK-uh-tan) High School worked in real estate before serving two terms in the House of Delegates. She won her next office despite Jim Gilmore endorsing her primary opponent. Tragically, she suffered the same fate as her predecessor, Herb Bateman, dying in office. Her successor, Rob Wittman, was installed after a special election in November 2007. Who passed away from cancer in 2007 while representing Virginia’s 1st District in Congress? 

ANSWER: Jo Ann Davis
9.
It occurs as the rare mineral moissanite, but is usually manmade. Uses for it include semiconductors, cutting tools, astronomical mirrors, heating elements, jewelry, and grit for sandpaper.  Name this compound that is also known as silicon carbide and has chemical formula SiC.

ANSWER: carborundum (accept silicon carbide before mentioned)

Some proper names in the language of these people, such as Achish and Phicol, suggest they spoke an Indo-European language. They may have been part of the ‘Sea Peoples’ that raided the Levant from their home bases in Greece and Crete. Although they are now gone, someone boorish or uncivilized can be referred to as one. They ruled five cities in southwestern Canaan: Ekron, Ashdod, Ashkelon, Gaza, and Gath. What frequent rivals of the Israelites included men such as Goliath?

While poems in this collection such as ‘The Change Has Come’ are in Standard English, poems such as ‘When De Co’n Pone’s Hot’ are in dialect. Its poet referred to a metaphoric mother in ‘Ode to Ethiopia.’ Men like his father, who had served in the 55th Massachusetts Regiment, were honored in ‘The Colored Soldiers.’ It is a combination of two earlier poetry collections: Oak and Ivy and Majors and Minors. What is this poetry collection by Paul Laurence Dunbar? 


ANSWER: Lyrics of a Lowly Life
12.
It was opened in 1938 in Kankakee, Illinois, by Sherb Noble and John McCullough. In 1998, Berkshire Hathaway acquired it; today, this fast-food outlet has 5,600 stores. Its ‘Treat Centers’ serve items from the Orange Julius menu. Its ‘Grill & Chill’ locations offer fast food once offered under the ‘Brazier’ banner. What fast-food restaurant also offers ice cream treats, such as the Arctic Rush and the Blizzard? 


ANSWER: Dairy Queen

This four-letter word can describe tropical birds in the Tiaris family. In the August Movement, Gandhi hoped to have the British do this to India. Its usual meaning comes from an Old French word meaning ‘free’ or ‘clear.’ What word can refer to ending a drug addiction or is a somewhat pejorative synonym for ‘resign’ in reference to a job? 

ANSWER: quit
14.
Types of this disability include ataxic, dyskinetic, and spastic. Its discoverer, William Little, thought it was caused by oxygen getting cut off during birth. This non-progressive disorder’s symptoms include spasms, slouching, abnormal muscle tone, and joint deformities.  Name this disability caused by brain damage.

ANSWER: cerebral palsy
15.
A ‘pilgrimage’ to this site in the dead of winter is the oldest annual Boy Scouts of America event. This site was well-defended, with high ground at Mount Joy and Mount Misery, and the Schuylkill (SKOOL-kill) River off to the north. Despite its reputation as a winter base, it was not evacuated until June 19. During a seven-month time span, soldiers were trained by Baron von Steuben (SHTOY-ben). Over the winter of 1777-78, George Washington positioned the Continental Army at what Pennsylvania location?

Be sure to mark off questions as they are used. Replace, when possible, a discarded question with a spare in that area (i.e. science for science, English for English, etc.) 

1.
Around the middle of this novel, the narrator’s name is changed to ‘Trot,’ a reference to an eccentric aunt. The narrator’s childhood friend, Little Em’ly, is seduced and abandoned by James Steerforth, a friend from the narrator’s days at Salem House. Toward its end, Wilkins Micawber discovers the duplicity of the ever so ‘umble Uriah Heep. The title character marries two women: Dora Spenlow and Agnes Wickfield. What is this semi-autobiographical novel by Charles Dickens? 


ANSWER: David Copperfield
2.
Two previous battles with this name had resulted in severe defeats for the Republic of Venice. For victory in the third battle, Venice required the help of Spain, Genoa, Savoy, the Knights of Malta, and the Papal States – an alliance known as the Holy League. Even so, victory was only temporary: the losers recaptured the city of Tunis and the island of Cyprus shortly after the battle. In what 1571 battle did Don Juan of Austria lead the Holy League’s fleet to utter victory over the Ottoman Empire? 


ANSWER: Battle of Lepanto
3.
He wrote a letter called ‘The Negro Question’ denouncing slavery. In his book, The Subjection of Women, he became one of the first male authors to defend equal rights for women. He analyzed inductive proof in A System of Logic. Like his godfather, Jeremy Bentham, he not only practiced utilitarianism but also wrote a book called Utilitarianism. What philosopher’s Principles of Political Economy is a statement of modern libertarian principles along with his seminal On Liberty? 


ANSWER: John Stuart Mill
4.
It was invented in 1952 by Donald Glaser and won him the 1960 Nobel Prize in Physics, but has since been superceded by wire and spark chambers.  Name this device similar to a cloud chamber in which a vessel with superheated transparent liquid is used to detect electrically charged particles moving through it.

ANSWER: bubble chamber
